The cost of running
the phonograph, according to E lison,
will be more than the cost of main«
taining two ocells which run the little
electric motor — perhaps fifty cents a
month, [hiee sizes are now being
made — one size for the pocket, which
will write 300 words on its sheet, ans
other size for letters of 800 words, and
a third s'ze for 3 000 words.
