The Halifax School for the Blind.

12 per cent. in conducting or taking part In
concert companies, 8 per cent. in piano
forte tuning, 8 per cent. in business, 4 per
cent. in manufacturing, 12 per cent. in giving
instruction in or working at trades, 2 per
cent. as agents, 2 per cent. in farm work,
2 per cent. in literary callings, 22 per cent.
residing at home.

Of these latter a large proportion help in
the household and partially maintain them-
selves by the work of their hands.

25 per cent. of the graduates are married
and residing in comfortable homes.
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Drowning Accident.
RUSSEL: MCLEAN OF THE MERCHANT'S BANK
OF HALIFAX LOSES HIS LIFE.

Halifax, Sept. 13.—Russel McLean, a
clerk in the Merchants’ Bank of Halifax,
was drowned while batling in the Arm this
evening.

About Water.

Owing to the long drought which has pre-
vailed and the consequent shortage of the
water supply, the recent rains have had &
most salutary influence on vegetable life.
But can the same be said to be true of ani-
mal life, Let us consider for » moment.

The first rain after a period of dry weather
will not have an immediate effect in re-sup-
plying our wells and springs; and many
people therefore look to the rain as it falls
and make their preparations for cttohing
and storing up the same. Such water shoul
be looked upon with considerable suspicion
for the reason that it contains either sus-
pended or in solution various injurious
agents,

Owing to the dryness of the atmosphere,
various forms of plant life, having lost mois-
ture and thereby weight float about in the
air, being wafted hither and thither by cur-
rents of air, light ain all conceivable places,
and in the form of spores take on mew life
and grow as soon as proper conditions present
themselves. The rain in its descent washes
out from the air all this suspended organic
matter as well as many mineral substances
existing in the form of fine dust, and also
ocertain noxious gases, for example, ammonia
and sulphuretted hydrogen.

Nor can all all this alone be considered the
only or chief source of pollution. The rain
alighting on the roofs of our houses and
other buildings carries with it whatever may
have lodged there in the interval between
successive showers. As soon as a rain is
over all kinds of material collect here,—
dust from the streets, carbon from the chim-
neys, debris from manufactories, etc., to be
in turn carried into our water barrels, tanks,
and reservoirs. Again, seeds of plantsalight
here also, especially those of plants of the
lowest orders of vegetation, the spores of
algae and mosses and vegetable life flourish
for a time on the tops of our buildings, but
as the dry weather lasts these dry up, cling
less tenaciously and are carried into our
store vessels to commence & new and vigor-
ous growth again there.

The material of which the roof is com-
posed is not without its influence. The gut-
ters of the roofs are often composed of zinc
which becoming oxidized is carried down as
an onide of zinc, which in sufficient amounts
is extremely injurious, as is the onide and
other compounds of leag formed in our water-

ipes, producing sometimes lead colic, wrist
rop, ete

Perhaps we have said enongh about rain
water, and we will now consider somewhat
the springs and wells about us. There is no
doubt that for purity spring water is most
reliable being percolated through such natu-
ral filters as beds of gravel, sand-stone, etc.
Various mineral matters are taken into solu-
tion here which impart to spring water its
agreeable taste. Some of these are benefi-
cial, others without any influence while still
others are positively barmful.

In regard to wells, it is here that we should
beware. The location and depth of a well
are the important factors to be considered,
bat the former is of greater importance than
the latter. There is no doubt that many of
our wells are so situated that they do receive
surface water bearing with it decaying ani-
mal and vegetable debris. This matter af-
fords a paradise so to speak for the myriads
of bacteria which are instrumental in pro-
ducing disease. The germs of typhoid fever
and cholera, as well as those of diphtheria
and tuberculosis find suitable domiciles.
These enter the mouth with the water, pass
along the alimentary canals, and, multiply-
ing, invade the adjacent mucous membranes
and either remain there or pass along the
lymphatics into the general lymphatic cir-
culation, and thence into the blood vessels.

The taste and appearance will furnish no
guide to its quality. Some water may be
impregnated with animal matter, and yet
have a soft agreeable taste and a sparkling
appearance. It should have no odor what-
ever, not even when boiled. It should not
be too hard, which may be corrected by ex-
pelling the carbonic acid by heating and ren-
dering its salient powers less effective. If
people will only take these remarks into
consideration and act thereon, much may be
done towards the prevention of disease.

Too much cannot be said against the use
of water at this time of year, especially from
wells that are situated near barns, out-
houses and streets. How often do we see a
man's well right in the barn or door-yard or
near the highway, where it cannot but re-
ceive the refuse which accumulates in such
places. Such a well should be condemned
at such a time of the year as the present,
and for that matter at all times People do
not seem to have a full appreciation of the
evil which may result from the use of water
from such wells. The ordinary curbstone

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Margaretville.

Among the many attractive resorts which
border the Bay of Fundy, none surpasses
Margaretville in beauty of location or acces-
sibility. Here alone in the entire range. of
the North Mountain exists a break which
permits of an easy passage from the valley
to the sea. Instead of a hard mountain
climb and a long steep descent, the road
leads along easy grades over hill aud through
vale, past neat farm houses and well culti-
vated fields until the Bay is reached, with
scarcely a suggestion of a surmounted bar-
rier. Nature has thus duly performed her
share towards ease of communication, but a
railway through this natural pass is still the
chief desideratum. Various surveys have
been made and subsidies have been granted
for a railroad, but as yet no train is seen
uzon the shore of the Bay. This is a matter
of greater surprise inasmuch as the distance
through the pass is less than nine miles from
the harbor to the line of railway in the val-
ley. It is hoped however, that the gradual
consolidation of our western railways may
result in the turning to account at an early
date the natural advantages for the building
of this road. Certainly no company could
compete in its construction against the
Windsor and Annapolis railway, with its ex-
isting plant and railroad, provided sufficient
government subsidies were guaranteed.

Margaretville is, however, not only fav-
ored with excellence of location, but pos-
sesses likewise historic interest. The name
was bestowed upon it in honor of Margaret,
wife of Sir Brenton Haliburton, who owned
here a Yast estate and whose summer resi-
dence has always been the striking feature
of the place. In this ancient mansion Sir
Brenton, attended by a retinue-of servants
and surrounded by officers and civilian
friends, was accustomed to spend the long
vacation from the exercise of his judicial
functions. 1t was in the era before the ad-
vent of railways in the province, and yearly
the courtly procession, on horseback and by
carriage, would arrive from the city of Hal-
ifax. The gates would be thrown open by
the children of the place with the usual re-
ward, and down the long and thickly foli-
aged avenue the company would approrch
the open doorway of the hospitalable abode.
In quaint old rooms, reached by curious
halls and their winding stairways, surround-
ed with numerous closets in odd' corners, and
beneath the low sloping eaves, and whose
strangely fashioned windows in the projec-
tions of the roof opened upon delightful
views of wood and bay, the guests found
ample comfort and welcome repose. From
cellars of wine they were regaled and they
sat at tables which were spread with the
richest of viands that town and country
could afford. With drives through noble
woods that stretched for leagues upon the
mountain sides, in strolls along paths by
hedges of thorn with constant vistas of the
glimmering sea, and especially in hours of
profitable reading and meditation in some
sheltered nook upon the shore where ever
laved the waters of the restless deep, the
!ieeting/(ays of summer were passed by them
inrich enjoyment. The spirit of such a past
still rests upon the place and it is not
wonderful that to-day the heritage of a gen-
ial culture and a social refinement may be
found in Margaretville.
