"Its powers of'
penetration cannot be relied upon. . . . It is highly to be
recommended as a superficial disinfectant. .... The methods
that have found nost favor are those in which the nascent gas is.
liberated from its watery solution and froin its solid polymerized
.products."

The book contains a useful and finely-illustrated chapter on
Animal Parasites. The work is a useful and pleasing edition
to our hygienic literature.
