TxuepiaTELY after the funeral of Dr. Liddon
in St, Paul's Cathedral, sowe of his friends met
in the Chapter House to consider what form &
memorial to him should take, Io the absence
of the Dean (from ill-hoalth), Canon Gregory
(a8 senior Canon) took the chair, Among
those present were the other members of the
Chapter, the Bishops of Oxford, Liohfield,
Truro, Lincoln, Salisbury, St. Albans, Bedford,
Reading, and Central Afrioa; the Deans of
Winohester and Lincoln ; the Master of Trinity
College, Cambridge; Lord Halifax, Sir Walter
Phillimore, Mr. J. G, Talbot, M.P., and others,
It wss proposed by the Bishop of Oxford,
seconded by Mr. Talbot, and unsnimounsly re-
solved, ‘ That a fund be raieed to do honor to
the memory of the late Dr, Liddor, and that it
be applied in the first instance to provide a
fitting memorial of him in St. Paul's Cathedral,
and after that for providing funds for assisting
members of the University of Oxford to stady
theology more thoroughly. 1t was further
resolved, ¢ That the fund for the purpose of the
study of theology more thoroughly be in the
hands of the authorities of Keble College.

Tar Bishop of New York in his charge refer-
red to the Offices of Wardens and Vestrymen
and spoke of them as custodisns of property,
and said that no clergyman or layman onght
ever to consent, nnder any ciroumstances what.
ever, to touch or become in any way responsible
for the handling of money whose source and
application he cannot show if the need to do so
should arise, to the satisfaotion of any con.

attending to the matters of ivsnrance, the col
leotion of pew rents and the like, the usage of
our fathers prevailed among ourselves, and
also that at least once a year the wardens or a
committee of the vestry might meet the Bishop
or Archdeacon acting for him, if not for a
perambulation of the parish, at least for such
an examination of the ehurch edifice, the par-
ish school and the rectory as should assist in
securing & due attention from those by whom it
is owed to the property held in trust by the
vestry for the benefit of the Church, He was
not over-oritical on this point when he said
that it had sometimea been his lot, year after
year, to take motice of a minor neglect in this
regard : & stained wall, & brcken window, a
shabby snd neglected carpet, which had been
in unpleasant contrast with.the correctness and
costliness within the same parochial limits of

the sdornments of private houses, He was not,

however, pleading for ornamentation, bat for
vl;holoness, oleanliness, reverence, — Church
ear.

We have a0 far considered this passsge ne~

gatively and controvorsially, rather than posi-
tively, and asserting what we believe to be its
trne mesning. Let us now attempt this latter
tack. On the face of it; we would say there is
a strong presumption againet thinking that oar
Lord contemplated building the Church, which
is His Body, ' the fulness of Him that filleth sll
in all’ upon & mere man. This presumption
becomes the stronger when we oconsider what

feasion of his faith and itsapproval by our Liord,

He who made this great confassion now donbts

and questions our Lord's words concerning His
approaching sufferings and death —s0 much so
that Christ is compelled to turn and rebuke
him in the same terms as those in whioch He
had rebuked the Devil when tempting Him to
give Him worship—* Get thee behind me Satan I’
In faot the same old temptation of the wilder-
ness was reproduced by Peter—namoly that
our Lord should come to the Kingdom without
enduring the Passion, He who would not
oommit Himself to man, for He knew what was
in man, vever ocontemplated building Hin
Charch vpon such a sandy foundation &g & man,
liable to fall at any moment, and who &8 a

denying his Lord.

What, then, must we take it is the mesaning
of the passage, Bt. Mett. xvi. 18,19? Let us
remember that our Lord had withdrawn Him-
gelf with His disoiples to the very borders of
the Holy Liand, They had left the maltitude
aud the noiee of cities behind them ; and now
in this retired spot, with His twelve disoiples
only about Him, He puts to them the question
—'Whom do men say that I the Son of Man
am?' It is not as if our Lrd wished to gather
up the gossip of the day, but rather desired to
gain an insight into the faith of His own disoi-
ples, as to how far they bad grarped His nature
and mission, aed how far He counld trugt them,
Our Lord got His answer as to the talk of the
world ; and then He says to the twelve direotly
~'Bat whom say yethat I am?' It was 8
critical question, Here were the future builders
of His Church, Could He depend upon them
—would they be equal to the great tssk He
desired to commit to them? Oar Lord gets
His answer from Simon Poter, always spokes-
man for the reat, and an ali-sufficient answer it
was—" Thou art the Christ, the Son of the Living
fod. This grand answer, which met sll our
Lord's desires, was in itself the ountoome of
revelation, The Bpirit of God had flashed the
light of this revelation in on the soul of Peter,
It was not * flesh and blood ’ that had revested
it unto him; from no human gource had he.
acquired this wondrous conviction; it came, to
