her social, industrial and political
life with a completeness that defies
analysis and baffles imagination.
The change is not simply, as it
were, either mechanical or chem-
leal; it is organic; it goes to the
Toots of life. The most continuous,

- unbroken national life in the world

has not suffered revolution, but has

.perpetrated revolution upon itself.

The first and deepest element
in* that change is the personal
dedication of life. There is nothing
known to us which we can set up

by way of comparison with that

voluntary enlistment of over five
million men. If the sacrifice of
everything for others is the moral
principle of religion, the enlistment
of these millions of our men stands
as the greatest religious act in
British history.

The Universities for the first
time in their long centuries of his-
tory emptied themselves. They did
S0 instantaneously. Irresponsible,
high-spirited, pleasure-loving un-
dergraduates swung in without a
breath of hesitation, took un-
Speakable hardships without a
murmur, shouldered responsibili-
ties on which great issues hung,

lived _strenuously and died gal-

lantly, From factory and ware-
house, city office and farmyard,
Schoolhouse and shop-counter ;
from tram and omnibus, railway
and mine, the men poured in till
the enlistments of a single day sur-
Passed the pre-war enrolment of a
year. | The flood of men over-
Whelmed the military machinery of

the country. When the news from :

Flanders was at its worst, enlist-
ment gswelled to its best. In
thousands of homes where the ad-
Vocacey of world-peace had been the
genuine absorption of all the
th'Ou'ght that was given to foreign
atfairs, every male member of mili-
tary age sprang to his place in the
new Army.

If that personal enlistment on a
National scale was the first and
most dramatic element in our re-
volution, the adoption, with hardly
a .dissent.ient-voice, of compulsory
military service was a stern wit-
ness to the national determination
to carry the War through to a
Victorious conclusion. *
