Mr. Mayor,

The members of the City Council who went to Chicag),
on the 22nd September ult., in pursuance of the invitation
received from the Mayor and Aldermen of that City, 15
attend the 10th Annual Convention of the League of Ame-
rican Municipalities, beg to report to you that the Alder-
ment present on this occasion were the following: Ald.
Payette, L. A. .apointe, Giroux, N. Lapointe, Duquette,
Major, Marin, i.oulé, Gallery, Leclaire, Nault, Séguin,
Guay, Laviolette, M. Martin, O’Connell and Ward.

The party travelled over the G. T. R. and were accom-
panied to Chicago by Mr. H. G. Elliott, Passenger I'raffic
Manager of the G. T. R. Co.

During their stay in Chicago, the members of the City
Council attended the Convention of the League of Ameri-
can Municipalities on Wednesday, Thursday and Friday,
the 26th, 27th and 28th September, and listened attentively
to addresses of great moment delivered by such well known
economists as Messrs. Edward F. .unne, mayor of Chi-
cago, R. G. Rhett, mayor of Charleston, Hugo 8. Grosser,
City Statistician ,Chicago, Lawson Purdy, secretary New
Yorx Tax Reform Association, Judge Oscar Leser, of the
Appeal Tax Court, Baltimore, Sherburn M. Becker, mayor
of Milwaukee, and several other prominent personages, on
such kindred and all important subjects as “ The influence
of taxation on the prosperity of cities.” “ The operation
of a Municipal Electric Lighting Plant.” “ The influence
of Sanitation on Mortality.” ‘The Young Man in Muni-
cipal politics.” * Prime Requisition of Successful Muni-
cipal Administration ”, and other subjects.

During their stay in Chicago, members of the City Coun-
¢il were afforded the opportun.vy of viewing public under-
takings, the magnitude of which is scarcely equalled in
America. Prominent among these is the drainage canal,
constructed especially for the purpose of conveying the
sewage into the Mississipi River. A deplorable condition
of a..airs existed in Chicago, with its population of 214
millions, owing to the fact wnat its sewage system emptied
into lake Michigan, from which the City drew its water
supply, the result being that typhoid existed in Chicago in
permanency. The sole means of egress was by way of the
Chicago River, which unfortunately flowed into lake Mi-
chigan. A Board of prominent engineers took the matter
in hand and changed the current of this stream and made
it flow the other way, into the Des Plaines River and
thence into the Mississipi, to the Gulf of Mexico. In order
to accomplish this huge undertaking, excavations were
made in solid rock over a distance of some 26 miles, and a
