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made, preferred, and laid before them, either wholly or to any
and what extent, according to the true intent and meamno‘ of
this Treaty.

XV. All sums of money which may be awarded by the
Commissioners on account of any claim shall be paid by the
one Government fo the other, as the ease may be, within 12
months after the date of the final award, without interest, and
without any dednctlou save as speclﬁed in Article XVI of this
Treaty.

XVI. 'l‘he Commissioners shall keep an accurate record
and correct minutes or notes of all their proceedings, with the

. dates thereof, and may appoint and employ a Secretary, and

any other necessary officer or officers, to assist them in the
transaction of the business which may come before them.

Each Government shall pay its own Commissioner and
Agent or counsel. Al other expenses shall be defrayed by the
two Govermments in equal moieties.

The whole expenses of the Commission, including contin-
gent expenses, shall be defrayed by a mteflble deductlon on the
amount of the summs awarded by the Commissioners; provided
always that such deduction shall not cxceed the rate of 5 per
ceut on the sum so awarded.

XVII. The High Contracting Parties engage to consider
the result of the proceedings of this Commission as a full, per-
fect, and final settlement of all such claims as are mentioned
in ArticleXII of this Treaty upon either Government; and
further engage that every such claim, whether or not the same
may have been presented to the notice of, made, preferred or
laid before the said Commission, shall, from and after the con-
clusion of the proceedings of the said Cominission, be

. considered as treated as finally settled, barred, and thenceforth

inadmissible.

*XVIIL It is agreed by the High Contracting Parties,
that, in addition to the liberty securcd to the United States’
fishermen by the Convention between Great Britain and the
United States, signed at London on the 20th day of October,
1818, of taking, curing, and drying fish on certain coasts. of
the British North American Colonies therein defined, the
inhabitants of the United States shall have, in common with
