
X CONMIENTIALITY AND USE 0F INFORMATION

1. Notwitiisanding any otir provison of tusAgreemncefparty is rcqred to
disolosc ifonnation to the othar Party where suci disclosure is proiiibitcd by the laws of

the Party possessing the informÛio or would bc kmnpatibi wîth that Party's import

interlests.

2. Unlesotherwise agreed by die Parties, cach Party shaHl, to the fullest extent possibLe,

maiain dt confldentiahfty of any infonmation coinmunicated to it me confidence by the

other Party under tuis Agreement. Each Party shall oppose, to tua fulleut extent possible,

any application by a thWr party for disclosur of such information.

3. (a) The competition authooshy of the European Communities, aller notice to the
Canadian competition authority, wlll inform the competentmautuorities of the
Mcznber State or Member Swaes whose important interests are affecd of the

notifications aeit to nt by the. Canadian competition authority.

(b> The. compention authority of the. European Communities, after consultation with
the. Canadien competition autuozty, wili inform, tiie competmnt mutiorities of
such Meinber Stae or Member States of any cooperation and coordination of
enforement activities. Howeve,ua regards suci activities, the competition
autuority of the European Communities wlI respect tiie Canadian competition
authoritys request not to diaclose the information which it provides wiien
necesay to enaure conifidustiality.
