Sir Robert Borden and External Affairs

Fpr a decade - 1911 to 1921 =~ Sir Rﬁbert
Borden was Prime Minister; and after the new Act of
1912, he was also Secretary of State for External
Afﬁairs. He considered the two positions as insepafable,
as Mr. Mackenzle Kihg was later to declare to the House
of Commons.(l)
