The rescheduling of payments on Poland's approximately
$2.6 billion debt to Canada which should be agreed upon
in the context of a forthcoming meeting of Western
creditors (the Paris Club). 1In this way, Canada will
be providing significant additional support to ease
pressure on Poland's balance of payments.

The meeting of the Canada/Poland Mixed Economic
Commission on January 25 and 26. It is expected to
lead to increased trade and investment between the two
countries.
