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(29) It should be drawn to the attention of the Federal and Provincial 
Governments, the urgency of the present situation in regard to financing, grub­
staking fishermen and trappers, and supplying them with equipment in order 
that they may have a livelihood this winter, and so, not become a Social Aid 
problem.

(30) Realizing the crying and urgent need for educational facilities for 
all the children in the North, with particular reference to Treaty Indians, and 
further that the building programme would provide a much needed works 
programme as well as providing practical adult education, be it resolved that 
the governments concerned be requested to reach an early agreement if not an 
immediate, agreement to provide the facilities and programme mentioned.
