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this means intervening at the present time or not is cer-
tainly debatable.

Mr. McGrath: Can the minister tell us whether he has
now made mediators available to both sides in this dis-
pute, or whether he is prepared to delegate someone,
perhaps the bon. member for Verdun or even the bon.
member for St. John's East, to represent him?
