Mardh IS.—Walter Burrldge 
of London was tonight sentenced to five 
years in the Kingston Penitentiary by 
Sir Justice Ctlenholme Falconbridge on 
the charge of theft of furs and other 
goode, the property Of the Northway 
store, Ingersoll, in November last, fol­
lowing the Jury’s finding of guilty on the 
second count of three charges of theft. 
The Jury was out for nearly six hours. 
Three charges hung over the young 
man’s head. The first! was that of theft 
and housebreaking; the second, on which 
he Was convicted, theft, and the third, 
receiving stolen goods. Sir Justice FaT- 
conbridge, ln hie charge to the Jury, pitt 
emphasis on the fact that the Jury 
should put much dependence ln a case 
of this kind on circumstantial evidence, 
and charged against the prisoner.

In sentencing Burrldge, JugUce Fal­
conbridge pointed out that the prisoner 
had spent two weeks about the time or 
the theft and fire In Northway’s store In 
Ingersoll, In the company of John Ron- 
erts, a criminal. He thought that Bur­
rldge while he was only found guilty on 
the charge of theft by the Jury, was a 
party to the whole transaction with 
Roberts.

Detective Downs of London and others 
told of having seen the prisoner In com­
pany with Roberts ln, London on and 
after the date of the fire and thjs rob­
bery Toronto witnesses told of Bur- 
ridge's movements there. The prisoner 
took the stand in his own defence. He 
denied being ln Ingersoll on the night ot 
the robbery, and also told of his move­
ments previous to and after that date. 
The night of the robbery and the morn­
ing following he spent at hla home in 
London, he said. Burrldge was arrested 
ln a Toronto stot-e last November, where 
he and a man named Roberts wet’s dis­
posing of their loot.__________

Convention at New York Pledges

Against Militarism,
New York. March 18—Support to 

the United States in lta struggle 
against mllitaFlum and aid to Lithu­
ania ln obtaining its independence 
after the war were pledged by 8000 
Lithuanians from all sections of the 
United States and Canada, who open­
ed a two-day convention here today.
