Funds for market purposes are under­
stood to be offered fairly freely In To­
ronto, as well as in -Montreal, but there 
are too many uncertainties to encourage 
the launching of a bull campaign on 
broad lines at the present time.

The Sawyer-Maesey report, showing a 
rather formidable deficit for the past 
year’s operations, attributed to the ad­
mittance of tractors duty free, was an 
object lesson of the sensitiveness of in­
dustry to tariff changes. The spurt in 
Sawyer-Massey shares last week before 
the Issuance of the report, was not, how­
ever, followed by the reaction that might 
have been expected. A broken lot* of the 
preferred actually sold a point higher, at 
35. while the common, which sold last 
Thursday at 12, was on offer at that fig­
ure. with 10 bid.

Statements made by the federal 
wheat director touching the probable 
continuance of world high prices for 
bread and Indicating that European 
supplies of foodstuffs would be even 
smaller this year than last year, gave 
the corn market Immediate fresh 
strength. The fact that live hogs had 
risen In value to the highest point 
ever reached in Chicago, $21.011 f^r 
hundred, tended further to stimulate 
demand for corn. On the ensuing ad­
vance, however. profit-taking sales 
broadened out, and hedging operations 
put additional weight on the market. 
A break resulted, but then offerings 
were again quickly absorbed and the 
market was rallying at the last, with 
shorts active bidders and apparently 
somewhat scared.
