Prohibition and Politics:

Mr. Stapleton - Caldecott talked
straight gospel politics at the Pavi-
lion Temperance meeting yesterday af-
terncon. He turned the tables on the
coercionists in Parliament by saying
that temperance people are .often
warned against legislating in advance
of public opinion. The Government
at Ottawa had been trying to do so
for months, without success, in respect
to coercing a good young province,and
he trusted such efforts would continue
unsuccessful.
