MARY SAW BODY LYING IN STATE.

The Remains Were Laid to Rest
in the Necropolis~Those
Who Marched.

The funeral yesterday afternoon of the
late Brevt-Major W. G. Mutton of the
Queen’s Own Riffes was one of the most
tmposing that have ever taken place in
this city. Hundreds of military men, in
their bright uniforms, hundreds of Army
Veterans and hundreds of private citizens
were present to pay their last respects
to the departed soldler. Besides these,
the streets thru which the cortege slowly
wended its way were thronged with thous-
ands of citizens who witnessed the funeral
procession, )

In State at His Late Home.
The remains lay in a beauntiful casket
in the parlors of the home of Mrs, M. A.
Hollingsworth, 12 St, Joseph-street, where
deceased had resided for the past 15
years, The body was attired in mess uni-
form, and on the breast were pinned the
ribbons representing the ‘66 Fenlan anpd
the '85 Northwest rebellion medals.

The location at present under operation

and consists of 150 acres. On this pro-
perty some 34 wells have been sunk, and
all are bubbling over with as pure a waten
probably as can be found in the world.
The wells are scattered in, various direc-
tions, and the southern portion of the
farm i8 permeated with creeks, formed
from the flow, The wells are from 34 jo
85 feet deep, and the supplies daily range
from 23,000 gallons to 160,000 gallons a
well,, and those at present im operation
would provide a d;\llly output of one and

e-half million gallons.

OHM:H Maxson, in reply to The World,
stated that the first boring had been made
about last January, and that the supply
from each -well had Increased considerably
after its first few days of flow. Mr. Maf-
son has been engaged in well-boring In
this vidinity for the past five years, and,
by practical experieuce, places the watex;)-
bf’aring strata as ocovering a territory 40
miles east and west and about 30 mil_gs
north and south.

Secretary Neville Speaks.

Mr, R. 8. Neville, hon. secretary and
treasurer of the Toremto Central Conser-
vatlve Association, was the first speaker.
He explaia€d fully to the workers the meth-
ods of and laws governing registration, and
called for earnest voluntary work by all
to see that every man entitled should be
registered and got to the polls. Mr. Neville
reviewed hurriedly the history of polities
since Confederation, and contrasted the
politics of the Conservatives and Reform-

ers. He condemned the Government for
discarding the fast Atlantic service, which
was arranged for by the late Conservative
Government, and then made some forcible
remarks on preferential trade,

out that after the loss of the American
colonles, the - British Colonial Office was
n‘holished. and was never restored till the
Crlmean War, and then only because the
War Office was too busy to attend to co-
lonial affairs. It was not till recently that
the colonles had taken the position fu the
British- mind to which they were entitled,
but now nothing was too good for them,

Preferential Trade.

Sir Wilfrid Laurier had espoused the
cause of preferential trade before the iast
election, declaring that Mr. Chamberlaia
Wwas favorable to it. Then he went to Eng-
land and told the British that Canada did
Dot want it and that it was against the in-
terest of Great Britain to grant it—the two
strongest statements that could possibly he
made to kill the movement, and all his in-
fluence during the Diamond Jubllee was
against {t. The National Review, in dis>uss-
ing the question subsequently, stated that
there were two strong forces against the
preferential policy, and the foremost of
these forces was Sir Wilfrid Laurier. Why
dld he take that stand? Mr. Neville sald
the only possible reason was his fear of
offending. the United States. Sir Witfrid
had always advocated the American market
for Canadians. He declared for Continenta]
free trade and unrestricted reciprocity, and
said that the reasonm the Conservativos
could not get a satisfactory reciprocity
treaty with the United States was because
theiy antagohized the Americans by their
policy, but if he got into power, he would
quickly conclude a treaty that/ would be
of Inimense advantage to Canada.

- Changed His Position,
ut when he got Into power he reconsid-
ered his position with regard to prefaran.
tial trade, probably for fear that by advo-
cating a preference for the colonies in the
British market he would antagonize the
ericans, and be unable to obtain a
treaty with them. So he d ped the policy
of a preference in the Brit:z market. Then
he engaged in negotiations with the Ameri-
cans, which came to nothing, so Caaada
bad nothing, and the preferential move.
ment, which was most important to this
country, was thrown back unto a position it
would take some time to recover from. But
1t would eventually succeed, articuiarly
If now the people of Canada sgovv'ed they
favored it by putting Into power the (on-
servative party, who had consistently ad-
Yocated the measure from the first, That
British market had built up the TUnited
sxat‘ea, and her prosperity as well as that
of Canada depended on it. Over $1,000,000
a day went to the United States now for
their products, three to four hundred -hou-
sand dollars a day to Canada, and a pro-
portionate amount to Australla, New Zea-
land, Argentina and other countries. "The
Breatest policy for Canada was to get a
breference in that market. With it cur
wheat fields would fll up, our population
Increase by leaps and bounds and all the in-

dustries of Canada benefit by the increased
population,

How It Can Be Done,

The British were ready to make such an
arrangement, and could do so without (ost-
ing them a cent, by merely transfersing
part of the tax from tea to wheat, butter,
cheese and other colonial products. By
so doing they would favor thelr own tea-
growing colonies and us at the same time.

Other Speeches.

Mr. T. Dixon Craig, M.P., made a stir-
