Will Be On the Program. Warsaw, Monday, Feb. 3.—In heavy 

fighting in the last few days in North­
western Galicia, Czecho-Slovak forces 
have advanced to within nineteen miles 
of Cracow, despite strong resistance on 
the part of the Poles. The Czechs have 
the advantage of greater numbers and 
better training and the Poles have been 
obliged to withdraw troops from East­
ern Poland to join the fighting in 
Galicia. The Czechs are reported to be 
arresting a great number of civilians.

Manifestations occurred in several 
towns and villages today against the 
Polish committee in Paris in the be­
lief that it was responsible for the 
failure of the Allies to intervene in 
the fighting between the Poles and the 
Czechs.

The above, dispatch was filed from 
Warsaw on the same day the armis­
tice was signed between the Poles and 
the Czecho-Slovaks. Under the terms 
of the armistice the opposing forces 
were to occupy the positions they had 
held on January 22.

(London, Feb. 7.—(Canadian As­
sociated Press).—The Canadian As­
sociated Press learns that in order 
to secure the greatest dispatch in 
the handling of troops on their ar­
rival in Canada, it has been de­
cided that the monster ships will 
no longer be used.

Break RegulationsPROFIT-SHARING
PLAN SUGGESTED

AS SOLUTION OF
RAILWAY PROBLEM

WOULD PROCLAIM
Coblenz, Feb. 6.—The names of all 

Germans convicted of violations of army 
regulations in territory occupied by Al­
lied forces are being published in Ger­
man newspapers, together with the ad­
dress of each, the offence charged and 
the fine or sentence imposed. Publicity 
was decided upon as being likely to pre­
vent an increase of minor offences, such 
as selling liquor, or imitation liquor, to 
soldiers.

By a new order which has been pub­
lished for the guidance of civilians, the 
sale or gift of any substance containing 
alcohol, or any preparation susceptible 
of being used for the purpose of mak­
ing alcoholic beverages, excepting light 
wines and beer, is forbidden. This regu­
lation is supplementary to a previous 
order forbidding the sale or gift of alco- 
holic drinks, with the exception of light 
wines or beer.
