Hamllton, Oct. 30.—The County Cnunvl[,-
tors met in special session to-day and gave
the third reading to the bylaw to acquire
certain toll roads; take over other roads,
and raise therefor by debentures, $98,000
at 8% per cent. To this will be added about
§20,000, the eounty’'s portion of the Ontario
government's $1,000,000 for road improve-
ment, making a pretty largz sum for the
purpose.

LADY HENRY’S GREAT WORK.

A Life Devoted to the Amelioration
of Her Countrymen.

Lady Henry Somerset, president of the
World’'s W.C.T.U., who has come to To-
rento to attend the annual convention of
the Ontario Union, will be the speaker at
to-night's meeting in the Metropeli-
tan Church. A Character sketch
the great moral reformer appears
in The Methodist Magazine and Review.
It is from the pen of W. T. Stead, editor
of The Review of Reviews. Lady Henry
Somerset 1s a Somerset only by marriage.
By Dirth she was Lady Isabel Somers-
Cocks, for she was the daughter of Earl
Somers. Lady Isabel in those early days
was as punctillous about asserting her caste
as Lady Henry Is to-day indifferent to the
trappings of her order.

Lord Somers was devoted to his children,
and bestowed special pains upon the edu-
cition of his daughters. From earliest
childhood Lady Isabel appears to have been
a bright, engaging child, with oeccasional
traces of the enfant terrible. Lord Somers
was a scholar, altho not a pedant, and, as
he had no son, he bestowed special pains
npon his daughter’s edueation. From child-
hood she was as. familiar with French as
her mother tongue, and she was a¥ymost
equally at home in Italian and in German.
She and her sister grew up to womanhood
subject to many influences, but preserving
and ‘ developing a very strong and well-
marked individuality.

_Lady Isabel was a great heiress. FEastnor
Castle and Reigate and Somers Town were
her destined heritage.

SOME THEATRES YIELD.

Musicians in Paris Seem to Be Hav-
ing Their Own Way.

Paris, Oct. 30.—The strike of the mem-
bers of the orchestras of the theatres,
music halls, etc., began to-day. .The
sStrikers assembled at the labor ex-
change bearing bass viols, drums,
trombones and other instruments. Al-
tho the theatre managers announced
their purpose of fighting the strike, a
number of them have already yielded,
rather than risk the loss which would
ensue from a protracted struggle. Most
of the large music halls and cafes have
also yielded, and their orchestras have
returned to duty, tho a number of them
continue to resist and are giving per-
formances without orchestras. The pre-
fect of police, having been advised of
the intention of the strikers to {nvade
theatres and wreck the instruments of
substitutes, posted a large force of police
to preserve order at the threatened
places of amusement.

Saw Every Step Taken in the Pro-
duction of Coal in Upper
District.

B

RETURN COVERED WITH GRIME

Bishop Spaulding Asked More Ques-
tions Than All the Rest—All
Goed Listeners,

Scranton, Pa., Oct. 80.—The anthra-
cite coal commissioners to-day made a
tour of the extreme upper coal field,
and saw every step taken in the pro-
duction of coal from the time it is
blasted from the ground up to the
point where it is sent to market ready
for use. A

The arbitrators returned to-night,
grimy from coal dust and tired after
eight hours of observation and/inves-
tigation. The commissioners dis-
played the greatest interest in every
feature of coal mining, altho they had
to endure snany idiscomforts, make
their way thru wet places in the
mines, almost crawl along some of
the gangways in the workings, and
pass thru clouds of dust in the
breakers, -

It might be unfair to say that one
commissioner displayed more interest
than another, but it can be truly said
that Bishop Spaulding asked more
questions than any one of the others,
He usually was in  the centre of a
group of commmissioners, and asked
many questions of those who are em-
ployed in and about the mines, All
the commissioners were good listen-
ers, but poor talkers when it came
down to getting an expression from
them on any feature of the mining bu-
siness. It is certain they have
agreed not to say a word about the
investigations at present.

To-day's tour consisted of an in-
spection of No. 2 mine of the Hillside
Coal & Iron Company, operated by
the Erie Company, and the Coalbrook
Breaker of the Delaware & Hudson
Company. On the run up the Lacka-
wanna Valley the commissioners had
a good view of the several mining
towns situated along the Delaware &
Hudson Railroad.

At each station a small group of
persons was gathered, who curiously
watched the special train run slowly
by. When the party arrived at For-
est City, a crowd was gathered, in-
cluding some mine workers, but there
was no demonstration of any kind, the
workers silently watching the men
who had the differences existing be-
tween them and the operators in hand.
A short drive was taken thru the
town to give the commissioners an op-
portunity to view the miners’ homes.
Soon the entire party was bundled
into three small cars. A small loco-
motive drew the cars to the No. 2
shaft, a mile distant down the valley.
Here the commissioners had a little
fun with one another. As the mine
was wet and dirty, the company of-
ficials provided rubber overshoes, over-
alls, jumpers and miners’ caps for the
entire party. Judge Gray and Bishop
Spaulding were the' first ‘to don the
uniform of the mine, and good na-
turedly took the remarks thrust at
them Dby their colleagues as to whe-
ther or not they belonged to the union,

WER-WOLF RUNS AMUCK.

