Tokio, Feb. 10—The Japanese newspa-
pers continue to be filled  with dispatches
emanating from San Francisco, New York
gnd London, indicating a serious increase
of Anti-Japanese sentiment in the Pacific
coast states, which is said to be rapidly
spreading to the interior states. The As-
zhi’s San Franci * correspondent has
cabled to the paper’alleged . statements
and utterances of senators and others
which are of a most sensational character.
The despatches state that all Pacific states

re developing grave opposition to the

apanese residents and urging legislative
measures which would deprive such resi-
dents of all rights which enable them td

reside: and transact business in thesel

states, These despatches are being wide-
iy read throughout Japan and are creat-
ing a deep impression. The ' Asashi, which

is an independent politically,
urging upon the Japanese patience and a

Americans for their rights. The Hochi,
which is of the sensational press, makes
heated and passionate comments on the
Amcrican despatches and concludes with
the Japanese proverb: ‘Even Buddha
toses patience if his face is slapped thrice.”

Swaying to anil
fro and en the floor at intervals, he was
gradually dragged toward the stairs lead-
ing to the court. His. violent resistance
continued after being placed on the pris-
oner’s bench, and shrieking above the‘din
the implored the intervention of Police
lJudge Ritchie. “I appeal to tlie magis-
trate for this inhuman treatment,” he re-
iterated frequently.

i delirium tremens. Prior to the arrival of
the physician, Officer Olive was assigned
to escort him into jail. When he was in-

'familiarity he proceeded to the jail. Con-
acher is 55 years old, and is one of the fre-
quent habitees of prisoner’s .row.. Dissi-
pation has wreaked his run mentally and
financally.

'NO WEDDING BELLS
FOR GRADUATES

Manchester University Figures Go
to Show That Woman Gradu-
ates of Colleges Rarely Marry

London, Feb. 9—Figures issued by Man-
chester University point to the fact that
woman graduates rarely marry. Out of
560 women who have taken degrees, only
64 married. Twelve of these wedded male
graduates of the same university. The
same state of affairs prevails in London,
where the percentage of marriages of wom-
en graduates ‘is very low. The secretary
of London University explains this by the
fact that men are afraid of women with
a degree, and consequently fight shy of

THe news in last evening's Times that
Rev. Dr. J. A. Richardson, 'Bishop
Fredericton, may be a possible factor in
the election, of a prelate to succeed the late
Rev. Dr. Arthur Sweatman, as Bishop of
Toronto, which will be decided when the
Anglican Synod ‘of the Dhocese of Torento
meets in the Queen City on February 17th,
was received with mingled feelings by. Ang-
licang of this city. Some gentlemen emin-
ent in the councils of the church, felt that
His Lordship would not accept the posi-
tion if offered to him. That there is ample
precedent for the course is found in the
case of Dr. Lang, who, while Bishop ot
Stepuey, declined the mitre of Montreal,
and in Bishop Richardson’s own case, for
it has now Jeaked out that the Bishop of
Fredericton twice declined to allow his
name to ‘be put in nomination for the
Montreal vacancy, when it was a prac-
tical certainty that he would have been
elected. Such, howeéver, is the fact. “Two
telegrams were received by Bishop Rich-
ardson asking him to sanctign his nomina-
tion for the office. To both of these His
Lordship returned a negative reply.

The . high office’ which is now vacant,
however, does not present a parallel case.
The- Bishop -of Toronto in the Canadian
church is equivalent to the Bishop of Lon-
don in ‘the Britich church, the most im-
rtant bishopric in a large and growing
field, and the highest elective honot® the
Canadian ‘church can bestow. Such an of-
fice, some of Bishop Richardson’s friends
claini; he could find no justification for
refusing should it come to him, ‘and thts,
while . they. rejoice at the 'great honor
which may come to this diocese, they
grieve at the possibility of losing such an
able administrator;from. this field.
