Halifax, N. S., Dec. 15—When the in-
quiry into the Mont Blanc-Imo disaster

o'clock last night. Some units have al-
ready polled one hundred per cent. The
number of men refusing to exercise the
franchise is almost negligible in specific
units, although the aggregate may be|
appreciable,

Voting has been extended right into
the firing trenches, while the gunners
have voted beside their guns.

The most dramatic of all the incid-
ents of the war election to date being
the securing of votes of men wounded
in action, while fighting for the domin-
ion, the empire and the great cause
which has brought them voluntarily to
this most bitter and tragic struggle in
the world’s history. The deputy presid-
ing officers, scrutineers and poll clerks
have brought their ballot boxes to the
advanced dressing stations and voted
men as they lay in bed, men who were
so weak from suffering that it was all
they could do to mark their ballots. In
one station alone ninety men were voted
and they welcomed the opportunity to
cast their ballots in what they regarded
as the most critical political contest in
the history of the dominion.

trenches, Officials have risked their lives
to secure to every possible man . ade-
quate opportunity to exercise the fran-
chise. One poll clerk has been seriously
wounded, a presiding officer has been
sent down to the base as a. -casualty,
while one gunner voting beside his gun
was hit by shrapnel. Polling booths
have been damaged by shell fire and by
bombs.

-Pilot Grances MacKay, who was cn
the Mont Blanc, said he had been a pilot
here for fourteen years. He had had no
accidents. On the morning of December
5 he took a vessel out and, leaving her,
boarded the Mont Blanc.> He decided to
anchor for the night after the examining
officer was on board. He drank no
liquor on either ship. At seven thirty
on the morning of the disaster the an-
chor of the Mont Blanc was raised and
she proceeded up stream for Bedford
Basin. When the imo first came into his.
view going down the harbor her bows
were showing foam. She appeared to
be making the limit of speed for that
portion of the harbor—five knots. The
pilot described the signalling and said
that his object was to get the vessels
parallel. The Imo suddenly blew two
blasts when she seemed to be twisting
to starboard, and five seconds later the
witness saw the Imo throw a wake out
from the starboard quarter of the pro-
peller and’ she turned quickly-to star-
board. She was still coming at good
speed and there was nothing left for the
Mont Blane but to go full speed astern.
