The local Hearst
paper last night contained an editorial
declaring that under the ratio proposed
by the U. 8. “If the English-Japanese
alliance stands, that alliance would have
sixteen maval fighting units to ten for
the U. S.” .

This paper also prints a cartoon show-
ing a badly frightened Uncle Sam draw-
ing back from a trap, the two jaws
of which are labelled “British navy,”
and “Japamese navy.” The bait is: a
dove marked “world peace,” and hiding
behind a tree are figures of John Bull
and a Japanese. The tree bears the
words “Anglo-Japanese alliance.”

S. citizens here. Commenting on last !
night’s Hearst attack, a prominent
Washington man remarked:—“Hearst is |
showing a peculiar manner of returning
the courtesy 'which his * congressional
sales tax junket is now being accorded |
by the people of Canada.” !

SAY THE EXPERTS

New York Writers’ Views on
the McTigue-Smith Bout
of Last Night.

New York, Dec. 2—New York sport-
ing editors this morning do not wax
enthusiastic over the McTigue-Smith
battle last night in Madison Square Gar-!
den. Although McTigue was awarded
the decision at the end of the 15th round,
neither of the two claimants of Cana-
dian middleweight honors made a hit.
with either the public or the “experts.”

“The bout was one of the most un-!

- satisfactory ever seen at the Garden,”
says the Times. “Neither boxer exhib-
ited any qualifications which would war-
rant serious consideration as a cham-
pionship prospect. McTigue won beyond

Rﬂquestion of doubt, but his victory
%ailed to impress.

“McTigue earned the decision because
he made the fighting practically over the
entire journey. Smith refused to take
the offensive®or the greater part of the
bout. Both boxers missed repeatedly
with blows aimed at the face or jaw,
and as a comsequence there was little
effective hitting. McTigue, an awkward |
boxer in pose and action, missed mis-
erably on numerous occasions with lusty '

‘ rights. Smith, reputed to be clever and |
skilful, failed to show any such traits.” |

The military opened fire. The Republi-
cans replied with revolyers.

Pandemonium prevailed for ~some
time, but the guards finally gained the
upper hand without losing any of the
prisoners, at the same time capturing
three young Londonderry men who made
a final attempt to release the prisoners.
Three motors, which had been left with
engines. runninz by the attacking party,
also were seized.

Havre, Dec. 2—Premier Briand return-
ed to France today from Washington.
.He was greeted here with deference, but
without enthusiasm. He was brought
here on a destroyer to which he was
transferred from the liner Paris.

The entire French cabinet, with the
exception of ‘the minister of justice and
the ‘acting 'premier, met the ‘Paris ten
miles at sea on board the tug Athlete.
In & rorthwesterly half gale Mr. Briand
boarded the Athlete. A heavy sea was
running, but the premier’s: ‘opponents’
made no pretense of hiding their opinion
that it -was balmy as compared to the
stormn Mr. Briand will have to face in
the chamber of deputies, on next ‘T'ues-
day when he renders an account of his
Washington mission.

The premier and his cabinet then were
transferred to the destroyer Admiral
Semese, a former German craft, on
which he held an informal reception. Mr.
Briand was informed that, coincident
with his retdrn, there were being circu-
lated in the chamber of deputies and
senate lists purporting to give the com-

osition of a cabinet under former Pres-
ident Poincare, which the opposition ex-
pects will succeed the Briand ministry
should the latter fall as a result of non<
payment- by Germany of its reparations
quota due January 15.
