British Consul-general in Boston
Speaks to Veterans of Both Na-
tions — The Threat of Social
War—Troops Being Assembled
At Camp Devens

(Special to Times.)

Boston, Nov. 25—Capt. Gloster Arm-
strong, british consul-general in Boston,
speaking before nearly 500 American
and British veterans of the world war
last night, predicted that if the United
States ‘and England failed to maintain
friendly relations, the “boys of today
would be fighting tomorrow.”
| He was greeted with prolonged cheer-
ing when he declared that more wonder-
ful than any league of nations was the
strong feeling of friendship that existed
between the two great English-speaking
nations at the present time.

“During my time in Boston, he said,
1 have become familiar with the work
of you veterans, and all glory to you.
Although Germany has been beaten, her
armies, wiped out and her navy destroy-

ed, German propaganda still continues |-

“in this city and this countiry. You men
must destroy this propaganda, not only
for the sake of the British Empire, but
for the sake of the free and glorious
country, the United Staes.

Other speakers, including G. Herbert
Windeler, organizer of the American
Officers’ Club in London and Major
Charles E. Mins of the 26th division,
sounded the same note of loyalty to the
Stars and Stripes and the Union Jack.

Lieut-Col. George E. Bentley, presi-
dent of the Naval and Military Veterans’
Association of Boston, joined in praise
of relations between England and Am-
erica and asserted that this friendship
must be “really friendly and not poli-
tical.” Word that Admiral Beatty, Field
Marshal, Haig, War Secretary Winston
Churchill and Captain Armstrong had
joined the Boston Association as hon-
orary members.

A Fifth Horse -

Vincents Blasco Jbanez introduced a
‘#¥h, horseman—“social war’—to his
' udience in Tremont Temple last night
when lecturing on his novel: “The Four
Horsemen of the Apocalypse, War, Pes-
tilence, Starvation and Death,” Query-
ing whether it would be put to flight
by the common sense of the people he
answered: “It all depends on your grasp-
ing the needs and demands of modern
life.” : :

Senor Ibanez said that undoubtedly
the  great social question was develop-
ing before the war, but slowly, and
with a certain rhythm. The war, pro-
‘voked by the conservative classes of im-
perialistic Europe for their selfish ends
accelerated the social revolution. He
is pessimistic as to the ultimate return
of war, despite the progress of civiliza-
{ion, and the demand for an internation-
al law against it backed by power. Es-
pecially is he pessimistic because: “the
arch-eriminals who made such far-reach-
ing preparations and came within an
inch of victory, remain unpunished. If
their crimes remain unpunished and are
. allowed to be forgotten, other such great
wars will follow.”

King’s Thanks to Harvard

King George of England, in a com-
munication just received at Harvard
University, expressed his personal ap-
preciation of the services contributed by
the Harvard medical unit during its
three years and a half of duty with the
British forces in France. There is some
surprise in military circles that 9,000
soldiers are being massed at Camp
Devens, which was the cantonment in
this state during the war. They are
being drawn from Camp Mills and other
sections of the country. Whether their
arrival has anything to do with the Mex-
jcan situation could not be learned -at
headquarters, but officres were of opin-
jon there may be something doing in
that line.

MESSENGER BOYS
EXCHANGE IN NEW
ANGLE OF THEFT

“messenger boys’ exchange” appeared
last night as a new angle in the theft of
more than $1,000,000 in stock and bond

This method, according to the police,
greatly simplified the work of security
thieves, and hampered the officers in
tracing stolen certificates.

“There are, however,” Mr. Rowell went
on, “some suggestions which we may
wish to make with reference to the form
of some of the sections which we shall
do when they come up for considera-
tion. And I wish to say further that
while we appreciate the difficulties of
the United States possibly adopting one
policy and Canada adopting the other,
the action of the government of Canada
does not depend on the action of the
government of the United States in deal-
ing with these matters. It has not in
the past, it will not in the future. It
will be a consideraion, undoubtedly -
which any government must take intc
account.

“J'he parliament of Canada has al-
ready approved the treaty containing the
Jabor clause and the League of Nations
covenant. We think the League of Na-
tions and the labor clause constitute two

.lof the most vital and important fea-

tures of the whole treaty. The parlia-
ment of Capada having approved the
League of Nations and the labor clause,
the government of Canada will carry out
the obligations it has assumed in the
treaty, in spirit as well as in letter.”

Parsons Against It.

Mr. Parsons; saying he was speaking
for Canadian employers “many of whom
have been consulted since this confer-
ence was in session,” opposed it. Gen-
eral application of the shorter working
day would, in his opinion, lessen total
production and only by increased pro-
duction could the cost of living be re-
duced to all classes. He said Canada
was a young and undeveldped country.
To attempt to put her on the same foot-

Ottawa, Nov. 25—The clothiers’
branch of the Retail Merchants’ Asso-
ciation of Ottawa at a meeting today de-
cided to press on the council of the Do-
minion Retail Merchants’ Association
the necessity of calling a dominion wide
convention to take up the question of
price fixing with the board of commerce.

The clothiers feel that the board, be-
fore fixing the price of clothing should
have investigated the cost of raw ma-
terials, and contend that if their trade is
to be singled out, unfairness will resuit,
especially as the board has declared it
is unable t o fix the price of milk, and
has not acted toward other industries ip
the same manner.

Athens, Nov. 24—Plotters arrested
following the discovery of a conspiracy
to assassinate Premier Venizelos, over-
throw the present regime and re-estab-
lish King Constantine on the throne
have made full confessions, according to
the authorities. It is said they were
formerly officers under King Constan-
tine. They will be tried before court
martial. r
