15, the date set, but the extraordinary 
suggestion has been made that the 
debate on the Speech from the Throne* 
which , is to begin on Monday, may 
occupy a month. The Ottawa de­
spatches, at least, suggest that there 
may be thirty days of talk, at a time 
when the country Is showing marked 
Impatience over the tactical and bar­
gaining manoeuvres, at Ottawa, and Is 
looking for action rather than talk 
upon the more Important questions 
before the House.

While the Speeches under discussion 

the bargaining and jockeying will go 
on, each of the. old parties, striving to 
borrow emwgh-Prbgreesive support to 
give it victory when the next amend­
ment comes along. A prolonged de­
bate now, if it should extend over a 
week or ten days, is certain to increase 
the current of public opinion which 
calls for the transaction of the more 
imperative business before Parliament, 
and an early dissolution. It is true, of 
course, that the hard and fast follow­
ers of both the old party leaders would

At 
the present time the corresponding 
figure is about 1,100,000 tons gross. It 
is to be remarked that the output of 
motor ships from British yards this 
year is greater than from any other 
country, although the United King­
dom is very closely followed by Ger­
many in this respect.
