THIRTEEN MEN KILLED

AND SIXTEEN OTHERS BADLY
MANGLED.

Terrible Explosion in a Chieago Refine
ery.—Only Six Bodies Recovered
From tiie Ruins.

Cmcaeo, IlL, March 27.—Thirteen men
were killed and 16 were frightfally mang-
led in an explosion this evening in the
annex of a big sugar refinery at the foot
of Taylor street. The building was blown
to pieces, and a great pile of wreckagefell
upon the deck of the steamship William
Chisholm, which = was ‘anchored
in the river near the refin-
ery. The explosion occurred in the
starch department of the annex, where

were broken for blocks around, and
several persons who were walking in

sprung from the‘seiweand  engin
ambulance hurried to the wreck. Truck-
men who plunged into the ruins as soon
asthe:fire was extingtished, dré¥Fa
Jblackened body from a heap: of timbers,
Then the shreds of & body were fotind.

Early this
evening one of the laborers about the
building saw that the thermometer
hanging upon the wall registered an
abnormal degree of heat. He ran to Dr.
Behr, and warned him of the danger.
Then he tried to check the steam. Dr.
Behr opened the door leading to the
drying room, and with the assistance of
some of the laborers, attempted
to check the steam; which was
pouring through the pipe and
sending the temperature to a still
more dangerous point. One of the men
suggested that the drying room be closed,
* | but the doctor rebuked them for expres-
sing their fears. Five minutes later the
explosion came. A cloud of dust arose
from the drying room, followed by a
flash of fire and then came the concus-
sion which tore the building to pieces.
Dr. Behr was blown 50 feet through a
door into the driveway between the main
buildings. Besides him was Foreman
Hubeldt, gasping for breath and bteeding
at the nose and mouth. Not far away
were two laborers who were crying pit-
eously for help. Others were s Ting
helplessly through the smoke and dust.
The flames ran over the runs like a flash,
and through the light the spectators saw
men and boys waving their arms from
the wreckage and struggling desperately
to free themselves. us acts were
performed by hundreds of spectators,who
dashed into the fire.and smoke and drew
many of the wounded from the ruins.
The injured, many of them burned to the
bone, and all of them screaming with
pain, were borne to the third floor of the
refinery. Here they lay ir long rows on
the floor, with surzeons bending over
thera and women and children, relatives
of the men in the wrecked building,
ggunding upon the door and crying to
admitted to the room. Engineer
Mike Partel and Fireman Francis were
looking at the machinery when the ex-
plosion came. Instinctively they spran
through a window to the ground, an
then started to a place of safety in the
dense smoke and pelting storm. They
lunged into the river. William Elsen-
Eam was blown through a window into
the mud in Taylor street, and _when he
was picked up the sash was still clinging
to him. The building is a complete
wreck. Not one brick stands upon
another.
At 11 o'clock tonight, the firemen, who
have not yet begun to search the biggest
eaps of wreckage, had recovered six
bodies. All were burned so terribly that
they could not be recognized. They
were placed in an ambulance, and taken
through the blinding storm to the
morgue. Chief Sweeney says that seven
more men are in the ruins. There is no
hope that one of them is alive, for the

The officers of the refinery refused to
give the police a list of the men who
were at work in the starch
house when the explosion oc-
curred. = They also refused to
give any information to the newspaper re-
porters. The search for the dead will be
continued all night by a detachment of
firemen. It is not thought, however,
that they will reach the other bodies be-
fore morning. The ?roperty loss will
amount to $10,000. If the big 1l-story
refinery had been destroyed the loss
would have been $1,000,000. Tnere is no
doubt but that the disaster was caused
by the rise in temperature in the starch
house. This was the fault of the men
who lated the heat, and who were

Mr. Robert Cruikshank, of the firm of
Messrs Jardine & Co., speaking of the
new tariff this morning said that some of
the changes made by the government
were partly in accordance with the views
of the St. John Board of Trade. The in-

crease of duty on meats, he
thought, however, would put more
pressure on merchants than the

decrease on some comodities would
remove. He believed that the duty on
packages, especially. on packages con-
taining lard, would prove very objection-
able, and he thought that it should never
have been imposed. The changes in
tariff, however, would effect the dry
goods merchants to a greater extent, and
would prove to them more severe than
it would to other merchants.
The government had taken a step in
the right direction in removing the
duty from corn, but he regrett-
ed that cornmeal had not been re-
duced to 20 or 25 «cents per
barrel. . Considering the conflicting and
sectional interests with which the
Finance Minister has had to deal, Mr-
Cruikshank was assured that the duties
had been fixed on articles in his line of
business as favorably as could be ex-
pected.
The Proposed Long Wharf Extension.

At the Council of the Board of Trade
yesterday afternoon a discussion wel
held on the question, of the Long wharf
extension to effect which a bill had been
prepared some little time ago for the
Legislature. Several of the members of
the council spoke strongly against the
proposed extension, and presented valid
objections to the scheme.
A prominent merchant in expressing
his views this morning to a GaAzeTTE Te-
porter stated that not only would such
an extension seriously interfere with
navigation at this place but it would
cause an eddy which in turn will bring
down and collect debris. The upper end
of the harbor would soon fill in and if
not dredged continually would in a short
time cease to be suitable for purposes of
navigation.
"An extension of Long wharf 410 feet
beyond the harbor line would bring that
wharf out as far as North wharf and
would cut the harbor up to a considerable
degree. “Our harbor is small enough,”
said the gentleman, “and such an exten-
sion as this would make it much small-
er.”
