Seven years were necessary to
arrive at the production of the sound of the letter
¢¢.” The exhibition last- night consisted of the
pronunciation of all the letters of the alphabet
and elementary sounds of our language. Phrases
of six and eight words in length were spoken in
| the English, French, and German languages. The
voice is a shrill, monotonous, and uunatural one,
bat in the majority of instances startlingly cor-
rect. It was operated by a German lady, who
does not understand a word of English, and pro-
duces the sounds simply through phonetic transla-
tion.

‘I'he happy prorunciation of a word or phrase
was received by the audience with applause, (If
there is, in our estimation, any sound that is slur-
red in the slightest, it is the souad of the letter +i ™
Jt must be remembered that the basis of speech of
this machine is the sound system of the German
language, and that all' the Knglish words are
spoken with a German accent.  The machine is
constructed as.follows :
