THE TIME FOR ACTION.

We are now in the third week of
October yet nothing has been done to-
wards providing those facilities in the
shape of wharves and warehouses which
are absolutely necessary if St. John is
to do any of the winter trade of the
western provinces. On the Carleton
side of the harbor, which is the most
suitable place for the transhipment of

" goods intended for the upper provinces

there is 180 feet of wharfat Sand Point.
This wharf has no warehouse upon it
and ismuch too short for a steam-
ship of ‘any size to lie at. Yei
it might be made available for one
steamship at & comparatively small ex-
pense, if owned by the city or by some
person or corporation willing to improve
it., As matters stand now this wharf is
in such a position, that apparently no-
thing can be done with it. The govern-
ment of Canada owns it, and also the
Carleton Branch railway, but both have
been leased to the NewBrunswick railway
Co. This lease, however, is near expiring
8o that neither the New Brunswick rail-
way Co. nor the Canadian Pacific com-
pany,which has absorbed the first named
corporation, is in & position to expend
money upon it. The city stands in a
still worse position with regard to this
wharf, for it has parted .with
its ownership, and is power-
less to do anything. The wharf
and property therefore remain unim-
proved, and are likely to remain in this
position, if we may judge by recent
events of the probabilities of the future.
The common clerk recently was sent to
Ottawa for the purpose of ascertaining
what the government would do with
regard to this wharf. Several courses
are open to the government, any of
which would be infinitely better than
the present state of inaction :—

1st. It might sell the wharf and rail-
way property to the city of 8t. John for
& nominal sum.

2nd. 1t might lease for a long term of
years or gell it to the New Brunswick
Ry. or Canadian Pacific Ry., on con-
dition of the corporation, to which it
was leased or sold, making certain im-
provements upon it. ;

8rd.—It might go on and make the
necessary improvements itself, as a gov-
ernment work, so that this property
might be rendered available and valu-
able,

It was to ascertain which of these
courses the government will adopt that
the common clerk went to Ottawa,but he
has returned and we are no wiser as to
the intentions of the government now
than we were before Mr. Peters visited
the capitol. That urbane and courtly per-
son has not yet found time .0 report to
the common council what he said to the
government or what the members of
the government said to him. It is not
unlikely that this time next year we
will still be waiting for the report of Mr.
Peters.

Sonie months ago there was an exten-
sive scheme of harbor improvement be-
fore the common council which was
strongly advocated by the GazETre
This scheme was the one which was to
have been carried out by Mr. Leary and
comprised a dry dock capable of accom-
odating the largest ship afloat and also
capable of being used as a wet dock, also
about hulf a mile of deep water wharf
front,with warehouses capable of contain-
ing 14,000 tons of freight, and a grain
elevator. For these improvements Mr.
Leary asked the city to give him $10,
000 a year for twenty years, equal to an
immediate payment of $125,000. Un-
fortunately - this promising plan got
mixed up with local politics ; the Pope
was supposed to have a hand in it, and
so many objections were thrown in the
way of Mr. Leary that he abandoned it.
For it has been substituted another
plan for holding deep water wharves and
an elevator but the contract for this
still remains unsigned and nothing sub-
stantial can be done this winter. We
have always maintained that the original
Leary scheme was the best plan
of narbor improvement ever offered to
this city, and but for the political aspect
in which some persons bere chose to
view it there never would have been any
serious opposition to it. If it had been
accepted, as it should have been, no
small part of the 15,000,000 bushels of
wheat, which will be exported from the
North West this year, might have been
brought to this port. Asit is we shall
not see a bushel of it, and the working
men of St. John, who have lost the em-
ployment which the sbipment of this
grain would have given them, will have
the satisfaction of knowing that although
St, John may not be the winter portof
Canada the Pope has received a stagger-
ing blow and the claim of Mr. B. L. Peters
to the police magistracy of St. John has
been nobly vindicated.

