RemaRgABLE VovacE of Two Sarps.—A
‘remarkable sailing match which may
be (said to have practically extended
over a period of eleven months and & half
has just been completed. Two ships,
named respectively “Lorton” and “Cock-
ermouth,” left Liverpool together on
October 5, 1890, bound for Astoria, Ore.,
where both arrived within 12 hours of
each other. On the long voyage they
were in sight of each other for 48 days,
duringwhich time their crews exchanged
courtesies and visits by means of their
small boats. Both left Astoria on the
same day, April 8 of this year; but their
destinations were different—the Lorton
being bound for Dunkirk and the Cock-
ermouth for Haver. . Strange tosay they
both arrived at their destinations about
the same time. Both left the French ports
on the 9th for Liverpool and passed
Holyhead at the same time, and they
entered the Mersey just as they had left
it 340 days previously. This voyage, 8o
remarkable in other respects, covered a
distance of fully 30,000 miles, so it will
probably go on record as one of the most
unique in maritime histery.
