After the 
legal vacation this matter will be set­
tled and upon the settlement natur­
ally depends the division of the as­
sets, but the liquidators expect to have 
enough funds on hand to pay the div­
idend. The statement issued by the 
liquidates in December last, indicated 
a. dividend of about 20 cents on the 
dollar. The assets included $900,000 
worth of vacant land and $90,000 worth 
of improved property.

BRADSTREET’S TRADE REPORT.

Fall Buying Becomes More Noticeable. 
—The Crops.

CAR SHORTAGE WILL 
SOON BE RELIEVED

Superintendent of E. & N. States 

Lumber Transportation Difficul­

ties Are to Be Remided

Demand for shoes,(From Saturday’s Daily.)
The car shortage on the E. & N. rail­

way which, has considerably hampered 
the local wood and other dealers for 
some weeks past, will be remedied 
within a few weeks time, according to 
a statement by D. W. McIntyre, sup­
erintendent of the road, to the Times 
Saturday. ■'

Mr. McIntyre said that the shortage 
of cars had been caused by a pressure 
of business necessitating the dispatch 
of a large number of cars to Vancou­
ver with freight. Another reason for 
the transportation difficulty was that 
nearly fifty full car-loads of merchan­
dise and general freight, which had 
been shipped through from the East 
to Victoria, accumulated in Vancouver 
a short time ago, and the local depot 
has been heavily pressed in disposing 
of these carloads. Two barges were re­
cently put into commission between 
Vancouver and Nanaimo to ease the 
pressure of freight, and for a few 
weeks past the E. & N. has been con­
veying the cars to Victoria. As some 
of the through freight was of a per­
ishable nature its early delivery was 
imperative, and naturally took prece­
dent to lumber and goods, the delivery 
of which was much less urgent.

Now that the rush of through 
freight is nearly over, and shipments 
from the mainland are resuming a 
normal number, more attention can be 
given to the lumber and cord-wood, 
etc., awaiting delivery in Victoria from 
points up the line. The scarcity of 
yard space at the E. & N. terminals be­
sides the heavy calls on the railroad’s 
pouioment which is occasioned during 
busy seasons, calls for an increase in 
both directions, and it is stated 
guou authority that the C. P. R., which 
controls the local road, is at present 
contemplating considerable changes 
which will facilitate the transportation 
of ail classes of freight over the line.

THE DOUKHOBORS.

C. P. R. Officials Refuse to Allow Pil­
grims to Walk Along Track—Held 

at Whitemouth.

Whitemouth, Man., Aug. 9.—The com­
ing of the Doukhobors was awaited with 
keen interest here. At 5.30 they marched 
into Whitemouth and greeted the people 
here with a chant. Of course, everybody 
offered them advice, which was rejected, 
and told the leader some plain facts 
about transportation. He believed they 
oould walk to Montreal on good roads. 
They were told - so in Winnipeg. How­
ever, he was seemingly convinced to the 
contrary, and said the party would lay 
up here if work was found for them. 
This will be a matter of future detail. 
The most convincing argument, however, 
came from the officials of the C. P. R. 
They had a long talk with the leader, 
and warned him that if he proceeded any 
further the whole outfit would be arrest­
ed. The officials of the C. P. R. told the 
authorities to hold the party here, as the 
company positively refused to allow 
these fanatical persons to take their 
lives in their hands down among the rock 
cuts and curves, and they are held here 
at present awaiting developments.

CANADIANS ARE 
SMOKING MORE

I0BACC0 CONSUMPTION
LARGEST ON RECORD

Averaged Nearly Three Pounds Per 

Head-Over Three Hundred 

Million Cigarettes Used.

Ottawa, Aug. 10.—Cigarette consump­
tion of Canada for the twelve months 
ending Jtine last increased over 25 per 
cent.' as compared with the fiscal year 
1905-06. The inland revenue returns 
show the total -number entered for con­
sumption during the twelve months 
was 332,000,000, an increase of 63,000,000 
over the preceding twelve months.

The consumption of cigars was 194,- 
000,000, about the same as the preceding 
year.

The consumption of tobacco of all 
kinds was 2.95 lbs. per head, the largest 
on record.

The consumption of beer increased 
from 5.25 gallons per head to 5.50 gal­
lons per head. The consumption of 
spirits remained about the same.

IDEAL CONDITIONS 
fAVOR GRAIN

CANADIAN WBI WILL
HAVE GOLDEN HARVEST

farmers Will Probably Realize Two 

Dollars Pèr Acre More Than 

Last Year.

Ottawa, Aug. 10.—The West is go­
ing to have a golden harvest this year 
in spite of anything that the pessi- 
mistios say. 
commissioner oï Canada, C. C. Castle, 
sends to the department of trade and 
commerce from Winnipeg a report on 
the crop of the .three prairie provinces. 
Mr. Castle discredits the unfavorable 
reports and says that with the pres­
ent prospects the farmers, will real­
ize two dollars more per acre than last 
year. In his report he says:

“I am pleased to be able to advise 
that from all portions of Manitoba, Al­
berta and Saskatchewan reports as to 
crop conditions are most favorable; in 
fact during the last four or five 
weeks the conditions have been almost 
ideal. Crops which looked poor be­
fore that time have recovered won­
derfully and should the present fav­
orable weather continue it looks as if 
harvesting in the three provinces will 
be general toward the end of the pres­
ent month.

