The
craft designed is to have plenty of deck
space, which will give the passengers omn-
side’ staterooms. The contract for the em-
gines has been let to the Hefferman Engine
Works at a cost of abont $160,000.

ASSOCIATION FOOTBALL.
ON THE MAINLAND.

Ed. Whyte, goalkeeper for the Vancouver
Celtic team, which captured the Maindand
championship, ' has returned to Victoria.
Discussing conditions in Mainland@ football
circles, he says:

,“Now that the Mainland Association foot-
ball championship has been decided, the
footballers of the Mainland are going to co-
operate and assist the Celtics in every way
possible by arranging games in order that
the champions may be in the best possible
condition to meet’ the Island champions in
April. With this object in view the cham-
pions and the ex-champions have held
meetings and the following resolution car
ried unanimously: ‘That the secretaries of
the clubs mentioned write fo the secretary
of the Mainland Association asking him to
call a meeting at the earliest date possible
to discuss the formation: of an imter-city
league to be composed of two teams from
Vancouver (possibly three), one from New
Westeminster, and Central Park teams.’

“This would be the best way to keep the
team in practice, because there would be
something to play for. Another proposi-
tion which has been very favorably receiv-
ed'is that a trepresentative team be chosen
from the other six teams in the league to
play a series of games with the champions
for the purpose of arousing interest in the
game, these contests to take place at Brock-
ton Point.

“The Celtics are endeavoring to place in-
termediate and junior teams in the fleld in
the near future to contest for the provincial
championships in their respective classes.
Columbia College and the High school are
combining in New Westminster with the in-
tention of placing an intermediate team in
the fleld to fight for the British Columbia
championship.

‘“‘Assoclation football Is to a great extent
taking the place of Rugby on the Mainland.
In Chilliwack they have organized a dis-
trict league, comprising six teams—Chilli-
wack, Bast Ch'lliwack, West Chilliwack,
Sumas, Sardis and North Chillilwack. In
Vancouver there will be a city league form-
ed, composed of four teams, Céltics, Sham-
rocks, Vancouver and:Vancouver Scottish.
An endeavor is also being made to get the
schools interested in the formation of a
junior league along the same lines as Vie-
toria.”
