BESTSUNS * The new children’s ward In the Gen­
eral Public .Hospital was formally ded­
icated this morning. This ward is the 
gift of Lewis J. Almon, of Rothesay, in 
memory of his wife, who was a daugh­
ter of the late Hon. John Robertson, 
the first president of the hospital com­
mission. On one of the walls is a me­
morial plate bearing the inscription: 
“Memorial ward, a gift In loving me­
mory of Mary Almon.”

The dedication service took place this 
morning at 10 o’clock. Vice President 
Dr. Thomas Walker had made all the 
necessary arrangements. The commis­
sioners present In addition to Dr. 
Walker were W. C. R. Allan, Aid. Me- 
Goldrlck, Dr. H. G. Addy, Dr. Daniel. 
M. P„ Mayor White, Henry Hllyard, 
Dr. Jas. Christie and a number of 
ladies.

Rev. Dr. Raymond read a selection 
from the Scriptures which was follow­
ed by prayer, after which he delivered 
a short address and read Mr. Almon’s 
letter of gift.

t>r. Walker, on behalf of the com­
missioners accepted-the gift. Dr. Dan­
iel, M. P., the visiting commissioner for 
the month, made a short speech, as did 
also Mayor White. His worship in Ціе 
course of his remarks referred to the 
many gifts and expressions of good 
•will toward the hospital made by the 
family and connections of the late Hon. 
John Robertson, the first president of 
the Institution.

The new ward is situated on the top 
floor of the western wing. The floor is 
all birch, finished with Butcher's re­
viver and two coats of Butcher’s wax. 
'The ward contains ten Iron beds, of 
the smaller size, supplied by John 
Hannah, a bath room, closet, linen and 
clothes rooms, and a well furnished 
kitchen. In the latter is to be found 
everything that Is in any way neces­
sary to the practical convenience of 
such a room, 
throughout with electricity and all the 
rooms are fitted with the most modern 
open work plumbing. The walls and 
ceilings are all white enamel and pres­
ent a very clean and pretty appear­
ance.

Several neat tables of enamelled Iron, 
with glass tops, and made by Daniel 
McManus, the hospital engineer, add 
to the usefulness of the apartment and 
reflect much credit on the workman. 
Suitable pictures have been placed on 
the walls.
