BEAM DROPS, HURLS

NEW YORK, Feb. 7.—In a fall from 

tl.e top ot a thirteen story building, 
yesterday, a guy plank, used by paint­
ers, crashed through the roof of the 
five story aparttnent house at No. 309 
West Forty-third street as it the 
building had been paper. It went 
through the celling of a room where 
Mrs. Mary Reehill had been ill for 
three weeks, struck the foot hoard et 
the bed, and tipping It, shot the oc­
cupant violently across tire room. The 
Invalid was nearly smothered by the 
plaster and .debris before she was res­
cued.

The guy plank, used by painters to 
steady the scaffold, was seven feet 
long, a foot wide and six Inches thick. 
It struck the roof with such force that 
It left a neat hole, not larger than ten 
inches in diameter, but as It went 
through the ceiling of the bedroom, it 
carried away all the plastersand lath.

As 1t struck the foot of the bed If 
Tell over on one side and did not go 
any further through the building. Even 
then the momentum was sufficient to 
edge It against the floor and wall, dia­
gonally across the room, so that It was 
removed with some difficulty.

Jacob Henkel, who lives across the 
hallway from Mr. and Mrs. Reehill, 
lieard the crash and thought at first It 
was an earthquake. He went to the 
eld of Mrs. Reehill, and found her un­
conscious under the plaster and lath, 
badly cut about the face and body, and 
in a serious condition because of her 
long illness.

Charles Reehill, manager ot the Lud­
wig Bauman Company of No. 500 
j „gutil avenue, started an Investiga­
tion into the cause ot the unusual ac­
cident. He learned that two painters 
bad been working on the Scribner 
building, adjoining the apartment 
house, and had painted a large "C” at 
almost the top of the side wall.

Your committee beg to report—
Time ot fire 6.30 a.m.
Source of Supply.—The City Engineer 

has positively stated, that the entire 
water supply is derived from Lake 
Latimer, and the course of the water 
from thence to the city, Is free from 
obstruction, of any méchancial nature. 
The regulating valves at the Marsh 
bridge have been out ot use for some 
months previous to this Are.

Facilities for obtaining supply. Three 
mains were available to combat this 
fire, one 20 In. main leading directly 
from the Marsh bridge. One 12 In. 
main direct from the same source—in 
the street immediately in front ot the 
building, and one 10 In. main on Brus- 
eels street leading from Walsh corner, 
foot ot Brussels, and up the same 
street, and supplemented from 15 in. 
main on Brussels and also by 6 In. 
main from 20 in. main on Erin street.

Hydrants — The following hydrants 
were used: One single hydrant at cor­
ner Brunswick and Erin street, Saint 
John pattern; one two-way hydrant 
comer Hanover and Erin streets, Mur­
doch pattern; one three-way Corey 
hydrant Hanover and Albion streets; 
one single hydrant Brussels andBruns- 
wick streets; one single hydrant "Cot­
ton Mill yard.

Engines—Fire engines were attached 
at plug corner Hanover and Erin 
streets. No. 4; Brunswick and Erin, 
No. 3, and in Cotton Mill yard. No. 1.

No. 4 engine, with two streams and 
a Siamese, was found to give poor 
service, the engineer stating that suffi­
cient water could not be drafted; found 
the hydrant carrying 90 lbs. of steam. 
No. 3 engine, with three streams from 
from comer Erin and Brunswick, was 
unfit for service before proceeding to 
the Are, and at the fire gave very poor 
service, and the statement of the engi­
neer in charge was, that the engine 
would not steam and the maximum ob­
tained was 40 lbs. steam and 70 lbs 
pressure. This engine was withdrawn 
and sent to repair shop.

No. l engine at hydrant. Cotton Mill 
yard, with one stream gave good ser­
vice.

