Showing a decrease of 72 members.
Mrs. Fanny B. McLellan on behalf 

of the ladies’ auxiliary reported that 
five meetings had been held during 
the year. The total amount credited 
to the auxiliary was $760.15. There 
were 143 members, 31 active and 112 as­
sociate.

Nearly $8,000 had been collected on the 
new fund since last May. The build­
ing will cost $60,000 and $52,500 had 
been already subscribed. Allowing for 
shrinkage, they still required $10,000 to 
cover all cost. It would be fitting to 
open the new building during this, the 
jubilee year. The religious work had 
been in advance of last year. The 
physical department had been very 
satisfactory, In spite of the extreme 
cold weather. The social department 
had done good work, and much had 
been accomplished in the Junior de­
partment. The report spoke of other 
matters covered more fully in the 
other reports.

The religious work report, prepared 
by T. H. Davis, showed the follow­
ing average attendance at the various 
classes: Senior Bible class, 19 ses­
sions, 81-2; junior Bible class, 11 ses­
sions, 71-2; boy Sunday morning meet­
ings, 52 sessions, 12; men’s Sunday 
evening meetings, 20 sessions, 741-2. 
Total attendance at religious meetings, 
2,357 ; conversions, 4.

William Paterson in the course of 
the social committee report said that 
not enough along this line had been 
done. An opening reception Bad been 
held at the beginning of the session, 
which was very satisfactory. A Hal- 
low’en social had been held* on G|ct. 
30th. A sleigh drive took place which 
about 60 members attended, Including 
Mayor White. The committee re-, 
commended that every effort be made 
to foster the social side during the 
coming year.

Frank White presented the report of 
the physical committee.

, C. A. M. Earle presented the report 
of the foreign work committee. It 
stated that this year had been one of 
the most prosperous in the history of 
the committee. Stanley Goldeh had 
been sent to Madras, India, as their 
special representative in the mission 
field. Papers had been read during 
the winter on different parts of the 
foreign mission field. It was expect­
ed they would raise about $100 this 
year as compared with $48 last year.

The report of the boys’ work com­
mittee was presented by В. T. Robb. 
The report showed that work had been 
cbntinued along the same lines as last 
year. The boys’ meetings had been 
held on Sunday morning throughout 
the year, and during the winter months 
a Bible class had been conducted by 
the general secretary for older boys. 
Five gymnasium classes per week had 
been held during the winter, and these 
were well attended.

To the Editor of the Sun:
Sir—As Mr. Walker, a new man 

from the United States, has taken in 
hand to teach the good people of St. 
John on the Sabbath question, especi­
ally in its relation to the opening of 
the park restaurant, it may be in place 
for another new man from the states 
to see how well Mr. Walker has suc­
ceeded in his efforts. As I was born 
and educated in the states, and have 
spent many years in observing the 
manner in which the Lord’s day was 
being kept in that country, and as I 
have also witnessed the observance of 
this day in several foreign countries,
I feel that I am qualified to speak with 
some degree of authority upon the 
various phases of this Important ques­
tion.

In the first place it is quite notice­
able that Mr. Walker makes promin­
ent his plea for broad-mindedness in 
contradistinction to the small and nar­
row minds which stand opposed to bis 
idea of Sabbath observance. Still, in 
the states, we ha/e become accustom­
ed to this plea. We know what it 
means. When men wish to make some 
radical departure from the funda­
mental principles of biblical teaching 
or the legitimate, cherished institu­
tions of the people they set up a. plea 
for broad-mindedness, and under this 
plea many of the loose notions and 
questionable practices among the peo­
ple have been introduced. It should 
not be forgotten that there is such a 
thing as becoming too broad. Men’s 
minds are sometimes like streams, 
they overflow their proper channels 
and do much harm. The path in 
which Christians are urged to walk is 
a narrow one. The broad road leads 
in the wrong direction. The person 
who Is broad enough on the one hand 
and narrow enough on the other to see 
and walk in the path which his Lord 
and the apostles have marked out will 
not go astray on the Sabbath or any 
other question.

Mr. Walker tells us that "the Sab- 
hath as outlined in the earlier books 
of the Old Testament is a humane In­
stitution" and that "the Sabbath Idea 
in its beginning was the need of rest:” 
but how does he reconcile these state­
ments with his plea for the park 
restaurant? The Bible Informs us that 
In the early days of Sabbath observ­
ance the Jews were forbidden to 
gather manna or to pick up sticks with 
Which to build a fire. Is it likely that 
Under this idea Moses would have ap­
proved of the opening of a restaurant 
outside the camp in which to sell “soft 
drinks to the people?"

The confusion into which Mr. Walk­
er falls is the common one of not 
drawing a proper distinction between 
the Sabbath idea and the Lord’s day 
observance. The fact is the Sabbath 
idea is not altogetbes in force under 
the Christian dispensation. Paul says, 
“The law was our schoolmaster to 
bring us unto Christ, that we might 
be justified by faith; but after that 
faith is come we are no longer under a 
schoolmaster." The Lord’s day Idea is 
not a day of Sabbath rest, but a day 
devoted exclusively to the Lord’s ser­
vice, hence its name. On this day 
whatever tends to aid in the service of 
the Lord is right and proper. But 
whatever hindefs this service is to be 
avoided. It is always right to do good 
on the Lord’s day. If the sheep Is 
found in the ditch on this day it may 
be pulled out. But it does not follow 
from this that we should go about 
pushing sheep into the ditch on the 
Lord’s day. Hence, will the opening 
of the park restaurant aid or hinder 
the proper devotions of the people on 
the Lord’s day? While I may agree 
with some things which Mr. Walker 
has said, I feel that he has failed to 
do justice to this vital point of the 
question. Where is the line to be 
drawn? Mr. Walker says: “I have not 
argued for a loose, indecent Sabbath 
in which men may violate all prin­
ciples of decency and propriety.” But 
he evidently forgets that the loose and 
Indecent observance of the day has 
been brought about by the gradual In­
troduction of the very things for which 
he pleads. The simple act of opening 
the park restaurant and selling soft 
drinks may be considered innocent 
enough. But suppose some "broad­
minded" men should a little later pro­
pose establishing a line of convey­
ances by which the people may be con­
veyed to the place of drinking. Sup­
pose that still others should ride up 
anà down through the streets with 
brass bands to advertise their cars or 
vehicles, and that an amateur theatre 
should be established in the park with 
a low type of vaudeville performers in 
order to entertain the crowds who are 
taken out, and all of this is done to 
make money on the Lord’s day. Would 
it be considered narrow minded or 
tyrannical for the clergy to op­
pose such things? This is exactly 
what has happened in many cities 
of the United States. This is not all; 
in many of these cities the distinction 
between the Lord’s Day and the days 
of the week has almost been lost sight 
of, the church and Sunday school work 
have been greatly hindered and the 
people are becoming more demoraliz­
ed in consequence of these loose no­
tions and practices. Our brother pleads 
for a day of rest, but he forgets that 
the introduction of his idea logically 
carried out will mean a day of toil for 
a large number of the working peo­
ple. The working people of the United 
States are largely the class who de­
plore the situation existing there, de­
claring that they are compelled to do 
more work on the Lord’s Day than on 
any other day In the week. Many of 
them are working seven days in the 
week in 
street cars, 
parks, places of business, etc., may be 
in full operation on the Lord’s Day. 
There was a time when this condition
