A LAWFUL PRIZE.
BERLIN, Aug. 11.—Russia has no­

tified the German government official­
ly of the decision of the Vladivostok 
prize court that the German owned 
steamer Thea is a lawful prize because 
she was chartered by the Haki San- 
nino Gossi Koja Company and was 
plying between Japanese ports, which 
deprived the vessel of her neutral 
character. Her owner will lodge an 
appeal against the decision with the 
Russian admiralty. The German gov­
ernment wll give general support to 
his appeal and will press the owner's 
protest on such specific points as seem 
disputable after further evidence is 
collected.

LIAO TANG FORTIFIED.
“It is no secret that the Russians 

have fortified Liao Yang for the con­
struction of defences was reported in 
letters and telegrams published 
months ago. One of our best engin­
eers, General Velichko, designed and 
supervised the construction of those 
defences, which are, therefore, the best 
that military science can devise.”

If Colonel Dbororlaky’s view be cor­
rect, it is pointed out that General 
Kuropatkin might reasonably expect 
to hold out at Liao Tang for some time 
and that he could even stand a siege 
and be able to depend on his enormous 
stores to feed an army, in case the 
Japanese cut off his communications, 
pending the arrival of reinforcements 
from the north.

ASSISTANCE COMING.

The reports from Токіо and Chefoo 
of the sea fight which followed the 
departure of the squadron are so con­
flicting and inconclusive that a strong 
hope exists that the Russian ships 
suceeded in breaking through the Jap­
anese fleet. Indeed, it is rumored late 
tonight tlyit the admiralty has receiv­
ed information that the squadron has 
passefi beyond the Shantung promon 
tory (which would bring the squadron 
at least 150 miles to the southeast of 
Port Arthur and into the Yellow Sea).

Although unable to conflrmX this ru­
mor, the Associated Press learns that 
the family of Lieut. Smirnoff, an of­
ficer of the battleship Czarevitch, this 
evening received a telegram from, him 
dated at Tsingchau today. The mes­
sage contained only two words, “Alive, 
embraces.”

A DELIBERATE SACRIFICE.
The news of the dismantling of the 

torpedo boat Ryeshitolni at Chefoo has 
not caused surprise. It is understood 
that she was deliberately sacrificed so 
that Vice-Admiral Skrydloff might be 
apprised of the departure of the Rus­
sian vessels from Port Arthur, in or­
der that he might start out with the 
Vladivostok squadron for the purpose 
of meeting them. It is denied at the 
admiralty that the squadron left Port 
Arthur because the situation of the 
fortress was desperate. The admiral­
ty authorities say it is more than 
likely that with the Japanese close up 
to the perimiter of the fortress, the 
warships were unable to render fur­
ther effective aid, and that their 
safety was endangered by the plung­
ing shells dropping from Wolf Hill.

FORTS SHELLED WARSHIPS.
CHEFOO, Aug. 12, 1.15 p. m.— Ac­

cording to the latest information ob­
tainable, the Russian squadron has 
not returned to Port Arthur. On the 
night of August 9th, heavy cannonad­
ing was heard at sea in the direction 
of Port Arthur.

Advices from the fortress say that 
the Japanese bombarded the town, 
placing their batteries in dense kaolin 
fields, where they were effectually 
masked. The shells dropped mainly 
in the western basin, where the squad­
ron was anchored. Many of the shells 
fel upon the battleship Retvizan, but 
no serious damage was done either to 
the town or the fleet. Later the forts 
got the range of the Japanese field 
batteries and drove them out from 
their shelter in the kaolin.

On the morning of Aug. 10 the squad­
ron put to sea where heavy cannonad­
ing was heard for several hours. The 
result of the battle is not known and 
nothing definite has been learned re­
garding either squadron.

Information given out at Ottawa sets 

forth that the government has decid­
ed upon a method of exterminating 
the dogfish. Reduction works are to 
be established by the minister of mar­
ine at certain points, and the fisher­
men are to be paid a sufficient sum to 
induce them to capture the dogfish 
and convey them to these establish­
ments. It Is Intimated that the oil 
and other products may be Bufficlent 
to pay the costs of operation, and that 
the dogfish may thus be exterminated 
without
nouncement says that three of these 
reduction works will be established, 
one at the Magdalen Islands, one In 
Gloucester county, and one on the At­
lantic coast of Cape Breton.

It Is thought here that these estab­
lishments are not well distributed. 
Dogfish are particularly destructive In 
the Bay of Fundy, and the fisheries 
of these waterg are valuable and Im­
portant. The people of Charlotte and 
St. John counties In New Brunswick, 
Digby and Yarmouth in Nova Scotia 
are greatly Interested. The slaughter 
of dogfish in the Bale dee Chaleurs, or 
the Gulf of St. Lawrence, will not re­
lieve the Bay of Fundy fishing popu­
lation of the pest. St. John people in­
terested In fishing are rather surprised 
that Colonel Tucker should not have 
represented this case to the minister, 
or that. If he did so, no notice was 
taken of him. The matter was 
brought to the attention of the Board 
of Trade and a despatch was sent yes­
terday asking whether the Bay of 
Fundy fishermen were not to be con- . 
sldered In this matter. No answer had 1 
been received last evening.

AN INTERESTING CASE.

Chinamen Will Not be Allowed in 

Either Canada or U. S.

OGDBNSBURG, N. Y., Aug. 10.— 
Wong Bing, a Chinaman, arrested on 
a New York Central train for bound­
ary Jumping, when arraigned before 
the U. S. clerk today alleged he was 
a naturalized British citizen, and had 
been living at Brockvllle for five years. 
As such he claimed the right to enter 
the United States, but the commis­
sioner ordered his deportation.

The question was raised whether he 
could be deported to Canada or to 
China. Canada makes no provision 
for Chinese citizens and will not allow 
Bing to return.
