Cavalry may go.
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The reoAtiting ter <he too*! artillery 
company for overseas service «was con­
tinued yesterday with satisfactory ré­
sulta. More than fifty recruits pre­
sented themselves yesterday and were 
received into the detachment. They 
reported at Partridge Island and will 
remain there with the qtiher men of 
the artillery corps until 
their departure have been received.

So far there has been no Indication 
as to -when the artillery volunteers 
will leave here, but it la believed that 
it will be several days yet before they 
are ordered away.

The different cavalry and infantry 
regiments are still enlisting men for 
home defense and It is likely that If 
another contingent is required these 
men will have the first chance of vol­
unteering.

It was said yesterday that cavalry 
from Canada would likely be sent to 
the front but no news has yet been 
received of this. Still it is understood 
that the local cavalrymen are expect­
ing the call at any time.

Sergeant-Major Walter Paxton, a 
veteran of three other campaigns in 
the Imperial service, Including the

Water 
pipes are already laid through the 
grounds and they are supplied by an 
electric power pump with a capacity 
of a million gallons or more of water 
dally, a plant for chlorinating the wa­
ter is also attached so that the men 
need fear no contamination of water.

"The camp Is also electrically light 
ed. The sanitary arrangements are 
perfect and leave nothing to be desir­
ed. 1 called on Col. Williams, the ac­
complished commandant of the camp 
and was most pleasantly received. 
Every convenience was placed at my 
disposal for seeing the pamp. Col. Wil­
liams struck me as being eminently 
well fitted for his position.

"I called on Captain Duval and his 
74th Ambulance men, who were very 
glad to see me. The captain drew up 
his men and I made them a short ad­
dress which they did me the honor to, 
receive most cordially. They had not 
then received their uniforms and 
thought there was a little delay in 
the matter, but as a matter of fact a 
very large part of those there were 
in the same position. They commenc­
ed issuing uniforms that same after-

• "After parting with Captain Duval 
I sought out the 62nd Under Captain 
Standee and found them all enjoying 
thnmselvee and feeling well. Captain 
Sturdee introduced me 16 his officers 
and Lieut Ronald McAvity and I spent 
a short time very pleasantly with 
them. They are at present in the 3rd 
battalion.

"I also met Captain Guthrie of Fred­
ericton and many others of the New 
Brunswickers present It Is only about 
a fortnight since the first step was 
taken to prepare this ground for troops 
and the amount of work accomplish­
ed in that time is marvellous and re­
flects the highest credit on the contrac­
tors and all who have had the duty of 
planning and carrying out this great 
work. When I was there yesterday 
there were over 12,000 troops on the 
field and It Is expected there will be 
about 30,000 there within a few days. 
It Is a beautiful city of white tents, 
laid out with mathematical precision.

"There were men of all arms there, 
and they all seamed keen and fit 
There were orderlies on horseback, 
and staff officers in autos all moving 
rapidly on their various missions. The 
horses, whether heavy for the Army 
Service Corps and Ambulances or 
lighter for saddle purposes seemed 
well chosen and struck one as being 
a very superior lot, and well adapted 
for the work they had to do. Indeed 
most of the saddle horses I saw wetild 
catch the eye of a horse lover any­
where.

"I saw three miles of targets set up 
where the men will practise with the 
rifle, these targets having .the moun­
tain as background. This will give a 
faint idea of the size and capacity of 
this wonderful camp ground.

"I had the pleasure also of meeting 
Dr., or rather Lt Col. Murray Mac- 
Laren at the Chateau in Quebec City.
