Police Rlagistrates.
Under the Attorney-General's bill
| respecting the appointment and .pro-
’vuudin:s of police magistrates the
J‘io\‘umnv:;t take power to appoint
| these officers withont refengnee to the

county where the Canada Temperance
Act is in foroe ; that the Lieutenant.
Governor in Council may determine
the salary to bepaid a coanty police
4 magistrate, but not in excess of $600 ;
|that a county magistrate may he
{ allowed from $150 to $300 for travell-
ing expenses; that only one sach
wagistrate in a county shall receive a
calary ; that the salayy and expenses
of the magistrate shill be paid quar-
terly by the county; that a police
magistrate may appoint a county con-
stable Yo hold office not more than
thirty days: and that no actions for
damages shall lie against the stipen-
diary or police magistrates for merely
technical mistakes as to jurisdietion
under the Cunada Temperance Act.
The measure is calculated to strength-
en materially the machinery for the en-
forcement of the Scott Act. The im-
portant provision of ecurse is that un-
der which the Government assumes
the power of appointing and thereby
a larger rexponsibility for the enforce-
‘ ment of the law. An important pro-
‘\'Mon ulso‘is that which aims to pro-
‘wtu't magistrates against vexatious
| prosecutions. Friends of the Scott
Act have much ground for satisfaction
with the position taken by the Gov-

BEE FEED.

Take pure granulated sugar reduced

©a syrup of medium coneistency. |
‘ Heat to a simmer and if anything |
irises to the top skim it off. et it|
(stand for a day or two, then heat 1o |
[110 degrees, and put it into the auto- |
matic feeder, a feeder which will hold
a steady temperature much longer
than any other. The bees will store
at 110 degrees three times as fast as |
ithey will at a lower temperature, and |
{will be able to store well when they |
could not otherwise handle it. No
excitement follows, which flatly con-
tradicts the statements on this sub-
ject miade by many eminent writers. |
Proof: hook on the wire ¢loth portico |
and throw a wet cloth loosely over it
to darken it.

The ten pound feeder may he putin |

ARTIFICIAL POLLLN.

Mix several kinds of grain together
and puta little on the bottom board
oceasionally. Also put several quarts
‘(or a buskel, according to the number
of colonies) in a suitable vessel, and
deposit it in asuuny spot, protected
from wind and rain. ~Half conceal a
dozen pieces of comb honey in the
meal, or pour a little syrup in spots
over it, to attract the bees. Have
patience and perseverence until you
get all the colonies working upon it,
The bees will select all the atoms of a
certain size, and utilize them as pollen.
The meal should be stirred and sweet-
ened once a day. Bometimes natural
supplics. develop - suddenly, and the
bees as suddenly ccase their attentions
to your artifical pollen. II” the first
day you set them out, you induce the
bees to work on this meal, you may save
thousands of insects which otherwise
would go on a fruitless search to the |
swamps for soft maple and willow |
pollen, where they often perish in great ;
rumbers in the cold spring blasts—a |
prolific cause -of | gpring dwindling.
Another alvantage of this artificial |
pollen is that it arouses the queen to |
icreased and earlier aetivity; and |
still another advantage is the fact that |
the beces are induced by this plan to |
be more industrious in repairing and ’
cleaning out their abode, which is gen- |
erally badly littercd by the long win-
ters idlenese.
