Favor of Umiversity

At midnight on Friday the last vote on
Dr. Dewart's amendment favoring university
confederation was polled, and a few
minutes later the result that a majority of
the Methodist general conference were in
favor of the scheme was announced.

The debate was a great one. From the
opening speeches by Dr. Sutherland, says
the Torouto Globe, and Dr. Dewart, of
Toronto, and to the close by Dr. Douglas, of
Montreal, and Dr. Eby, of Japan, there was
not an uninteresting or unworthy utterance,
The church during the evening the vote was
taken was filled, some two thousand people
being present, amongst them the principal
educationalists of Toronto. The measure
was carried by 25 majority, the vote stand-
ing 138 to 113. Three New Brunswick
ministers and three laymen voted in favor;
five ministers and four laymen aguinst.

At yesterday's session the Methodist gen-
eral conference report of the committee on
umpeng was presented. Itsaid: The com-
mittee sNRonvinced that God's clock had
struck the hour when the dominion govern-
ment should be called upon to redeem the
pledge given that they would pass a pro-
hibitory law as soon as the country by adopt-
ing the Scott act showed it was ready for
such legislation. The country was now
ready, and they called on the government
to give assurances to temperance people
previous to the approaching general elec-
tions of ite purpose, to redeem said pledge
at the next session of the Dominion parlia-
mept. It gave great pleasure to the com-
mittes to recognize the good work resulting
from the adoption of tie Scott act, and the
heroic spirit and self-sacrificing work of the
noble army of temperance workers, who bad
tought for the act against an unscrupulous
and murderous foe was highly sommended,

Fatal Accident on the Northerm and
Western,

There was an excursion to Doaktown on
Thursday, tkis being the first passenger
train over the road from Chatham to that
place. On ihe return, near Blackville, the
firemen saw a man fall off the top of the
first-class car.

IHe was brought to
town and taken to the Hotel Dieu, scream-
ing with pain. The physicians found his
pulse so low that they did not deem it ad-
visable to amputate the limbs. The wound-
ed man died at 4 o'clock Friday morning.
He was fireman on a ballast train, and was
on the excursivn train as a passenger. He
had no business to be on top of the passen-
Rer car, nor did anyone know be was there,
It appears oy the tracke that he had walked
forward on top of the monitor, the most
dangerous place he could have chosen, and
had slipped, or been thrown by the check-
ing of the car's speed, down the forward
slope.

RECENT DEATHS.

Although Mr. S. F. Shate hm‘l been lying
very low, having been attacked some ten
days ago with hemorrhage of the lungs, it
was generally believed that he was improv-
ng until Saturday last when he sank so low
that recovery secemed almost impossible.
His death which took place about noon on
Sunday was heard with deep regret all over
town Mr. Shute was one of the foremost
business men of our city, and kept one of
the first houses in the jewellry line in the
province. Deceased formerly belonged to
Maine, but came here about twenty five
years ago with a Mr. Dinzeywho succeeded in
blishing a jewellry in the city.
Mr. Bhute worked as an employe in the
business at first but i? a few years becsme a
partoer, and the name of Dinzey & Shute,
jewellers, was quite familiar to the Frederic-
ton people of twenty years ago, when an ex-
tensive trade was carried on by them here,
In & few years Mr. Dingey retired from the
busginess, and Mr. Shate assumed the gole
management and continued it until the time
‘of his death. In business circles Mr. Shute
was always regarded us a shrewd and enter-
prising man, and being of a kind and gentle
natare would always leave a most favorable
ipression with every one with whom he
came in contact. He was twice married.
His first wife was a daughter of Mrs.
Asbfield of this city by whom he leaves three
children ; his second wife who survives him
is a daughter of Mr. John Moore of St.
Stephen. Mr. Shute had his life insured for
$3000 in the Royal Arcanum and $5000 in
the Homs Circle. He had other insurance in
other companies.

The denth is announced in St. John, of
Hon. John McMillan, post office inspector of
New Brunswick, which occurred at his resi-
dence on Sunday eveninglast. The news of
his sudden death was heard with deep
regret wherever he was known. He repre-
sented the county of Restigouche in the
local assembly from !'857 down to Confeder-
ation, and held in succestion the portfolios
of Surveyor General and Post Master
General, resigning his seat in the assembly
in 1867. He was appointed post office in-
spector for the New Brunswick district,
August Tth, 1867. Of the deceased, the
Telegraph says, in all the publie
offices which he filled, he was a most
faithfol, bonest wnd judicious public servant.
As post office inspector he was energetic
and painstaking, and sought in eyery way
to make the service as perfect as possible.
He was & devout christian and prominent
member of St. Stephen's Presbyterian
church, of which he was a constant attend-
ant down to the date of his last illness.
Charitable, generous, and hospitable, he was
the friend of all, and bad not an enemy in
the world. A kind and affectionate husband
and father, a worthy citizen, a faithful
public officer, A good man, has goue to his
rest, dying without a regretbut regretted by
all.

The race was
sailed in a breeze that blew fresh from
the northwest for three hours, and then
canting two points to the westward fell
light, and the last hour of the contest was
little more then a drift  The Mayflower had
only Bm. 20sec. to spare when she crossed
the finish line, as the time limit of the race
was seven_hours. The Galatea was defeat-
ed on every point or sailing. In the run out
to the outer mark, she was beaten 13
minutes, 45 seconds, and cn the windward
work over halfan hour. There was great
rejoicing among yachtsmen in New York
last night, while Bostonians are tairly wild
with delight. The Mayflower thus wins two
oui of the three proposed trinl races, and
the cup will stay another year on this side
of the Atlantic.
