Punishinent of XL. If any Cashier, Assistant Cashier, M.nager, Clerk or servant ofetnIbe7 lIcZZ11lQt the said Bank, shall secrete, embezzle or ahscond with, any bond, obliga-
Oflcéîs. tion, bill, obligatorv or of credit, or other biil or note, or any securit.y for

noney, or any ioneys, or effects, intrusted to him as such Cashier, Assis-
tatit Cashier, Manager, clerk or servant, whether the same belong to the 10
said Bank, or belong ing to any other )eIois, body or bodies politics or
corporate, or instituti..n, or institutions, he lodged and deposited with the
said Bank, the Cashier, Assistant Cashier. Manager, Clerk or servant, so
offending, and being thereof convicted in due forii of law, shall be deemed
guilty of felony. 15

Inprisonmenit XLI. Every person convicted of felony tnder this Act, shall be punished
over two .by imprisonnent at hard labour in liw Provincial Penitentiary, for anyyears to ire in
rnitentiary. term not less than two years, or by imprisonment in any other Gaol or

place of confinement for any less term thian two years, in the discretion
of the Court befbre which ie shal be convicted. 20

the.same by some lawful authority, it shall and may be lawful to and for
any person or persons whomsoever, discovering the same, to seize, and
he or they are hereby authorize and required to seize such false or
counterfeit bills of exchange, promissory notes, undertakings or orders,
and such plates, presses, or other tools, instruments or materials, and to 40
carry the same forthwith before a Justice of the Peace of the County or
District (or if more convenient, of the adjoining County or District,) iii
vhich the same shall be seized, who shall cause the same to be secured

and produced in evidence against any person or persons who shall or
may be prosecuted for any of the offences aforesaid, in some Court of 45
Justice proper fo.i the deterrination thereof, and the same, after beingso
produced in evidence, shall by order of the Court be defaced or destioyed,
or otherwise disposed of, as such Court shall direct.
