Mother and father were both help
less, and the priest washed the liitle
corpee, laid it out for burial with his
own hande, got a coffin aad made final
arrangements for the interment. “I had
to do it,” said Father O'Rielly, “The
poor creatures bad no one to help them,
and in cases like that they always look
to the priest.”
