The most precious promise io
thal covenant was, ‘ I will be a God to thee
and to thy seed afier thee,’ and ‘ If ye be
Christ's, then are ye Abraham's seed and
heirs according to the promise’ —see Gal. isi.
20. Heirs of what? Of ihe earthly
Canaan ? nay, bat ihe Reavenly. Thiok
you that God made a covensat of works,
saying, Circumcise your male offspriog,
and | will give you this land of Canaan for
sn inheritance? I tell you, nay. They
did not inberit the promise in this world,
but lived by faith, *that it might be by
grace; to the end that the promise might
be sure to all the seed; not to that ooly
which is of the law, but to that also which
is.of the faith of Abraham, who 18 ihe
father of us all, asitis writien, | have
made thee a father of many nations,” (Rom.
iv. 16, 17). Here Paul quotes a poart ol
this covenant (see Gen. xvii. §) for fesr it
might be understood to refer tv some other
promise, and this puts, the matter beyond
question or cavil, that he is speaking of the
promnisa in the covenant with Abrahaw, of
which circumeision is the seal, ihe original
seal, and which promise and covenant are
inherited by the Gentiles- as well as by the
Jews, 80 1that Abraham is the father of us
all, snd 1hereby the word of God is literaily
fulfilled, ¢ A father of many nations bave I
made thee,’ (Gen. xvii. §)

“ Aod Paul further remarke, I recogoise
this promise, ¢ 1 will be a God 1o thee,’ as
involving the most precious blessings of the
Gospel of Christ: * Ye are the 1emple of
the living God; as God hath sad, I will
dwell in them and walk in them, and I will
be their God, snd they :hall be my people”
(see 2 Cor. vi. 16), tbat is, their God as he
is not the God of other men, and they his
peuple, as other men are noi his people.
