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His Excellency was then pleàsed to close the Session with the following
Speech:

"E return you my bestthanks for the readiness with which you granted the supplies for the seve-

tal Branches of the public Service, and you niay be assured of my ca-e and attention to the proper

application of them.

"JMr. President, and Gentlemen of Éis :!csfs Couniclàt

el Jr. Speaker, and Gentlemen of the Hoùse of Jìssenbly!

"You well know how greatly the interests of the Colony nust be forwarded by the preservation

of peace, good order, and a due submission to the LaNvs; and I have the most perfect confidence, that

upon your return to your respective Districts, you wvill impress these ideas on the minds of those who

lookup to your example and are directed by your influence,"

The President of His MA2ajesty's Council, then said--
