Routes to Georgian Bay.

BOTH ARE CANAL PROPOSALS.

Dr. Sp le’s of a on Beet
Sugar Defeuted - Mr. Wallace’s Motion
for T. & G. B, 8, C. Papers Passed—

Mr. Fielding Brings Down the

y
for the Year.

Ottawa, June 18.—Yesterday's session
of the House was. not unlike a meeting
of the Toronto City Council a couple of
years ago. The two rival Georgian Bay
ship canals were given an airing, the
Toronto sch being champloned by
Mr. N. Clarke Wallace, and the Ottaw.
River project by Mr. Belcourt and Mr.
Klock. Dr. Sproule’s resolution in favor
of a bounty on beet sugar was defeated
after an interesting debate.

Bill Introduced.

Mr. Belcourt introduced a bill to
amalgamate the Ottawa, Arnprior &
Parry Sound Railway Company with the
Canada Atlantio Railway Company. The
bill was read a first time.

In reply to Mr. Taylor, Hon. Mr.
Paterson said thas ‘‘a Mr. E. 8. Bresby,”
formerly employed at Boston and Port-
1and as a railway customs officer, when
he was paid by the railway company,
nad been appointed to a similar position
in Skaguay, where he was paid $4.60 a
day by the rallway company.

In reply to a question by Mr. Foster,
asking what were the working expenses
of the Intercolonial for May and June,
1898, the Minister’ of Rallways and
Canals (Mr. Blair) gave the figures for
those months under the various heads,
showing the increased cost of the road
on account of the extension into Mont-
real.

In reply to a question by Sir Charles
Hibbert Tupper as to who tendered for
supplylng militia clothing, Hon. Dr.
Borden gave the names of the tenderers.

Toronto and-Georgian Bay Canal.

Hon. N. Clarke Wallace, in moving for
copies of all petitions, applications, cor-
respondence, charter and reports with
refcrence to the Toronto & Georgian Bay
Ship Canal Company, spoke of the im-
portance of the project. Next year will
see a depth of water of 14 feet from the
upper lakes via the Welland and St. Law-
rence Canals to the Gulf of St. Lawrence
and the Atlantio Ocean, and, in view of
the large increase in traffio, the Govern-
ment could now afford to pay some atten-
tion to other canal routes.

The motion was agreed to without
discussion.

Beet Root Sugar Industry.

Mr. T S. Sproule (Kast Grey) moved:
«“That having rogard to the large import-
ations of sugar into Canada for home
consumption, amounting to 289,670,088
pounds in the year 1808, at a cost of $4,-
868,056, and that it has been demon-
strated beyond a doubt that the cultiva-]
tion of the sugar beet in the Dominion is
not only feasible but is being success-
fully grown in many parts of. the country
at present: Therefore, in the opinion of
this House, in order to stimulate the
farmers of Canada to engage in the
growth of this valuable product and also
to encourage the -ostablishment of beet
root sugar factories, a bounty should be
offered for all beet root sugar manufao-
tured in the Dominion during the next
ten years, and that the muachinéry neoces-
sary for such plant not made in Canada
be admitted free of duty.”

The mover made a strong speech in
favor of his motion. The debate was con-
tinued by Sir Charles Tupper, Mr. Field-
ing and Hon. Sidney Fisher, who opposed
the motion.

The motion was declared lost.

After recess several private bills were
advanced a stage, and Dr. Sproule’s bill
to amend the Criminal Code, 1892, with
respect to combinations in restraint of
trade, passed through committee and was
read a third time and passed.

The House then proceeded with turther
consideration of Mr. Poupore’s motion
with reference to the Ottawa & Georgian
Bay Canal, speeches in fayor of the canal
being made by Messrs. Belcourt and
Klock and against by Dr. Sproule, who
held that the Toronto route was by far
the oheapest and best.

Mr. Casey moved the adjournment of
the debate, and the House adjourned at
11.40.

. SETTLEMENT LOOKED FOR.

Result of Mr. Sutherland’s Mission te
Montreal Makes for Peace—Meet-
ing of the Chiefs.

