The United States Treasury defiecit
for the fiscal year may be over
$50,000,000, or more than twice the es-
timats made by ‘the department last
winter. Up t6 the present the deficit
amounted to $45491,303, and it is now
expected that during May and June it
will incresse nntil it will exceed
$50,000,000, unless large payments
shou!d be made under the income tax,
which depends on the action of the Su-
preme court on the petitions for a re-
hearing of the income tax csses. Even
if the court should sustain its former
decision, il is not believed that any
large amounts of money would be re-
ceived from the tax before the first of
July. Not-only has the incom: tax,
under the decision of the Supreme court,
failed the Treasury department, but the
sngar daties and the whiskey taxes
ha ve not yielded the revenue which was
expected from them. Secretary Carlisle
regards the failure of the revenues from
those sources to increase as ‘“‘anaccount-
able,” for he had thought that every in-
dicatien pointed to increasing import-
ations of sugar and increasing con-
sumption of distilled spirits. However,
in spite of the discouraging dissapoint-
ments as to the revenues, BSecretary
Cerlisle iz hopefgl that the Treasary
will get through all right until the time,
which he thinks cannot be far off,when,
with the steady ,increase in businesg
prosperity, there will be a steady and
sufficient increase in the Treasury
receipts.

Manufactured cottons have gone up
7% per cent. in price and are still on the
rise.

Rumor has it that Lord
Aberdeen has addressed a letter
on the question to Premier Green-
way. hether or not this is the
case, it is certain that a lengthy
and exhaustive letter, treating the

uestion, has been addressed to

ieutenant-Governor Schultz, of
Manitoba by Dr. Bourinot, Clerk
of the Dominion House of Com-
mons, and author of “The Consti-
tution of Canada.” With such
eminent constitutional authorities
backing up the remedial order of
the . Dominion Government, it
would certainly be an act of un-
usual temerity on the part of the
(Breenway Government to abso-
lutely disobey the order.

Dr. Bourinot's letter to Lieut-
Governor Schultz has been pub-
lished in the Montreal Gazette
and in the Mail and Empire.
From it we quote as follows:
“The whole case may then be sum
med up as follows: (1) That the
highest court’ in the Empire has
determined that certain rights and
privileges enjoyed before the lst
of May, 1890, by the Roman Cath-
olic minority of Manitoba have
been prejudicially affected by the
educational act of 1890. (2) That
the Governor-General-in-Counecil,
as & legal consequence of
that judicial determination, has
declared what seems to him “re-
quisite” as a remedy for judicially
admitted grievancesand has called
upon the “proper” provincial au-
thority to provide that remedy by
its own legislative action. (3)
That the Legislature of Manitoba
is now constitutionally bound to
decide whether it will allow the
subject matter of education, so far
as the circumstances of this case
require, to pass out of its direct
control or will, in accordance with
the letter and spirit of the consti-
tutional law, as judicially deter-
mined, adopt such remedial meas-
ures as will remove the admitted
grievances of the Roman Catholic
minority of Her Majesty’s subjects
in Manitoba. The constitutional
law in my opinion gives them full
power to deal with the whole ques-
tion in its ppesent aspect. (4)That
by such course the lfegislatum of
Manitoba will remove a difficult
question from the arena of politi-
cal and sectarian animosities, ex-
hibit their desire to do full justice
to every class irrespective ef sec-
tional or religious opinions and at
the same time give conclusive
evidence of their readiness to
submit to the deliberate judgment
of the courts, in every case as a
principle of action best calculated
to gromote in the end the security
and strength of a federal union
whose foundation rests on a writ-
ten law which must be interpre-
ted by judicial authority. (5) That
by failing to follow the course
marked out for them by the law
of the constitution they would
assume & most serious responsi-
bility, since it would involve ne-
cessarily the removal of the
subject of education from the jur-
isdjetion where it must and should
rest under ordinary conditions,
and the handing of it over in this
special case to the authority of
the Dominion Parliament, which
is to be supreme, to meet
an emergency provided for by
the constitution. (6) That the
:luestion at present demanding a

eliberate - and calm judgment
i Veri-

ment of Manitoba is not a question
of sectarian or non-sectarian
schools. Tt is a question of restor-
ing a right and a privilege of the
Roman Catholicminority which ag-
cording to the judgment of the
highest judicial tribunal, has been
improperly takenaway bythe leg-
islative authority of the province.
The constitution may be unwise
or wise in its provisions in this re-
gard, it may be the soundest
principle to place the jurisdiction
over education solely in the pro-
vineigl aygthority, without any
limiting provisions whatever, but
that is not the question now at
issne.
