One teaspqonful of flavoring ex­

tract is the proportion for one plain 
loaf of cake, and one-quarter of a 
pound of salt pork for a pint of Bos­
ton baked beans.

Canned pegrs make a delicious 
salad. Serve , them on lettuce leaves, 
with a thin mayonnaise dressing in 
which tarragon vinegar instead of 
lemon has been used.

Lf strong ammonia is poured, over i 
and it is then scrubbed well with a 
•brush and rinsed in warm water it 
will, when dried, look quite as bright 
as one could wish.

Old-fashioned mutton tallow, which 
can be perfumed with a few drops of 
essence of rose, is very healing for 
chapped hands or lips or rough skin, 
made so from high winds or frosty 
air.

A few spoonfuls of left-over maslied 
potato can be used to form a founda­
tion of rice soup. If mixed with cold 
chopped meat and rice and an egg and 
suitable seasoning, they make appetiz­
ing croquettes.

Varnished furniture should he rub- 
oed with silk occasionally, when a lit­
tle sweet oil may be used. If rubbed 
on and wiped off carefully, it will re­
move all spots and preserve the 
brightness of the veneer.

A careful laundres always uses a 
wooden spoon in preparing starch, and 
never make starch in a tin utepail. 
These precautions taken, there is no 
danger of the starch imparting rust 
spots to their clothes.

Some cooks always add a little po­
tato to the mashed turnips, while oth­
ers dredge in a little flour before sea­
soning. When the turnips are tarée 
tqey will have a more delicate 6a vo 
if the water is changed at least once 
during boiling.

The cleaning qf saucepans is vary 
imperfectly. Understood in mail ' 
houses. Each time a saucepan , L 
used it should be put over a fire, fill­
ed with.clear cold water to which l\as 
keep added a little soda. Heat this 
pour it off and scour the pan with 
soap and sand.

A simple water icing for cakes is 
made by taking two cupfuls of confec­
tioners' sugar and adding enough 
water to make a thick paste. Then 
sprinkle in a pinch of cream of tartar. 
Beat well, and if not stiff enough, add 
a little more sugar. Flavor with any 
extract.

Curtains, ottomans and sofas cov­
ered with worsteds can be cleaned 
with wheat bran, rubbed on with tlan- 
i el It is surprising how fresh and 
fright this process of cleaning will 
tender such articles if done jn the 
proper manner.

Nova Scotian Wins.
Completely Outclassed Lang, and Won

in the Sixth—Lady Constance lUch-
ardson at the Ringside, and is Much
Disappointed.
London. Feb. 21.—Bill Latig, of Aus­

tralia, was no match for Sam Lang­
ford, the Nova Scotia colored puglist, 
in a scheduled twenty round bout at 
the Olympia to-night. Langford won 
in the sixth round, when Lang was 
disqualified, but the contest could not 
have gone much longer, as Lang wqs 
almost out when he committed the 
foul. Six thousand spectators gather­
ed to witness what they expected 
would be a long and fast fight, and 
they showed great disappointment 
v.hen the contest ended so abruptly. 
After Six fierce rounds, when Lang­
ford was down, the Australian! in a 
dazed sort of way, rushed at the Nov'a 
Scotian and struck him, and imme­
diately the referee proclaimed Lang­
ford the winner.

The Australian with his natural ad­
vantages, including an extra 52 
pounds in weight, was hopelessly out­
classed by .the colored fighter, who* 
walked into him and hit him from gll 
angles and when he willed. Laps 
seemed scared to death and hik dis­
qualification was the best thing that 
could have happened, for he was so 
groggy that he was bound to have 
been put out:

The only redeeming feature of 
Lang's showing was his gameness in 
taking punishment. As early as the 
fust round Sam punched him all 
over the ring. In the second the 
negro forced the Australian info a 
neutral corner and dropped him for a 
count of nine with right and left 
swings to the jaw. Lang went down 
again for nine in the third round by 
a right to the point of the jaw. but he 
rgme back in the fourth and stood up 
and exchanged left and right swings 
with Langford at a terrific rate. At 
that period of the bout both of Lang's 
eyes were almost closed, and Lang­
ford was smiling.

The Australian took a long count 
twice in the fifth, but despite of the 
heavy punishment he had reveived he 
Carried the fight to Langford the next 
time up, and in a fast infighting rally, 
put the latter down, but this was 
more by accident than anything else. 
Lang was greatly excited and pretty 
hazy by this time, and he rushed bis 
opponent, striking him heavily before 
Langford could regain his feet.

Another "White man hope" is dis­
carded into the pugilistic scrap-heap 
and the next battle for the heavy­
weight championship of the world will 
be fought between two negroes. •

Hugh Mdntosh. who promoted last 
night's battle, will now proceed with 
his efforts to bring Jack Johnson and 
Langford together.

Many members of the nobility lost 
heavily on the fight, for they ligd 
backed Lang to win.

The most disappointed woman in 
the city to-day was Lady Constance 
Richardson, who had sent Lang a 
Japanese charm, and herself attended 
the battle in the hope of seeing her 
champion win. She had a seat close 
to the ringside with half a dozen wo­
men friends. It was the first time that 
y/onien have attended a prizefight 
here. Lady Constance “rooted" for 
•Lang all the way, as did her friends, 
out their combined efforts were unable 
to turn the fide of the battle. "Dis­
appointed, gracious, yes," said Lady 
Constance to-day. “But Hr. Lang­
ford is a magnificent boxer. He was 
too much for Mr. Laug, and the blows 
that he landed were terrible. How­
ever, I would have liked to see it a 
tight to a finish. I wast not nervous 
at all.

"Though Mr. Langford was the lift­
ier man, I don’t believe Mr. Lang 
fouled purposely. He is not that kitid 
cf a man- He was certainly nervy, 
and I feel sorry for him."
