White Flag
Ways.

Punishment Follows Its Misuse,

To many people the mere mention
of a white flag in war at once suggasts
a desire to surrender. But it is im-
portant that it shoald be more genor-
ally known that a white flag in inter-
national law possesses a signifiogance
quite different.

For an officer or soldier to display
a white flag or other token of sur-
render in the presence of the enemy is
a disgrace equivalent to showing the
white feather and the British regula-
tions make it unmistakably clear that
the offender will be tried by general
court-martial. The surrender, by an
officer charged with its defence, of
any garrison, post, guard, or position,
whether fortified or not, which even ,
a detachment may be ordered to holA,
can only be justified by the utmost
necessity.

Unless this necessity be cleariy
shown, the surrender becomes'an ast
of shame and disgrace, punishable by
death; or if the evidence is insufficient
to support such a charge the offende¥,
if an officer, is liable to be cashiered,
or if a soldier to suffer imprisonment.

The hoisting of a white flag means,
in itself, nothing more than that one
party is asking whether it will re-.
ceive a commdhication from the other.
In practice, however, the white flag, in
consequence of being improperly hoist-
ed in the course of an action by in-
dividual soldiers or small parties, hay
come to indicate surrender.

The white flag is the unlversa'lY
understood flag of truce. Great vigi-
dance is always necessary, for . the
question in every case is whether the
hoisting of the white flag was au-
thorized by the senior officer. In
consequence during the siege of Port
Arthur, in 1904, when a particular
fort hoisted a flag, the Japanese gener-
al, Baron Nogi did not immediately
cease firing on that fort; he looked
upon it merely ag a preliminary to
negotiation.

U. S. Soldiers
Teeth.

One thing among the American
soldiers and sailors must strike Eng-
lish people when they ‘see these gal«
lapt fighters, and that is the sound-
ness and general whiteness of their
teeth.

From c)nldhood the " American iz
taught to take care of his teeth: ‘He
has “tooth drill” thrice daily, and
visits his dentist every three or four
mouths, If by chance a tooth does
decay, the rot is at once arrested by
gold or platinum filling. American
dentists rarely extract a tooth. No
matter how badly decayed it may be,
they save thé molar by “crowning” it
with gold. N A

The result of all this is that our
United States cousins, besides adding
to their appearance, gain in health by
having good, clean; teeth, ang when
war came’ very few men ‘were turned
down by the American military au-’
thorities for having decayed teeth.
