Geddes on Probition
' in Unitofl_States.

LONDON, July 16—The GSvernment
to-day published an official paper em-
bodying a memorandum by Sir Auck-
land Geddes, on the effects eof pro-
hibition in the United States, with re-
ference to the claims made in the
United States of econoniic. bengms in-
creaged wages, heavier savings bank
Ceposits, ete., the memorandum 3ays:

“So many other factors-have con-
tributed te vestore economic condi-
tions since the war that it is almost
fmpoosible te ferm any estimate of
the exteat to which prohibition !as
centifbuted to this recovery or other-
wise.” .

Time Lost in
Industrial Dispuntes.

Ottawa, July 16.—The time logs due
to .industrial disputes reported to the
Department during June was less
than during either May, 1888 or June
1822,

There was in etistonee at some time
or other during the month twenty-
five disputes, involving 4,917 employ-
ees and a time loss ‘of 55,609 werking
days, as compared with 85 strikes in
May, involving 4,783 employees-and a
time loss of 65,888 working days. In
Jume, 1932, there were recorded 25
disputes Invelving 11,008 employees
with an estimated time loss of 268,402
working days.

: The time bomb .xplodod in a pas-
senger car of a train carrying Belgian |
soldiers on leave back to " Belgium
‘from the Ruhr.

_The train ‘which- was carrying $800.
men on leave, had just left Duisburg
shortly before two o’clock. The bomb
exploded .as 'the train was . erossing
the Rhine. It completely demoMshed
the cer, killing or badly wounding
overy men in it, and mortally injuring
the sentinel who was guarding the
Pridge. He was struck by a fragment
of iron. .

The wounded are being cared for in
hospitals in the vicinity of Duisburg’
Several of the wounded are not ex-
pected to live.

Since passive resistance was in-
sugurated by the Germans and the
seizure of all railroads by the French
the interurban street car lines have
been jammed day and night with pas-
sengers and freight. The service has
been more than doubled since the
occupation, the’ cars transporting
mail, merchandise and even coal.
General Degoutte’s new decree ob-
Iiges the Germans to reduce the ser-
“vice to conditions existing & year ago
and infraction of the mew order by
officials is punishable by five years in
prison and one hundred million marks
fine.

Further penalties connected with
the Duisburg affair may be enacted
within a few days, it is said in mili-
tary circles, as an outcome of General
Degoutte’s consmltation with M.
Tirard, president of the Rhineland
Commission, at Coblens.

German civilians to the number of |-

223 have been arrested at Duisburg
by the Belgiam autherities, most of
them for violation of new orders, and
a state of siege was declared after
the bomb explosion. The majority of
them were taken at sight by Belgian
patrols for being out after _ the ten
o'clock curfew. 15

The cities. and towns lurreundlng
Duisburg, including Mulheim - and
Hamibern,
Belgians of the staté of siege,  and
civilians are warned against entering
Duisburg after dark, when gll traffic
is prohibited and everything is elosed
tight.

It is announced that all villlgel
and the Reich Government ‘will have
te pay for damages done to railroads
and other property in case of future
attempts, and that the Duisburg
community and the Reich are held
responsible for indemnities which
will be exacted in behalf of the famil-
fes of the Belgian victims of the bomb
outrage.

A German was killed at Herten,
near Recklinghausen, for disregard-
ing the curfew order.

It was anmounced by the French
that Karl Radek, official Bolshevist
publicity agent, has arrived in the
Rubr from Moscow to confer with
Communists at Bochum and. other
Soviet ceatres.

Ruhr and Reparations.

Solution “of the reparations prob-
lem and the Fremch  occupation of
the Ruhr are intertwined to such an
extent that they cannot well be sep-
arated, and there is =an Increasing
wave of ‘British opinfon-that the
prospect of European recovery be-
comes more and more gloomy under
the present impasse. Judging frem
the interchange of despatches be-
tween Paris and London, signs are
not wanting that another effort may
be made‘ere long to reach a settle-
ment of the Ruhr enigma. It is to
be hoped that the Allled netions will
evolve a plan speedily for the ironing
out of the reparations and Ruhr
muddies, as the continuance of this
.long drawn out struggle is not enly

settlement of the world, and is laying
up an ever-growing store of new
ifueds and rancors to poison. the fu-
ture of the nations.

How do You
Sign Cheques ?

Caroluc Slips Tht Betray the
Forger.

How.  many men contrive special
¢heque-book signatures. full of flour-
ishes in the simple hope that forgers
will be baffied?

The fact that the slmplect uigna‘
tures are hardest to forge sounds
paradoxical, though it is true. A
plain, straightforward signature,
without flourishes, must be copied with
congiderable skill in order to -avoid
detection by keen eyes, while the one
that is scarcely decipherable, or which
is characterized by unnecessary.flour-
ishes, presents a comparatively easy
task. Vit i ;

The forger, knowing that the cus-
tomer’s signature is identified more by
the characteristic flourishes than by
the actual name, concentrates his at~-
tention on producing a perfect copy
of them; all signatures vary a little,
and a slight deviation from the ordin-
ary willk not in this case warrant an
investigation.

The forger usually lets  himself
down by & .careless slip which seems
unimportant when everything else is
perfect; a bank cashier “spotted” a
forgery recently, not by the signature,
but because he knew the customer in-
variably put the date before the name
of the month, whereas in the cheque
before him these were reversed.

A most pernicious habit, common to
many busjness men, is that of draw-
ing cheques on blank paper when
their cheque-books are not to hand.
While the banks aecept cheques drawn
in this fashion, they discourage the
practice, which opens the way to the
forger who studies his victim’s meth«
ods. \

No gheque should be drawn other-
wise than on the special cheque forms
provided for that purpose; no blank
cheques should be given to strangers;
cheque-books when not in use should
be kept under loek and key; words
and figures should be written careful-
ly and close together, and all cheques
should be cresged.
