WAR MEDAL FOR CANADIANS.

In the House of Lords receritly Earl 
Carrington asked the secretary of state 
for war whether there was any truth 
in the rumor which had been widely 
circulated that a separate war medal 
or war decoration -would be issued to 
her majesty’s colonial troops; or 
whether the colonial troops would re­
ceive the medal issued to British 
troops, and a fair proportion of all 
honuns, distinctions and rewards which 
would be granted to her majesty’s 
trooips raised in Great Britain and Ire­
land.

The Marquis of Lansdowne said there 
was no truth in the rumor that a sepa­
rate war medal or decoration was like­
ly to be bestowed on her majesty’s 
colonial troops. The colonial forces 
would, receive the South Africa medal, 
which would toe bestowed upon the 
whole of the troops, British and co­
lonial, and it would be a medal usual 
in such cases. The noble earl could 
rest assured that a fair proportion of 
all honors-, distinctions and rewards 
which might be granted tO' her ma­
jesty’s troops would fail to the colonial' 
troops who had 'behaved with such' 
credit to themselves during the present 
campaign. There could be no ques­
tion of discussing what there propor­
tion would be, but the noble earl 
might have no uneasiness on the sub­
ject. (Hear, hear.)

Lord S'trathcona thanked the noble 
marquis for his assurances, which 
would be most satisfactory toi .the 
colonies.

REBELS DEFEATED. 
Kingston, Jamaica, Aug. 14.—There 

was heavy fighting last week south of 
Cartagena, Colombia, according to 
mail advices from Colon. The rebels 
lost heavily and retreated. Letters 
from Colon say the rebels were rally­
ing, and that an attack by them was 
feared there at an early date. The 
writers describe the sufferings of the 
people as very great. One says that 
a disease resembling bubonic plague 
has developed at Panama. So many 
were killed in the last battle at Pana­
ma that some of 'the bodies had to be 
burned. y

“The Russian secret police have al­

ways been popular stock characters in 
sensational novels,” said a man who 
generally knows what he is talking 
about, "but, of course, the average 
reader has his private doubts about 
such people really existing. That, let 
me inform you, is where the average 
reader is mistaken. During the reign 
of the present Czar things have been 
pretty quiet in Russia; but before that 
time, when Nihilism was rampant and 
refugees were coming here by the 
shipload, the Imperial Government had 
a small army of spies all over the 
world to keep track of the movements 
of exiled revolutionary leaders. It 
was their business to ingratiate them­
selves with the suspects, pretend sym­
pathy with the cause, and post the 
officials as to any mischief that might 
be hatching abroad. Plenty of the ex­
citing work has gone on right under 
our noses in this very city.

“A number of years ago, to cite a 
case in point which can’t harm any­
body at present, I made the acquaint­
ance of a little Russian watchmaker 
who lived on Bourbon street and was a 
remarkably well educated and inter­
esting fellow. We meet so many well- 
educated foreigners, however, in all 
kinds of stations that I never suspect­
ed there was anything out of the com­
monplace in this man’s history until 
one day, when we were taking dinner 
together, he suddenly burst into tears. 
I was astonished, and he told me, in 
much agitation, that the day was the 
anniversary of the death of hie bro­
ther and that be had been trying in 
vain all morning to control himself. 
The brother was hanged at St. 
Petersburg for complicity in the as­
sassination of the Czar. Once the ice 
was broken, the litle man made me 
to some extent hie confidant, and I 
learned many curious things about the 
Nihilist refugees. He "was the son of a 
Russian gentleman of wealth, but, like 
most children of the upper classes, had 
been taught a trade. Consequently he 
had watchmaking to fall back on when 
•he was forced to fly with many other 
revolutionists, after the Czar was 
killed.

“However to get hack to the Secret 
Service: There were at that time ten 
or a dozen Nihilist refugees in New Or­
leans, and they used to meet regularly 
in a room on Conti street to talk thing» 
over. One day a new exile turned up 
in the person of a young man who 
claimed to have been run out of Mos­
cow' as a suspect. He was not a mem­
ber of the order, but he professed 
warm sympathy for it and was gradu­
ally accepted as a comrade toy the 
others. I used to hear a great deal 
about him from the little watchmaker, 
who was naturally generous and un­
suspicious and had been Impressed by 
his zeal and enthusiasm. That sort 
of thing went on for four or five 
month#. Then one night, my friend

the Nihilist came to me in great ex­
citement and told me the new recruit 
was a Russian spy. I couldn’t believe 
it; it sounded too melodramatic; but 
he showed me a letter that was con­
vincing. It came from a reliable cor­
respondent In Germany, Inclosed the 
fellow's photograph and gave his com­
plete record. He was a secret agent 
of some note. Luckily he hadn’t been 
taken into full confidence, so he had 
learned nothing worth telling, and, 
while the others were debating what to 
do with him he suddenly took the 
alarm and decamped between suns. 
Had he remained, he would undoubt­
edly have met with an accident, and 
I suppose I would have been an acces­
sory before the fact. That was one 
case that came under my personal ob­
servation. On another occasion a Rus­
sian spy came here to locate a couple 
of Nihilists who had been journalists 
in St. Petersburg. He found one of 
them working in a shoe shop, disclosed 
his identity frankly and told the 
refugee to be perfectly tranquil. He 
said he was sending in fake reports to 
the government simply to get ex­
pense money, and proposed that they 
work up a big Nihilist scare and 
divide what they could squeeze out 
of the secret service bureau. The 
proposition was politely declined. I 
saw the fellow’s papers and credentials 
myself; they were undoubtedly genu­
ine.

“The expense of maintaining such a 
service must have been enormous, and, 
since New Orleans was so closely 
watched, one can imagine the elaborate 
espionage that was no doubt main­
tained in some of the northern cities 
which have large Russian colonies. 
There were very few traitors among 
the Nihilists themselves, and during 
my acquaintance with the local group 
I knew of but one Instance of that 
kind. It had a most dramatic de­
nouement. A man who had be­
trayed several of his comrades In 
Russia came to this country for 
safety, and, if I remember rightly, 
first settled in Mobile, His presence 
was known to the brotherhood, which 
simply ignored him, and, as a matter 
of fact, he was in no danger whatever, 
but the villain was tormented by the 
fear of retribution and the idea final­
ly developed into an absolute mania. 
He left Mobile and went from one place 
to another, occasionally appealing to 
the police for protection and finally 
landed at Galveston. I heard of the 
case through the newspapers and 
asked my friend confidentially whether 
the man was really apt to be molested.

j afford to get into trouble over him, and, 
besides, we feel safe In leaving him 
to his conscience.’ As events proved 
they were quiet right. The badgered, 
phantom-haunted wretch crept into 
the corner of a vacant lot and shot him­
self through the heart. So you see 
•there is a good deal of unsuspected 
drama and tragedy beneath the 
prosaic surface of everyday life, and 
if we knew only a fraction of what is 
going on all around us I dare say wo 
would lose our taste for the theater 
and the novel. I speak somewhat freely 
of these experiences because my little 
friend the watchmaker has heen dead 
these half a dozen years, poor fellow, 
and I doubt whether a single one of 
his old companions in misfortune Is 
still living in New Orleans."
