NEW ENGLISH KING
RIDES IN ROTTEN ROW

King George Joins the Morning
Parade in Hyde Park.

London, July 12.—The bridle path in
Rotten Row, Hyde Park, is never so
filled with horsemen and horsewomen
in the early hours of the morning as is
New York's Central Park. The “liver
brigade,” as the riders are called, has
diminished steadily since the automo-
bile became popular. King George ap-
parently intends to revive the popular-
ity of the early morning gallop in Rot-
ten Row.

His doctors have recommended
horseback exercise for him, and he ap-
peared the other morning in the Row
among the riders for the first time. He
was accompanied by Earl Carrington,
one of his equerries. It is understood
he will ride every morning while he is
in town, and that he will be accompan-
ied usually by one or two of his chil-
dren.

The day he first rode .out he was
mounted on a spirited black horse,
which he brought from India. He wore
a black derby hat, black coat, black
breeches and patent leather boots,
without a spur. All the riders recog-
nized him and salutead him as he gal-
loped past.

He rode for an hour, when, his horse
being covered with sweat, he returned
to Marlborough House. It is said that
this is the first time a sovereign of
England has ridden In Rotten Row in
a century. King Edward never rode in
the Row. He was too stout.

The latest flgures on the American
League batters show that the struggle
for superiority in this important depart-
ment has levelled down to a great race
between Larry Lajoie, of the Naps, and
Ty Cobb, of Detroit, last year’s cham-
pion. Just at present Lajole is hitting
.403, which pace he has maintained from
the start of the season. It is a wonder-

ful average for a man facing the crack
slab artists in Johnson’s circuit day in
and day out, but Larry has done it be-
fore, and so far has shown no signs of
weakening.

Cobb Coming Ahead.

Cobly started slow, but spurred by the
thought that someone was leading him he
has steadily climbed in the percentage,
and is hitting now for .379. Both La-
joie’s and Cobb’s figures are away ahead
of any hitter in the National, and it
looks now as if the automobile offered
for the premier batsman of both Reagues
would go either to the wonderful French-
man or the sensational Georgian.

One of the surprises of the league in
the hitting line is the work shown by
Schmidt, the Detroit catcher. For three
yvears Jennings has kept him in Detroit
against all protests, and this year the
little German is trying hard to vindicate
Hughey’'s judgment. He has played in
25 games and is hitting .340, Matty Mc-
Intvre is down in the list with .228. In
club hitting Detroit and Philadelphia are
tled with a team average of .264.

LITTLE BRANDS JACK
WITHRENO FRAME.UP

Claims Johnson Agreed to Let
Fight Go Seven Rounds
to Sell Pictures.

DETAILS KETCHEL MILL

Blows and Falls Before Battle.

Chicago, July 11.—That Jack John-
son framed it up with the moving pic-
ture interests to allow the big fight at
Reno to go at least seven rounds was
the startling statement issued by
eorge Little, Johnson’s ex-manager,
last evening among other disclosures
with which he attempted to make good
his promise to come back at Johnson
with tales that would astound the
fight public. Likewise he related at
the same time a detailed story of a
frame-up between all concerned in the
Johnson-Ketchel fight, even telling of
rehearsals of the various blows which

were to be struck.

“Johnson was compelled to agree
that the fight at Reno would last seven
rounds,” related Little, “in order to be
able to sell his interest in the films,
He told me himself that he had made
this compact with the picture interests.

“He talked it over with me and
wanted me to agree to it, but I told
him that it wasn’t right to fake this
big fight in any way, and I would have
nothing to do with it.”

TELLS “FRAME-UP” STORY.

Little followed up this disclosure by
repeating his assertion, which had
been denied by Johnson during the
day, that the KXKetchel-Johnson fight
was a frame-up, and declared further
that he had been present at the *‘fix-
ing” of the Johnson-Kaufman fight.
Little said he was in the room when
the Ketchel arrangements were made,
and that he was later present when
the two fighters rehearsed the “knock-
out,” that they might not make any
slip before the public.

“To show you that my story is true.,”
said Little, “I'll give you the details
of that Ketchel frame-up. First John-
son was to get 10 per cent. of the
gross receipts of the fight as the cham-
pion. The rest was to be divided 60
per cent for a purse and 40 for the
promoter, Coffroth. The purse was
then to be divided 65 and 30 between
the fighters.

Says Boxers “Fixed” Go and Rehearsed :

LIFE IN THE ARMY .
IS NOT ENTICING

Serib,us Shortage of Officers Is
Felt Throughoqi Great
Britain.

London, July 12.—The army council
is being severely criticised for letting
down the bars at Sandhurst and Wool-
wich in order to reliewe the serious
shortage of officers in the army.

The entrance examinations have gen-
erally been so severe that only about
15 per cert of the candldates succeed-
ed in gettmg in. For some time past,
however, it has been public knowl-
edge that a commission in the Kng-
lish army was vecoming daily more
unattractive to the youth of idngiand,
and the shortage of oflicers becaine a
gerious question. The army council
admitted between two and three hun-
dred candidates to Sandhurst and
Woolwich this year withoui competie
tion examinations of any kind.

