A second agreement was entered into 
subsequently, under which the Dominion 
was to pay $1,600,000 for the whole com­
pleted line, from which purchase priæ 
was to be deducted a sum estimated at 
$65,795 for additional expenditure on the 
line leaving a net outlay by thd Domin­
ion 'of $1,534,205.

Using the former calculations as to 
estimated cost of building properly, and 
deduction of subsidies, this should repre­
sent, roughly, a profit $060,000, which 
you, dear readers, will have the pleasure

How do 
you like the idea of selling your vote to 
a man who has filched the money to pay 
for it from your own pocket- Before 
leaving this part of the story, let me call 
attention to two or three more interest­
ing facts in connection with it.

Before the present government came 
into power, Mr. Greenshields himself 
obtained for a cash consideration of 
$24,000 and a promise of his help as pro­
moter, nearly one-third of the company’s 
stock, so that under the first contract he 
would have netted a profit of more than 
$400,000 on an investment of $24,000, 
and even under the present agreement 
his personal profit up^u that investment 
will be $240,000, which yon, dear reader, 
will pay.

Again: The government leased this 
road as an experiment, made avowedly 
for the purpose of showing to parliament 
what its earnings would be, so as to jus­
tify the contemplated expenditure, but 
having done that, Mr. Blair now refuses 
to produce a statement of these earn­
ings, on the ground that what he under­
took to do was impossible. Half a dozen 
men have shown by comparison with the 
operations of other railway companies 
that it is possible to record the earnings 
of a section of a line, and that therefore 
Mr. Blair’s statement is contrary to fact, 
and that they are justified in believing 
that a record of these earnings could be 
obtained by him if he chose to produce it.

That Mr. Greenshieids’ name appeared 
upon checks and promissory notes for 
very large amounts, used in the pur­
chase of La Patrie newspaper for Mr.
Tarte’s sons is not denied, but Mr.
Tarte says that the money paid ($30,000) 
for this newspaper for the Tartelets was 
contributed by certain political friends, 
whose names he refuses to give, and 
that no person connected with the Drum­
mond County railway paid any portion 
of it- It is beyond all question that 
Mr. Tarte has already made two abso­
lutely contradictory statements about 
the payment of this money. He will not 
himself maintain that both were true.
Still we must, I suppose, accept his 
word again until he contradicts himself.
Finally, as an index to the real amount 
of business and value of this 90 miles 
<ft Drummond County railway, it was 
shown that during the last three or four 
years of its existence, one first-class car 
and one second-class car were found 
ample for its passenger traffic !

As far as the subject matter of the 
lease is concerned, it may be divided into 
three heads:

1. A lease of terminal facilities at 
Montreal, of-which the leesees are to 
have a joint user with the Grand Trunk, 
on payment of a rental of $62,500 per 
annum. The rental has been computed 
upon a basis of 5 per cent, upon the cost 
of construction, of whim the government 
is to pay one-half. There are at least 
two objections to this. First, we can 
borrow money at 2% per cent, and build 
for ourselves at this rate, and therefore 
should not pay at the rate of 5 per cent.; 
and secondly that though we are to pay 
one-half we only use one twenty-second 
part of that for which we pay, as shown 
by the fact that so far as the working 
had done under the terms of the contract 
for two months, 99,107 Grand Trunk 
cars had used the terminals to 4,381 cars 
of the Intercolonial- In the use of the 
Victoria bridge the government is to 
pay $40,000 per annum, and as I can 
find one member of the opposition who 
considered that to be a fair if high 
rental, I will not discuss this part of the 
lease further than to refer to this ex­
pressed opinion of an opposition member 
as an instance of the extraordinary lib­
eral and kindly spirit of the opposition’s 
criticisms.

Arrangements have been completed by 
Collector Milne for the bonding of duti­
able goods through from Victoria to 
Dawson City via Skagway and Lake 
Bennett. This has been made possible 
through the White Pass & Yukon Rail­
way Company and the Canadian Devel­
opment Company putting up bonds and 
becoming what are known as bonded 
carriers. Men having dutiable goods to 
ship can, after securing the necessary 
papers, place them on the steamers run­
ning from Victoria to Skagway. 
the latter point they will be transferred 
to the cars of the White Pass railway 
under the supervision of Mr. E. S. Bus­
by, the Canadian customs officer station­
ed there, and an American officer. The 
railway company will take the goods 
through to Bennett, guaranteeing the 
governments of Canada and the United 
States that the bulk will not be broken 
in transit and thus saving the shipper the 
expense of a convoy. The duty may be 
paid at Bennett if the shipper so de­
sires and the goods sent down the river 
on any of the steamers running from 
.here, but if he does not wish to nay 
the duty until Dawson is reached they 
must be taken by a bonded carrier, of 
which there is but one up to the present, 
the Canadian Development Company, or 
accompanied by a convoy at the ship­
per s expense. Goods can be 
through in bond to Atlin in the 
way.

