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ÆSïïkcost of text booka
meeting of School Trustees held on 
Wednesday. The secretary of the Na­
naimo School Board sent a letter to Lha 
Board hgre urging co-operation in re­
questing toe provincial government to 
print and publish the necessary ten 
books. In the discussion which follow­
ed two questions were confused wli-h 
ought to be kept carefully distinct from 
one another, in order to arrive at a pro­
per understanding on the matter. The 
one is-the actual cost of the text books, 
and the other the persons who should 
pay for them.. As. to the actual cost of 
toe text books now in use, it is as low 
as could possibly be contrived, aud much 
lower than if the provincial government 
undertook the business of publishing *j 
similar series. Any person who argues 
that the provincial government could 
compete with Messrs. Gage & Co. or 
Messrs. Copp, Clark & Co., of Toronto,

-in the publication of a series of text 
books, entirely overlooks the conditions 
under which the material is produced, 
and the economy of production which a 
ten times greater market renders possi­
ble. .The actual flat cost of production 
and distribution to thé provincial gov­
ernment, would foe very much greater 
than the flat cost of production and dis­
tribution plus the publishers’ and re­
tailers’ profits under the present sys­
tem. If it is desired to shift the bur­
den of that cost from the parents? 
shoulders to those of the ratepayer or 
taxpayer, let toe people who advocate 
that, say so; and say so directly. Why 
should scheipes be advocated whose 
adopfioiVWOtrtif unquestionably increase 
the burden; whether it shifted it or not?
The total cost for compulsory text books 
during a child’s first four years 
school life is $1140 pins 90 cents for copy 
books, or $2130 in all. The last two 
years cost $3!70 for text books and 60 
cents for copybooks, or $4.30 in all. The- 
total cost thus figures up at $6.60. A 
similar sérié» Could not he produced 
more cheaply then at present, aud the 
series now in use could not be distribut­
ed more cheaply than at present.

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CHARLTON ON THE TARIFF.

Mr. Charlton’s widely heralded speech 
ou reciprocity in trade with the United 
States was a strong utterance, temper­
ate in tone, but convincing in the array 
of figgrèa which he marshaled to show 
that, in business dealings with our 
cousins to the south, this country does 
not get fair play. There was a touch of 
bitterness in his mournful acknowledg­
ment that for many years he had be­
lieved the Americans would be amen­
able to reason, but that stern experience 
had compelled him to change his mind. 
The remedy which he proposes is the im­
position of sucu a tariff as would amount 
practically to a declaration of non-in- 
terconrse. This sounds very heroic, but 
unfortunately Mr. Charlton modified it 
greatly by his suggestion that such a 
tariff would be primarily a weapon with 
which to secure reciprocity, in natural 
products. Such a trade theory may be 
economically sound, but it would be re- 

. ceived more readily if the term “natural 
products” did not include logs, in which 
Mr. Charlton is largely interested. Give 
him a free market in these, and he seems 
to care little what becomes of Canadian 
Manufactures. Canadians will be almost 
unanimous in agreeing that he has stated 
Pur grievance clearly and forcibly. There 
will be a divergence of opinion’ as to the 
•worth of his proposed remedy. But his 
aindifrlÿing argument is sound. We can- 
mot make any advantageous trade treaty

It requires explanation for 
those who object to the monopoly of the 
word “American” by toe United States 
and the designation "American” toy the 
.citizens df tuât country. Certainly, Can­
ada is a portion of the American ccnitin- 
■ent, and Canadians are just as fully en- 
t’tied to toe called Americans as the citi­
zens of the United States. But usage 
is gradually confining the word to the 
latter people, tooth among them, our­
selves, and the outside world. And 
usage, not derivation nor propriety, de­
termines nomenclature. This usage has 
arisen largely from the want of any dis­
tinctive epithet to apply to citizens of the 
United States which is not unwieldly 
and cumbersome. Let them have the 
term; ‘'Canadian” is good enough for us 
It is better for us to give up our right 
in it, than to insist on our vested inter­
est in a name not distinctly expressive of 
our own independent national existence, 
if we take the Canadian press from the 
Atlantic to the Pacific, its prevailing 
tone is intense and aggressive national 
spirit, withiq the limits of fervent loy­
alty to the Empire as toe larger whole of 
which we constitute a part. This con­
ception of toe British Empire is an idea 
which is gradually becoming defined and