Lisbon, Oect, 380.—Portugal appears
to have returned to the middle ages.
Superstition is rampant among all
classes, In the northern provinces
witches and wizards have long been
consulted on all serious questionsg, and
now a similar practice is extensively
resorted to in Lisbon and Oporto.

At Oporto, right in the heart of the
city, a were-wolf is reported to have
run amuck, and many of the inhabi-
tants are ~ panic stricken. Every
night for some time past a huge wolf,
or some say dog, has appeared at a
certain approach, and when anyone
goes near or fires at it the creature,
so report has it, disappears into thin
air. Several people declare that It
has silently overtaken them on differ-
ent occasions, and that it has rushed
past like a shadow.

Over twenty people have sworn to
seeing this spectre, and the newspa-
pers are full of the subject, which has
come before' the authorities.

The Lisbon newspapers, too, are full
of long and wonderful accounts of a
young and beautiful girl, who is sup-
posed to be a saint, and who, with the
aid of a holy spirit, which she keeps
carefully in a cupboard, works mira-
cles, cures the evil eye, and expels
evil spirits from people possessed of
them.

RUSSIA FIGHTS TUBERCULOSIS.

Details of What Csar's Government
is Doing to Prevent Disease.

W
It is always interesting to kno

what our neighbors are doing,
and in matters of such great import-
ance as fighting the common enemy of
mankind—tuberculosis—the actions of

our transatlantic neighbors are of es-
pecial interest and may stimulate our

own activity.

It appears that
taking a sensible view of the situafion,

and, insteadt of fighting the tubercle
bacilli, they are fighting the disease

more good in the end.

There are no “anti-spitting,” *“anti-
shaking,” ‘“anti-kissing,” and other
“consumptive” laws there, but the idea
of sanitarium treatment of tuber
culosis has taken a deep root and pro-
mises to bring forth fruit in the near
future. Already a number of active
societies for the prevention of tuber-
culosis, with the.sanitarium idea as
the central idea, have sprung up in
various parts of the empire.

These sociéties have been brought
to life mainly by the efforts of physi-
clans with the active co-operation of
intelligent laymen. The Kieff Soclety
for the Prevention of Tuberculosis in
the South, composed of lay and pro-
fessional memhbers, proposes to fight
tuberculosis by education of the
masses, as well as by the establish-
ment of sanitaria. The projected sani-
tarium is to cost 150,000 to 200,000
rubles ($75.000 to $100,000), and al-
ready a single bequest of 70,000 rubles
has been received.

A similar society exists in Urjeff,
with Prof. Degio as its president. In
Warsaw, a sanitarium is being estab-
lished by the Hygienic Society. and
contributions to the sum of 60,000
rubles have already been r;ecelved. In
Odessa, under the leadership of a wo-
man physician, a soclety of intelligent
men has been organized for the pur-
pose of disseminating information con.
cerning tuberculosis by means of bopu-
lar treatises, lectures, etc. Great ac-
tivity in this direction is also shown
by the Charkoff Medical Societ¥, and
even in Siberia and other parts of the
east. In Moscow. the establishment
of a sanitarium by the city #s in pro-
gress, and a single donation of 200,000
rubles has been made towards the pro-
ject. Besides, in the nearby county
of Bromitsk, a sanitarium is to be es-
tablished shortly by the funds con-
tributed by Chrapouloff (100,000-150,-
000 rubles).

A number of saritaria are already
in successful operation in Yalta, Fin-
land, 8t. Petershurg, and other places,
and many other§ are being projected.
We can only point to this activity as
fan example worthy of emulation.—
Philadeplhia Medical Journal. .

SHIP SUBSIDIES CONDITIONS.

Committee Says None Shall
Granted, Except for Service,

Be

London, Oct. 30.—The report of Mr. Bve-
Iyn Cecil, M. P., chairman of the Parlia-
mentary Subsidies Committee, on the mat-
ter of British ship subsidies, makes the fol-
lowing recommendations:

No subsidies are to be granted except
for services rendered; in granting subsi-
dles, British lines of steamers should be
favored; a permanent commlittee, composed
of representatives of the Admiralty, the
Board of Trade, the Colonial Office and the
Post Office, should watch the development
of foreign competition; speed should be
made a condition of all subsidy contracts;
no subsidized vessel shall be sold abroad

without the consent of the government,
under pain of forfeiture of the subsidy or
heavy fine; a majority of the directorate
of subsidized lines, all the officers and a
proportion of the crews of subsidized ves-
sels should be British, and the government
should have generat control of freight
rates and fares.

The Board of Trade regulations should
be enforced against foreign ships in Brit-
ish ports, and the lighthouse dues now
pald by British ships should be abelished.
The guestion of excluding foreign ships
from the ecoasting trade should be con-
sidered, with a view of exacting a fine or
license from such ships, based upon any
subsidy they may receive from their own
governments. It is also recommended that
special exceptions might be made in the
grapting of subsidies, where it is desirable
to establish fast British communication,
and that such a subsidy is now desirable
for an East African service.