The only substantial wharf improve-
ment which 8t. John has now in* pro-
gress, is the completion of the Pettingill
wharf, This wharf will form an ex-
tension of the corporation pier and with
it will give us a deep water frontage of
775 feet. Ofthis about 250 feet is used
by the Digby steamer, and 150 feet
north of her there is an angle in the
wharf front which prevents a vessel
more than 200 feet long, lying at it.
‘When the new part is completed, how-
ever, there will be a straight deep water
front of 375 feet, north of this angle,
which is long -enough for any
ordinary freight steamer. A fine
warehouse is8 now being built on
this wharf and if it bad railway con-
nexion it would be a most valuable ad-
dition to the facilities of the harbor.
Why has not connexien from this wharf
been made by rail with the Intercolon-
ial? The money has been appropriated
by the government and it only requires
the action of the city by the purchase
of the land or the payment of land dam-
ages for the thing to be done. This fine

wharf without railway connexion is
comparatively useless, and no time
should be lost in joining it to the Inter-
colonial.

 THE DEMON OF CUNBERLAND.

The details of the Cumberland tragedy,
which has hardly any parallel in the
history of crime, brings home to us
the unwelcome truth that civi'ization
in some cases fails to civilize, and that
almost within the shadow of christian
churches, men are born and reared who
are as insensible to the benign influences
of education and religion as the
ground they walk upon, and which,
abounding as all nature does, with life,
we think might almost shudder beneath
their footsteps.” It is believed that the
creature who outraged and mur-
dered the little school girls,
Eliza and Mary McGonigle, is
now in jail at L’'Orignal, the circum-
stantial evidence against him being al-
most conclusive, and should the crime
be fix¢d upon him it is not likely that
the world will long be disgraced by the
presence of the monster., Whoever the
criminal may be, it would be well for
the world to know the circumstances of
his birth and education and the influ-
ences under which he lived, That such
a man could have lived in this nine-
teenth century, in a land of churches
and schools, with & mother, sisters per-
haps, seems incredible. There is a les-
son in the horrible torture and death of
these poor school girls that should not
be allowed to pass unheeded by any
parent. The parents of the little Mc-
Gonigle girls had no more fear for
the safety of their children as thev went
and came from school than we have for
the safety of ours. Who could have
thought that such a ruffian existed in
Cumberland ? Who can think that his
counterpart exists in this province ?
Yet crimes, of a kindred character, but
less aggravated, have-been perpetrated
in New Brunswick, and sometimes the
criminals have escaped any punish-
ment whatever. And when their crimes
have been brought home to them, in
too many cases full justice has not
been meted out to them. Parents should
be very watchful over their children; a
single day’s neglect may result
in a life time of regret, and
criminals of the character of the
Cumberland outlaw should never
be allowed to escape the punishment due
for their crimes. Had he permitted his
victims tolive his life would have
been a small recompense for the outrage
he had committed, and even for an
attempt at such an outrage no punish-
ment which the law prescribes for any
crime could be too severe.

LAND AND WATER CARRIAGE.

The superior cheapness of sea transit
to land transit by rail is well illustrated
by the shipment of 1000 tons of coal
from Springnill to Moncton by way of
Parrsboro. From Bpringhill mines to
Moncton the distance is just 70 miles by
the Intercolonial. From Springhill
mines to Moncton by way of Parrsboro
there is 27 miles of rail and 100 miles of
sea transit, yet it is found more
economical to send coal from Springhill
mines to Moncton by this longer route
than cirect over the I. C. R. The same
rule will prevail in regard to the ship-
ment of coal from Springhill to
Montreal. The distance from Spring-
hill mines to Montreal by the
Intercolonial is 784 miles ; by the I. C.
R.and C. P. R, adding 125 miles to
represent bridge tolls here, the distance
i8 767 miles. By Parrsboro, the distance
is 598 miles of which 508 is by rail and
90 by water. It is eacy to see from these
figures that all the coal which now goes
to Montreal from Springhill by the I.C.
R. would go by way of Parrsboro and
this city if we had the proper facilities
for handling it here.

This slip is 300 feet long,
and 64 wide, and if properly repaired
would be a great accommodation to the
North end.

The Messenger and Visitor devotes a
long article this week to stating its ob-
jections to the use of the term “hired”
as applied to the ministers of the gospel.

The
man whois willing to sustain such a
relationship to a church is unworthy to
bear the name of a minister of Christ,
and the church that is willing so to de-
grade the office of the pastor is unworthy
to be ministered to by any true servant
of the Lord. Butin addition to all this,
there is a higher and still better reason
why this word should not be used as de-
scribing - the pastors relation to the
church. The minister’s service is not a
mere marketable commodity. It is a
gift—not his gift, but the Lord’s. A true
pastor is not merely a minister of the
churcly, he is a minister of Christ, and a
min =ter to the church for Christ’s sake.
His gifts and his calling are not of man,
but of God.