“The Manitoba wheat crop will aver­
age from fourteen to sixteen bushels 
while some districts will go over 
twenty, and the Alberta and Saskache- 
v/an crops will be heavier. Probably 
some portions of the late sown wheat 
crops will not mature in time to 
escape early frosts, in which case the 
yield per acre will be reduced.

“The present crop will be much less 
costly to handle than last season's, as 
the straw is not so heavy, consequent­
ly it will take less twine and labor 
per acre, and the threshing will be 
done more expeditiously. In my opinion 
if present prices hold and the weather 
conditions cjontinue. the farmers of 
this country will* realize two dollars 
an acre more than the yield last year, 
that is to say, taking the average acre­
age of the whole crop.”

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EXPLOSION DURING FIRE. FINANCES OF

Nearly One Hundred Persons Injured 
While Watching Blaze at Railway 

Depot in Colorado.

Boulder, Colo., Aug. 10.—Fire broke 
out in the Colorado & Southern freight 
depot early to-day. While a large 
crowd was watching the volunteer fire­
men four tons of dynamite loaded on 
a flat car exploded, injuring 50 to 100 
persons.

The origin of the fire was incendiary. 
The fire had progressed a short time 
when the explosion rendered many 
senseless. A panic seized the people, 
and they ran hither and thither over 
many of the injured who were lying on 
the ground. The depot is a mass of 
ruins and a number of houses and 
freight cars were blown to pieces. No 
one was killed.

Ottawa, Aug. 10.—The financial state­
ment of the Dominion for the first 
quarter of the present fiscal year, shows 
a total revenue of $32,291,888, with a to­
tal expendiure of $17,191,663 on consoli­
dated fund account, and $4,511,641 on 
capital account.

For the four months ending July 30th 
the surplus of ordinary revenue over 
ordinary expenditure is $19,100,223, and 
the surplus over the total expenditure 
on both consolidated and capital ac­
counts is $14,538,582.

The customs revenue for four months 
totals the record amount of $20,451,915.

AUTO ACCIDENT.

Machine Ran Into Spectators, Seven of 
Whom Were Injured—The 

Endurance Race.
Heroic Jacob Chipps Still Weighed 

Down With the Burden 

of Sorrow. New York, Aug. 10.—A serious 'acci­
dent occurred at Brighton Beach race 
track at 2:30 this morning during the 
international Derby for autos contest, 
which started at 10 o’clock last night, 
and which is to continue for 24 hours.

The Pillan car, driven by Strong, 
threw a tire at the turn into the stretch, 
ran into the fence and knocked down 
many persons, seven of whom were in­
jured. Four persons sustained broken 
amas and legs, whtle others were cut: 
and bruised.

A few days latter he and his klootch 
returned to his village at Clo-oose, and 
all the inhabitants turned out to meet 
them, mourning in Indian fashion for 
the loss of the children of the chief.

Again early the next morning the 
women of the vjillage assembled on the 
shore and turning .their faces towards 
the sea wailed for the ones that were 
gone. The old klootch had cut off her 
hair as a sign of her grief, and it was 
she who led the band of mourners.

Chief Jacob was a rich man. He had 
recently built himself a new house and 
furnished it with almost everything 
that money could buy. The furnish­
ings were of modern type. The kitchen 
range was better than any other In­
dian on the coast possessed, but he 
was poor now for he had lost the ones 
he loved. His canoes, six in number, 
he piled around his house and every­
thing of value on the premises was 
placed on top. Then a match was 
struck and very soon the building and 
all it contained were ablaze and soon 
scattered to the winds of heaven, with 
nothing left but a few handfuls of 
ashes. .Anything that did not burn was 
smashed to pieces with a hammer or 
axe. It will further be remembered 
that Chief Jacob lost $700 when his boat 
upset in the Straits of Georgia.

Still his grief was not assuaged. He 
and his wife returned to Victoria, 
where they now live on the Songhees’ 
reserve, but Jacpb spends most of his 
time by the graveside in the Ross Bay 
cemetery.

THE MYSTERIOUS 
CHICAGO TRAGEDY

Woman Who Figured in Case At­
tempts to Commit Suicide 

By Inhaling Gas.

Chicago, Aug. 10.—After a remarkable 
scene in the office of Capt. Stephen 
Healy at the Warren Avenue station 
yesterday afternoon, during which 
Mrs. Laura Nightingale was accused 
of having masqueraded in male attire 
with Policeman Edward Smith, who 
was shot and killed Sunday night by 
an unidentified assassin, the wqman 
added another sensation to the myster­
ious case by attempting to commit 
suicide.

Mrs. Nightingale has figured in the 
case from the start. Yesterday she 
was summoned to Capt. Healy’s office 
where she was closely questioned. 
When asked if she had not masquer­
aded in male attire, Mrs. Nightingale 
became* highly indignant. After a 
heated interview, she left the station 
and went to her home at 525 Park ave­
nue, where she made an attempt on 
her life by inhaling illuminating gas. 
Her life was saved by a friend, Mrs. 
M. Cole, 1984 W. Lake street, who had 
gone to the victim’s home, suspecting 
that Mrs. Nightingale would make an 
attempt to end her. life.

Mrs. Cole made a determined effort 
to force entrance into the house but 
without success. Looking through a 
rear window, she could see Mrs. 
Nightingale seated in a chair in a 
stooping position. Pounding on the 
door and shouting at the top of her 
vôice, Mrs. Cole managed to induce 
Mrs. Nightingale to stagger to the door 
which the half unconscious woman 
managed to open.