Hydrant service without engines—a 
good fire service was obtained from 
the three-way hydrant, Hanover and 
Albion streets, on a line 300 feet due 
east from the hydrant at which NO. 4 
engine was at work, and of sufficient 
strength to burst hose. A good and ef­
fective stream was obtained from the 
hydrant at Brussels and Brunswick 
streets, notwithstanding a long stretch 
of hose. Nearly 3,000 feet of hose vas 
stretched at this Are.

Connections ot hydrants with mains: 
Single hydrant, Erin and Brunswick, 

with 12 inch EMn street; cross connec­
tion with 20 Inch on Brin and 6-4nch 
on Brunswick street.

Two-way hydrant, Brin and Hanover, 
direct and sole connection 20-inch 
main on Brin street 

Three-way hydrant, Hanover and 
Albion Street, 20-inch main Erin street 
on end ot 4-inch area.

•Hydrant, Brussels and Brunswick 
on old 10-lnch main.

Hydrant, Cotton Mill, connected from 
Brussels street main, and circulating 
connection from 20-incli main via Clar­
ence street to mill. The service pipe 
to the hydrant Is 6 Inch.

The engineer of the fire department 
states that there was no good fire 
stream for the remainder of the ■ day, 
without an engine after the main 
building was consumed.

The engineer of the Are department 
states that there xvas always an abun­
dance of water for fire purposes be­
fore the Installation of thé Loch Lo­
mond system on tills street.

Also reports that at the fire on Jarv 
uary 15th, near comer Brussels and 
Hanover streets, there was an abun­
dance of water and pressure without 
any engine.

Also reports that at the fire on the 
property of the Dominion Coal Co. and 
of North wharf, occurring on the night 
of 28th January, there xvas an abun­
dance of water and splendid pressure.

The city engineer states that he was 
presnt at the fire and observed the in­
different fire streams obtained from 
Engines 3 and 4 and is unable to state 
why there xvas not sufficient water, 
also states there should be ample wat­
er and pressure on this street for elgnt 
or more streams without a fire engine.

The engineer also states that in the 
month of January 1910, the strainer at 
the intake at Latimer Lake was brok­
en by the weight of fish thrown against 
it, and a half barrel of fish were taken 
out of the gate well. At the time of the 
fire eels thirty Inches in length came 
out of bursting hose.

The committee also report that the 
watermen who have charge of the pip­
age, and all the fixtures pertaining to 
them, report that the hydrants xvero 
turned on full with the exception of 
the hydrant at Hanover and Albion 
streets, which condition was remedied, 
and that this omission did not mater­
ially anect the loss of property. The 
affirmations of these men, made betore 
a notary public (and xvhicli affirma- 

‘lions are herewith attached) show that 
for some time before the fire, that they 
did not change, move or operate any 
gate, stop-cock, valve, on this line ot 
pipe, neither were any such operations 
conducted at the time of the fire, nor 
since the fire, should be conclusive evi-. 
dence that the charges generally made 
against the staff, that such tampering 
is dene In secret has no foundation.

Dead Millionaire Addicted lo

Col. Swope Tock Toole Goo'ainlog S'rych- 
nine to Wiihin a Few Days

KANSAS CITY, Mo.. Feb. 7.—That 
Col. Thos. H. Swope, the millionaire, 
whose death on October 3, has been 
the subject ot an Inquiry for the last 
month, to determine it he died from 
poisoning, took a patent medicine con­
taining tonic ot Iron, quinine and 
strychnine Up to within a few days of 
his death developed at the inquest 
over his body In Independence, Mo., 
today.

This testimony was given by Miss 
Pearl Keller, Col. Swope’s nurse. She 
testified that the millionaire took the 
mixture dally in addition to the treat­
ment given him by Dr. В. C. Hyde. 
Previously, in a deposition taken in a 
damage suit of Dr. В. C. Hyde against 
an attorney and two physicians who 
are Interested in the Swope investiga­
tion, S. W. Spangler, office partner of 
Col. Swope, testified that Col. Swope, 
took a patent medicine containing 
strychnine While at his office.