Ottawa, June 18.—Mr. James Suther-
land, M.P., returned to the ocapital last
evening, after having spent a day and a
half in Montreal, where he met General
Manager Hays and Sir Charles Rivers-
Wilson, president of the Grand Trunk
Railway. The chief whip of the Govern-
ment informed the two gentlemen
mentioned that the Prime Minister had
delegated to him plenipotentiary powers
in connection with Sir Wilfrid’s offer to
act as umpire between the company and
the striking trackmen. The situation was
disoussed from every point of view, and
Mr. Sutherland will receive to-day ‘the
executive of the strikers and will discuss
their side of the case. Mr. Willlam Wain-
wright, general assistant manager of the
G.T.R.. had an interview with the First
Minister last evening, and although the
negotiations have not yet culminated in
an agreement, it justifiably may be stated
that there is a strong prospeot of a settle-
ment.

Opposing Stories at Toremto,

Toronto, June 13.—Both sides tell op-
posing stories of the number of men at
work on the G.T.R. tracks, but the men
continue confident that they will win
the fight.

The earnings of the G.T.R. for the
week ending June 7 were made known
yesterday. and snow an increase of $26,-
606 over the corresponding period of last
year. All the trains were again on time
yesterday, with the exception of No. 6
from Stratford, which was 80 minutes
late.

Another special train pulled out of To-
ronto yesterday, with a party of Govern
ment engineers on board. They will
inspect the road, and see if it 1s in a’safe
condition for puhlic travel. They will
first visit the Hamilton branch, and then
the main and branch lines of western
Ontario.

This 1s about half
the usual force.

Methodist Conference Sympathizes.

Owen Sound, Ont, June 13.—Yester-
day's debate at the Methodist Conference
on the trackmen’s strike was again taken
up, and the discussion continued until
the resolution of sympathy, introduced
on Saturday, was carried with one clause
changed, but this does not change it in
effect.

Spokane, Wash., June 18, —Yesterday
the suspended British Columbia law pro-
hibiting underground miners working
more than eight hours out of 24 came
into force.

1) the Slocan theminers’ union refused
to accept a reduction of wages offerod by
the association from $3.50 to $3 for an
eight-hour shift, and every big mine is
olosed down.

The miners’ union at Nelson sprung a
complete surprise yesterday, when 1%
ordered out all its members, closing down
the Athabasca, Granite and Royal Cana-
dian mines. This leaves only the Hall
and Exchequer mines working near Nel-
son.

Milwaukee, Wis.. June 13.—A message
was received at the Wisconsin Central
offices here late last night from Stevens
Point, from Mr. Horn, the division super-
intendent of the Wisconsin Central at
that place, in which he says: ‘““At 8.456
to-night we got a message from Robert-
son of the Omaha, via Marshall, saying
that a cyclone had struck New Richmond
about 7.80, killing and wounding from
250 to 500 people. .have started a
speoial train with surgeons.’’

NO LlCENEu TO SELL.
Rt
Premier Greenway's lmpnr}’nnt State-
ment to & Prohibition Deputation.

Winnipeg, June 13.—Premier Green-
way made an unexpected announcement
yesterday afternoon. A prohibition depu-
tavion to the number of five or six hun-
dred twaited on him in' the legislative
chamber of the Parliament ' Buildings.
The speakers were: W. R. Mulock, Q.C.;
W. W. Buchanan, late editor of The
Templar, Hamilton, and Rev. Leonard
Gaetz, president of the Methodist Confer-
ence. They asked for the greatest measure
of prohibition the Government Wwas will-
ing to give.

Mr. Greenway, in reply; made a short
but important speech. He remarked that
the deputation had said they dia not
want ante-election pledges, but ho had
this to say, he had voted for prohibition,
and votes taken in this province showed
the people wanted it. When in Ottawa he
had endeavored to get concufrent legisla-
tion in connection with any action taken
by Manitoba. Failing that. Mr. Green-
way pledged that the Manitoba Govern-
ment would pass prohibitory legislation
to tho fullest extent of its power. This
means no licenses to sell. Mr. Greenway
did not mention when the law would be
passed. The House meets on Thursday.