Openings for Young Men,

One of the high officials in English
army circles, after severely criticising
this action of the council, gives sev-
eral reasons for the army’s unpopular-
ity. “First of all,” he said, “the open-
ings in life for young men of good
breeding have been greatly multiplied
In the last twenty years. A career
which formerly would not have been
entertained for one mwment for their
sons I8 now eagerly welcomed by
modern parents. 'The professions
which social caste formerly prescribed
for gentlemen were few; they have
now become many, and mainly because
the chief demand is tor money. ‘Life
is more expensive, and the wings of
commerce alone can support it. It is
the commercial life, in one of its mul-
titudinous phases, which the majority
of the well-born and moderately edu-
cated are now compelled and are will-
ing to live.

Remuneration Is Small.

“While the cost of living has gone
up and the number of rival professions
has greatly increased, the remunera-
tion offered by the army remains small.

“They acted mighty queerly 4n lots
of ways and two days before the fight
Britt, Coffroth and Johnson held a
meeting in Coffroth’s office.

TO MAKE “PICTURE FIGHT.”

“Ketchel was not present at this
session and I was not invited, but I
later went in. Johnson then explained
to me what was on tap and they con-
tinued their arrangements. They had
decided that the fight was not worth
while, except as a picture engagement.
Therefore they had agreed to let the
affair go twelve rounds and end with
a double knockdown.

“Even the last night before the
fight there was a conference of all
concerned and at that tiem the terms
of division were changed so that there
{s probably not one person on the out-
side knows just how the purse was
split. Just all that was arranged in
the final conference I nor any one else
on the outside know.”

“This was to be the detall of the
twelfth round. Ketchel was to hit John-
son behind the ear with his glove, ten
seconds after the opening of the twelfth.
Johnson was to go down, turn over to-
ward the picture machine, in the oppo-
site corner, and arise with a look of
agony on hig face. Then he was to
knock Ketchel down and out.

“That night Coffroth came around in
an automobile to our hotel and took
Johnson and myself to Britt’s home so
that the round might be rehearsed. Ket-
chel was there and we gathered rugs and
pillows for the men to fall on. Britt and
Johnson then struck the attitudes that
were to be taken for the pictures.

SAYS JOHNSON REHEARSED FALL

“Johnson practiced his fall, and he had
a great deal of trouble in establishing
that look of agony. If you will examine
the fight pictures closely you will observe
even there that he forgot, and that a
part of that expression ¢f pain was a
smile.

“Ketchel told them that he had never
faked a fight before, and did not know
how. He told Johnson that he had bet-
ter hit him hard enough to knock him
out, as he could stand the blow and
did not believe that he would be able to
lie on the floor and fake a knockout
otherwise.

“So Johnson did hit him hard in the
fight and knocked some teeth out, but at
that Ketchel was little more than stun-
ned, and could have gotten up at almost
any one of the ten seconds and continued
the fight.

“I got back my $5,000 which I had put
up as the side bet, and we were to leave
.1 $2,500 in Coffroth’s hands at the #ime of
the settlement for a return engagement
with Ketchel, as the price of the frame-
up, but at the last minute Johnson re-
fused to leave the money with Coffroth.

“The morning ‘after the frame-up
Johnson told some friends just how the
fight was going—I can get affidavits to
this effect—and advised them to bet
money that way.

CLAIMS KAUFMAN GO FAKE.

o] ikewise, the Kaufman fight was fix-
ed, from first to last. In the first place
Kaufman never was to know his share
of the purse, as that would be fixed
right in the gate receipts. It was to be
a ten-round, no decision fight, and they
framed it up to have no knockout. In
the room at the time of this agreement
were Johnson, Kaufman, Coffroth, Kauf-
man’s manager, and myself,

“But neither of the fighters would trust
the other. So they agreed that if either
planted a knockout blow, the one who
landed this blow was to get nothing of
the purse and was to forfeit his $2,500,
which had been put up as a side bet by
each. Then the fellow who was knocked
out was to receive everything.

“In this fight I had to prompt Johnson
in the ring. Kaufman landed one terrific
blow, by mistake. Johnson got mad and
called Kaufman a vile name, and I was
afraid that he was going to lose his head
and knock him out, so I whispered to
him to remember the agreement.”

The black champion said that no train-
er had ever struck a child in his pres-
ence, as was told by Little, and as to
the fighting incident, he expressed him-
self as willing to take up Little’s bet of
$500 that he would not meet him in a
pistol duel and was ready to fight him
with any weapons the ex-manager might
choose. o

SERVICE IN ESPERANTG

The Hymns in the ‘Universal
guage” Lost No Dignity.
London, July 12. — A full church
service in Esperanto was held in St.
Clement Danes Church, Strand, re-
cently. The entire service was con-
ducted in Esperanto by the Rev. J. C.
Rust, of Cambridge, the majority of
the congregation consisting of those
who took part in the demonstration ot
British ISsperantists at the Japan-
British Exhibition on Saturday.

The service and hymns  in
“universal language’” lost *none
their dignity of beauty. Mr. Rust
preached in Esperanto, and it was
possible for the uninitiated to under-
stand much of what he said, and of
the service generally.

An example of this is found in
Creed, a part of which is given
low:

“Mi kredal: je la Sankta Spiritok la
Sankta Katolika Eklezio; la inter-
kunigo de Sanktuloj; la pardono de
pokoj: la ravivigo de la koropo; kaj
la vive eterna. Amen.”

“Amen” may be taken as
perantic word, since 1t s
nearly every country.