There will be three officers at Bennett 
to attend to the transferring of the 
goods at that point and the officer at 
White Horse, Mr. Charles Grant, 
has recently been transferred to the 
jurisdiction of Collector Milne, will see 
that the goods are taken around the 
rapids without bulk being broken.

Ottawa, May 29.—I think that the 
house has now pretty thoroughly thresh­
ed out the question of the Drummond 
County railway deal, and the agreement 
with the Grand Trunk Railway Com­
pany, as far as these matters can be 
threshed out, with such details before 
it as the government of the day has 
chosen to submit.

That these details have not been as 
full and complete as they ought to have 
been is one more serious cause for com­
plaint against Sir Wilfrid Laurier’s gov­
ernment, and one more justification for 
the suspicions entertained of fraud and 
corruption in connection with these two 
transactions.

Since I last wrote upon the Drummond 
County railway deal we have had 
speeches upon it from Mr. Haggart, the 
ex-minister of railways, from Mr. Bor- 
don. Mr. Powell, Mr. McLennan, and a 
summing up by Sir Charles Tupper.

Haggart dealt with the matter as one 
having the same insight into the work­
ings of the department as the present 
minister: Borden reasoned closely, and 

one, who having served upon the 
special committee in ’98 had the facts 
at has finger’s ends; Mr. Powell present­
ed the ease possibly with more force 
and lucidity than it has ever yet been 
presented, and Mr. McLennan could af­
ford to dispense with the graces of an 
orator, being possessed of an experience 
and knowledge of railway building, un­
equalled in the house. He is himself a 
railway contractor.

No stronger arguments could well have 
been presented than these gentlemen 
presented: no combination of careful in­
vestigation, and expert knowledge could 
well have made a stronger claim on the 
consideration of leaders of the govern­
ment but this claim was entirely disre­
garded.

Relying complacently upon the brute 
majority at their back the ministers paid 
no heed to the opposition: refused to give 
them the information which they requir­
ed: and in the case of the minister most 
concerned, even forgot the common 
courtesies of the house, so far, that Sir 
Charles Tapper had to call for a present­
ation of the better end of Mr. Blair, and 
to lodge a protest against what he called 
the stern front shown by the govern­
ment.

Our leader might well complain rhat 
in transactions of such magnitude as 
these one short half hour was all that 
the gentlemen on the treasury benches 
seemed to consider necessary to explain, 
and defend their course, before the 
country.

As these letters are purposely written, 
in an extremely condensed form, so as 
to convey an accurate outline at any 
rate of the principal questions before 
the house to a general public, which 
might not have time to read a more de­
tailed account of them, 1 shall be oblig­
ed to omit a vast amount of detail con­
nected with the two complicated trans­
actions under consideration, but if after 
reading what I propose to write, any 

of my readers should take enough 
interest in the expenditure of public 
money to care for fuller information, he 
cannot do better than read the extremely 
clear statement of the case, contained in 
Mr. Powell’s speech, in the Hansard for 
May 25, 1899.

Here, then, are the bare bones of Lhe 
two stories:

The Drummond County railway con­
sists of two portions: the old portion is 
91 miles in length: the new one is 43 
miles in length. I omit fractions. In 
aid of the old portion the government 
paid a subsidy of $650,000. I omit hun­
dreds. The old portion was completed 
in 1894.

The Drummond County .railway m 
1894 became indebted to the extent of 
$178,000 to the Eastern Townships 
Bank, of which Mr. Farwell was the 
manager, and with a view to effecting a 
sale, gave him an option on the road, at 
$500,000. No sale was made. At the 
end of 1894 the company gave him a bet­
ter option, at $400,000. Even *it that 
price no sale could be effected. Bear in 
.mind that these facts relate to the old 
portion, which was built as a lumber 
road, through a sparsely inhabited dis- 
.tract, and was all the road which vas 
completed up to that date. This road 
never paid its way.

i In consequence of the bad service on 
•the Grand Trunk railway between Levis 
and Montreal Mr. Haggart, minister of 
•railways in 1894, turned his attention to 
•the extension of tbe Intercolonial -ail- 
way to Montreal. The Drummond Coun­
ty railway was offered to Mr. Haggart, 
and refused by him.

’In 1897 the Hon. Mr. Blair, then .nin- 
.later of railways, entered into negotia­
tions with Mr. Greenshields. president 
of the Drummond County railway (who