It appears thet although the absentee
landlords of Prince Edward Island have
been got rid of, some of the evils of their
time still remain, and that the transfer
of their titles to the government has not
always saved the holders of the land
from distress and eviction. The Sum-
merside Pioneer in a long article attack-
ing Mr. Donald Ferguson, the late land
commissioner, says :—

The Royal Gazette newspaper is filled
brim full of advertisements of Sheriffs’
sales of lands for arrears due the Govern-
ment. About sixty upfortunate tenants
are to be sold out and the amount ex-
pected to be realized by the Government
out of this wholesale foreclosnre 18
about $10,000. This is a sorry state of
things to contemplate. We have seen
farmers sons from time to time
leaving our shores to better their
fortunes in the TUnited States
or elsewhere. The old people, may be,
had not sufficient land to offer the sons
an inducement to remain on the Island.
Now, alas! the old men themselves—
the heads of families—are being sold out
of house and home—are being forced  to
pick up their traps and follow their sons
to distant shores. We understand also
the Government has authorized the
Sheriffs to levy not only on their lands,
but even upon the few miserable
chattels that are to be found
around the homes of these un-
fortunates. Assuming that tbe govern-
ment have the right to give such in-

structions and to make such a levy, this

is a harsh and unnatural proceeding to
which the government, under the cir-
cumstances, shonld never have given
their countenance. We venture tosay that
there are few landlords even in lreland
who would resort to the extreme meas-
ures now adopted by the government of
this island to get rid of these sixty heads
of families.

The Moncton Transcript blames the
government because three sailors of
the!wrecked schooner Jane werer ecently
drowned at Cape Tormentine. It appears
that a volunteers crew desired to use the
large government ice boat, for the pur-
pose of rescuing these men, but the man
in charge of it, whose name the Trans-
cript does not give, refused to give it to
them. He wired to Charlottetown for
permission, two hours later permission
came, but in the mean time the men
were drowned. This is what the Tran-
script terms being “murdered by red
tape.” The Transcript adds:—

A correspondent’in a private letter to
the editor of the Transcript says:—
“Those sailors could have been
saved but for the refusal of the govern-
ment boat to the crew of able men who
asked for it. The people here (the Cape)
are indignant and think the occurrence
an outrage.” Are there words oo strong?
We think not! But how strong should
be the condemnation of a government
which squanders hundreds of thousands
of dollars in jobbery ; and which has no
money to vote for a life savingstation in
the centre of the Northumberland Straits,
where a most dangerous reef lies!
While young Tupper, the Minister of
Marine is junketting over the countr{,
poor sailors aredrowning! This terrible
occurrence -was preventable; and the
blame for it's not being prevented is due
to official neglect. .

The reader will not fail to note
that the man who refused the boat,
whose name is not given, was a West-
moreland man and probably a Grit, and
that permission to use the boat came
promptly from Charlottetown. A life
boat may be needed at Cape Tormentine
or it may not, but the attempt t> make
the government responsible for this loes
of life is mere lunacy.

The Trunk’s

A correspondent of the Boston Journal
writes from Houlton, Me., that the Grand
Trunk Railway, not being satisfied with
the situation since the Canadian® Pacific
secured the through line from the
Eastern and lower Maritime provinces
to the west and captured all the Maine
Central’s western freight, is looking over
the ground preparatory to regaining a
share of this trafficc. To do this new
lines must be built. A movement in this
direction has already been made by as-
suming control of a new line of road
called the Temiscouata road,from Riviere
du Loup to Edmunston on the St. John
river where the connection is fnade with
the northern branch of the New Bruns-
wick railroad. An attempt has also
been made to secure a govern-
ment subsidy for the construction
of a road from Edmundston eastward to
Moncton, on the direct line of the Inter-
coloniai road to the Province of Nova
Scotia, which, if built, it is expected will
be under the control of the Grand Trunk
railroad, and will thus secure to that
road a direct line from the lower
rrovinces to the West. Evident-
y, however, that an even shorter
line is wanted is found in the
faet that the Temiscouata road is now
being extended westward from Edmund-
ston to St. Francis, which, if continued
to another connection with the Grand
Trunk road, will give that road fully as
short a line from Montreal to the lower
provinces as the Canadian Pacific has
LOW.