Physicians say that the fact that 
Col. Swope took much of this concoc­
tion would explain the presence ot 
poison in his vital organs, 
pointed out that Col. Swope was In a 
weakened condition when he last took 
the medicine.

Dr. E. L. Stewart testified that while 
he had no part In the autopsy, other 
than writing down the records, he 
knew that no hemorrhage ot the brain 
visible to the naked eye, was found. 
Col. Swope was supposed to have died 
from apoplexy.

Dr. Hyde filed a suit for $100,000 for 
alleged slander against attorney John 
G. Paxton today, and service was ob­
tained upon the attorney at the in­
quest. The criminal suit against Mr. 
Paxton was dismissed by Dr. Hyde to 
keep from giving his deposition be­
fore the inquest over the body of Col. 
Swope

The name of Dr. Hyde first entered 
into the official records of the case 
today when Mies Keller testified that 
she was called by him to take care of 
Col. Swope.

The Inquest adjourned when Miss 
Keller had told her story up to the 
day before Col. Swope's death, 
will be re-called tomorrow.

At 
these same hydrants a week before en­
gines could not draft sufficient water 
to give even fair streams.

Your committee report that they 
have thus far been unable "to deter­
mine the cause of shortage of water, 
but are of the opinion that If No. 4 
engine, with the same engineer In 
charge of the engine, the same suction 
hose, the same number and description 
of lines of hose stretched, and Is able 
to obtain sufficient water to throw ef­
fective fire streams, then there, can be 
no otljer conculsion than that the ser­
vice pipes, leading from the mains to 
the' hydrants, were choked and ob­
structed with foreign material, and 
thus retarding the flow as this hydrant 
was new Its service pipe was of the 
greatest capacity and dipped directly 
Into the new 20 Inch main, and your 
committee are of the opinion that the 
engine connection with this hydrant 
should .be made as soon as practicable.

Your committee have also directed 
the City Engineer to furnish a detailed 
plan of plpeage, hydrant connections, 
etc., In this district, which plan is here­
with attached.

You committee had a consultation 
with Mr. Geo. E. Blake, district engi­
neer, who was of material assistance 
In collecting facts.

CONFESSED TO MURDER 
UNDER THREAT OF DEATH

WATERBURY, Conn'., Feb. 7—Added 
interest was given the trial of Sophie 
Krltchman for the murder of Bronls- 
loxv Kulvinskas, which will be contin­
ued tomorrow, by the receipt today of 
a letter addressed to her In which her 
life is threatened if she testifies that 
Joe Mitchell did the shooting.

The letter, which was written in 
Lithuanian, after translation, read as 
follows ;

"I am very sorry for you, but I have 
to shoot you. If I don’t shoot you, then 
they will shoot me. You have two days 
yet to live, after that I will have to 
kill you. Tell that you killed Kulvins­
kas then we won’t do nothing to you, 
but if you are going to say that Poo- 
ziulis (Joe Mitchell) killed him, then f 
will have to shoot you. Take all the 
fault on yourself, after that we will 
help you. If Hot do not forget I wlU 
have to shoot you and kill you. Kul- 
vinskas promised us he would not say 
that he was killed differently, yoù have 
to say that you. Sofa Krltchman, have 
killed him. We will watch you every 
day and you will not live very long."

The letter was not signed, but at the 
bottom was a blood-stain.

ing in or taken out of a cold storage 
warehouse, all f^id products shall be 
stamped or otherwise marked with tho 
date such action Is taken and not more 
than three months shall intervene at 
any time between these dates. An • 
other section ot the bill prohblts the 
Importation from any place, xvithout 
the state, of food products from stor­
age warehouses that do not comply 
with the Vinson bill. A second section 
places the enforcement of the measure 
in the hands of the state board of 
health, assisted by local boards. A pen­
alty of $100 fine or imprisonment for 
three months or both, Is provided for 
violations. The bill is to become effec­
tive upon passage.
