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Business For
The Politicans

Three By-Elections Will Be Held
Within the  Next  Three
Weeks.

North Nanamio .Seolid For Mc-
Innis--Patterson and|Semlin
to Run.

The next three 'weeks will' be busy
ones with provincial politicians, as by-
elections will be held in North Victoria,
North Nanaimo and West Yale. .

In North Nanaimo the nomination is
fixed for Thursday, December 11, and
the polling on the Monday following,
December 15. So far no one has come
forward to oppose the Hon. W. W. B.
McInnes and the consensus of the press
of the distriet is that he will be elected
by acclamation. The Ladysmith Leader,
speaking of Mr. McInnes’ candidature,
says: -

“The people of North Nanaimo know
well how valuable a member Hon. Mr.
McInnes has been; his services to ‘that
constituency have been many and great.
{He has been no sleeping member, no
mere nonentity in the provincial assem-
bly, but he has ever striven to keep the
interests of North Nanaimo well to the
fore; and he has sueceeded to admir-
ation. It is no more than his due that
‘he should be returned to that House
with a majority that will show hbdw
much the electors -of North Nanaimo
appreciate his services to the constitu-
ency, and the country in general.”

The Nanaimo Free Press says:

“For the past three years the province
of British Columbia has been extremely
unfortunate from the standpoint of not
having a stable government. There have
been many changes and somehow or
other there was mnothing offered that
really called for support from the citi-
zens who were anxious to see the prov-
ince advance and take a stand in a
place to which it is justly entitled.

“At last, it appears, that the law-
makers of the province have awakened
to a realization of the fact that they
are not sent to parliament to squabble
and air their personai grievances. When
the late Premier resigned he made the
wisest move he made throughout his
political career. In recommending a
successor he showed a wisdom that did
not mark his career as Premier.

“As a business man Colonel E. G.
Prior has shown a sagacity that is rare.
That same sagacity has already been
displayed in the selection of lieutenants
to assist him in the carrying out of the
policy of the government. In fact, no
stronger set of ministers could have been
chosen than those that now surround
the new Premier,

‘“Nanaimo has cause to be grateful in
the selection of the mnew .cabinet, inas-
much as the Hon. W. W. B. McInnes,
has been picked out to take an import-
ant portfolio—that of Provincial Secre-
tary. Those who have closely watched
the career of the Hon. W. W. B. Mec-
Irens, long since recognized the fact
that his ability was bound to land him
at ‘the top, so far as polities in British
‘Columbia is concerned.

“An old saying runs something like
this: ‘A prophet is not without honor
except in his own country.’

“It is for that very reason that many
things have been said about Hon. W.
\Vi B. Mclnnes that facts will not bear
ouat. :

**As a politician, Mr. McInnes has few
eguals in the province. As a man
who will always work for the interests
of his constituents he has no superior
in the Dominion. Those who have
wiatched his career closely know the
above statement to be. apsolutely cor-
rect. Mr. McInnes might have had a
portfolio long ago., His foresight was
such that he was satisfied ;that he could
not accept a place with a government
that would not be a stable one. When
such a government was formed he was
prevailed upon to take an important
place in the cabinet. )

“It is hardly probable that he will
have any opposition this time. Indica-
tions are that he will be re-elected by
acclamation.”

The Nanaimo Herald, formerly a
strong opponent of the government, has
this to_say of Mr. MecInnes’ chances:

“The local situation regarding politics
has not changed much since yesterday.
Mr. McInnes came up on the noon train
as predicted, and went out to Welling-
ton, where an active campaign was
‘;;ened in l:lls igterests. He visitedd “;Jel-

“4#ocialists have decided u0t to rum a
man, which is a sign of great weakness
on their part,” for no one would expect
a Socialist to be elected, and therefore
defeat would not discredit them. The
decision not to put a candidate in the
field is taken to mean that they do not
care to enter into a campaign discussion
on the merits of their position.”

NIORTH VICTORIA.

In North Viectoria there is likely to be
an interesting campaign. ‘The nomina-
tion takes place on Saturday, December
13, and the polling on Tuesday, Decem-
ber 23. The candidates who have an-
nounced themselves so far are H. L.
Robertson, of Moresby Island, who sup-
ports the government, and T. W. Pat-
terson, formerly manager of the Vie-
toria & Sidney railway, whe has not
declared himself in opposition to the
government, but intimates that he will
await an announcement of policy before
committing himself to either govern-
ment or opposition.

WEST YALE.

It is announced from Ashcroft that C.
‘A. Semlin, ex<-Premier, has declared his
intention of running in opposition to the
government. Thus far no government
candidate has been brought forward.

AN UNHOLY ALLIANCE.

Nanaimo, Dec. 3.—(Special.)—Richard
McBride, opposition leader, arrived from
the Mainland this evening and was met
by J. H. Hawthornthwaite, M. P. P.,
with whom he dined. Immediately after
dinper the pair started for Northfield,
their apparent intention being to prevail
upon some one to come out and oppose
Mr. McInnes. }

It is a great surprise to friends of
Mr. McBride here to find that he is cast-
ing his lot with the so0-called Socialists,
and trying to develop opposition in that
quarter. Hawthornthwaite is a pro-
nounced Socialist, but has few supporters
in this city or the outlying.districts, all
the business men being opposed to doe-
trines that tend to retard the develop-
ment of the country.

The Council went into committee of
the whole on Alderman Barnard’'s Sew-
er Rental By-law. The by-law was put
through its concluding stages and pass-
ed. Tt will be submited to a vote of the
people on December 19. .

BEAR'S ROUGH TRIP,

e

U. S Revenue thter . lDamaged in
Fierce Storm.

Port Townsend, Wash.,, Dec. . 2.—
(Special.)—The -cutter Bear returned this
morning from Nome wvia Dutch harbor.
iShe had been engaged during the sum-
mer in transporting reindeer from Si-
beria to Alaska, inspecting mission
schools, and patrolling seal rookeries.
The reindeer herds are increasing rapid-
ly, and now numbg about ten thousand.
The Bear sailed from Unalaska Novem*
ber 22. On the 24th 400 miles sbuth-
west of Unimak pass, a tefrific westerly
gale caused the vessel to lheave to for
39 hours. Seas broke Yepeatedly over
the cutter, smashing deck houses, flood-
ing the pilot house and forecastle. Every-
thing moveable on deck was washed
overboard. On Saturday night off the
north end of Vancouver Island the Bear
encountered ‘a storm of hurricane force
from the southwest. This is the gale
which attaifed a velocity of 60 miles an
hour at Tatoosh.
The Bear meither saw nor heard any-
thing of the General Siglin, and brings
no additional tidings of the overdue
steamer Dawson City. OCaptain Tuttle
! that if
either of the vessels was caught in the
gale of the 24th their fate is sealed; for
despite her sturdy build and ackpowl-
edged seaworthiness demonstrated in 14
years amo-«g the Arctic storms and ice-
bergs, the Bear narrowly escaped going
to the bottom while hove to and oil was
distributed to calm the adjacent waters.
The steamer Homeér was at Dutch
harbor on the 22nd, and the mail steam-
er Shelikof was seven days overdue at
Dutch harbor when the Bear left.

Stormy Winds
Delay Shipping

Gale Causes 8t;=a’mer_s to Wait
in Port—Kenilworth’s Fast
Run.

Amphion Follows Flagship to
Southern Waters— 8ylfyd
Chartered.

The storm signals, the cone by day and
the red light by night, were shown by
the meteorologists trem the post office
building yesterday, for another gale rag-
ed outside last night, and H. M. 8.
Amphion which went to sea yesterday
afternoon will doubtless be met with its
full force. On Tuesday night the gale
blew at the rate of 40 miles an hour,
and during the early morning hours yes-
terday the wind attained a velocity at
times of 50 miles an hour. Reports from
the Cape state that storm raged heavily
there from the southeast, with a tre-
mendous sea. The steamer Queen City,
which was to have sailed at 11 p. m.
for Ahousett and way ports on the
Coast, remained in port until 7 o’clock
yesterday morning, and the steamer
Charmer did not start her trip to Van-
couver until the same time, both vesse.s
awaiting the abatement of the gale be-
fore venturing out. The Japanese seal-
ing schooner Siefu Maru, which left port
about ten days ago for Hakodate, is
still at ‘San Juan, sheltering from the
gales, having put in there on account
of a heavy southeast gale, and as the
storms continued, she has remained
there waiting for better weather.
As_a strange coincidence, one of the
heaviest gales of last winter occurred on
the same day last year as that of yes-
terday—the Condor and Matteawan both
beiug lost in that storm. Another heavy
gale blew on December 25-6, duricg
which three sailing vessels in the Royal
TRoads, the Béhijamin F. Packard,
Bankburn and Santa Clara all dragged
their anchors. The Santa Clara went
ashore on Trial island, and an action
arising out of this case was commenced
in the local courts yesterday, and is
likely to continue for some days.

A ROUGH PASSAGE.

‘Sailing Vessel at San Francisco Had
Trying Voyage.

Cyclones, thunderbolts and icebergs
were features of the passage of the
British ship Afon Alaw, which ~has
reached San Francisco from Swansea
with 3,115 tons of Welsh coal. Cardiff
was left on June 24; and fair progress
was made without incident until the ship
was off the River Plata, when a -fearful
cyclone pounced upon her. The cap-
tain thinks it might have been called
a pampero by some navigators, but what-
ever ‘it ‘was, he gives it the prize for
extreme violence. The storm was cir-
cular in motion, apparently coming from
every direction, and when it seemed to
have got in working order thunder and
lightning were added to make it com-
plete, Lightning struck the foreroyal
mast and tore two big splinters from
the truck, and the tremendous sea that
was kicked up shifted the Afon Alaw’s
cargo to leeward, giving the ship a
heavy list. It was impossible to work
during the storm, and it was mot until
the cyclone and the thunder and lightn-
ing had roared away into the distance
tkat the men of the Afon Alaw were
able to trim the cargo.

It was the beginning of many siorms
for the stout ship. From the Plata
there was a succession of gales as far
as 50 degress south latitude, and off
the Horn there were blinding snow-
storms. tRunn_lng into a sea of icebergs,
extra precautions had to be observed
to save the ship from destruction, for,
while a safe ‘course could be followed
in daylight, the danger at night was so
great that the skipper kept only small
sail on the yards and ran to the north-
east to avoid the jagged obstructions.
All this time the weather was bitterly
cold. The Afon Alaw had a narrow
escape ome inight, in spite of the sharp
lookout. A huge iceberg was sighted
dead ahead, with the ship iumming :long
with sails full. The helm was put hard
up, and the ship swung off on her heel,
only a few feet away from the berg.
A gale was blowing at the time. Gales
followed for a good distance up into
the Pacific, and carried the ship so far
to the eastward of the usual course that
Juan Feranadez and Masafuera islands
were sighted.

WEEKLY WEATHER SYNOPSIS.

Victorla Meteorological office, 26th Novem-
ber to 2nd Decetber, 1902,

‘The weather during the past week has
'been on the whole decidedly unsettled and
stormy. ‘The week began on the 26th with
a nommal type of winter Coast weather,
high barometer in 'California and a low
bressure off Vancouver Island. By the 27th
this low area had developed and rapidly
crossed the province to the Northwest Ter-
ritories, causing in its passage a southerly
tp westerly gale on the Coast and along the
Straits of Fuca, and a heavy rain west
of the Cascades. Or the 28th another
storm area from the ocean became central
off our island coast, causing rainy condi-
tions on the Coast, the barometer pressure
at the same time continuing 'high over the
American Pacific Slope. Frosts occurred on
the Lower Mainland and the weather again
fbecame colder In Cariboo and Alberta. Om
the 29th the pressure though continuing
high on the Coast, gave indications of giv-
ing way before the approach of another
ocean storm area. Light snow fell on the
adjacent Sooke Hills and on the Lower
Mainland, and snowfall was general be-
tween the Amerlcan ranges. By the even-
ing a southerly gale was developing on the
fVancouver Island coast, ‘with rainfall west
of the Caecades and snow in Cariboo. On
Sunday @ heavy railnfall prevalled and was
general over the lower part of the. province

while snow again fell at Barkerville, and”
at evening a gale from the southwest pre-
vailed on the Straits. On the 1st the bar-
ometer comtinwed high on the Californian
coast, but the pressure was low off .Van-
couver Island, and heavy gales increased
Off the coast, an hourly velocity of 56
miles being reported from Tatoosh Island
at the entrance of the Straits of Fuca. On
the second the high barometer area had
moved imand and covered the Pacific Slope
and the Northwest Territories. Sharp
frosts occurred on the Island and the Lower
Mainland, moderate between the American
Tanges and ‘zero temperature in-the Terri-
tories and Manitoba. By nightfall the
pressure had rapidly given way agaln, and
an important' storm area deve! off this
Island and a strong soatheasterly gale pre-
vailed during the night, the wiad attalning
an hourly velocity of 40 miles.

good accomplished. If it prove impossi-
ble to ratify the pending treaties, and if
there seem to be no warrant for the en-
deavor to execute others, or to amend
the pending treaties so that they can
be ratified, then the same end—to se-
cure reciprocity—should - be met by di-
rect legislation.

Wherever the -tariff conditions are
such that a needed change cannot with
advantage be made by the application
of the réciprocity idea, them it can be
made outright by a lowering of duties
on a given product. i

In my judgment, the tariff on anthra-
cite coal should be removed and anthra-
cite be put practically where it now is,
nominally on the free list. This would
have no effect at all save in a crisis,
but in a erisis it might be of service to
the people.

It would be both unwise and unneces-
sary at this time to attempt to recon-
struct our financial system, which has
been the growth of a century; but
some additional legislation is, I think,
desirable. The mere outline of any
plan sufficiently comprehensive to meet
these requirements would transgress the
:_ppropriate limits of this communica-
ion.

How to secure fair treatment alike
for labor and for capital, how to hold in
check the uneerupulous man, wheth~r
employer or employee, without weaken-
ing individual initiative, without ham-
pering and ‘cramping the industrial.de-
velopment of the country, is a problem
fraught with great difficulties, and one
which. it is of the highest importance to
solve on lines of sanity and far-sighted
common sense as well as of devotion to
the right. Both kinds of federation,
capitalistic and ‘labor, can do much
good, and as a necessary corollary they
can both do evd. Opposition to each
kind of organization should take the
form of opposition to whatever is bad
in the conduct of any given corporation
or union—not to attacks upon corpora-
tions as such, nor upon unions as such;
for some of the most far-reaching ben-
eficent work of our people has been ac-
complished through' both corporations
and unions. Each must refrain from ar-
bitrary or tyrants interference with the
rights of others.

It is earnestly hoped that a secretary
of commerce may be created with a seat
in_the cabinet.

I hope soon to submit to the Senate a
reciprocity treaty with Cuba.

A convention with Great Britain has
been concluded which will be at once
laid before the Senate for ratification
providing for reciprocal trade arrange-
ments between the United States and
Newfoundland on substantially the lines
of the convention formerly negotiated by
the secretary of state, Mr. Blaine. Re-
ciprocal trade relations will be greatly
to the advantage of both countries.

The formation of the international
tribunal which sits at The Hague is an
event of good omen from which great
consequence for the welfare of all man-
kind may flow. If is far better where
possible to invoke such a permanent
tribunal than to create special arbitra-
tors for a given purpese.

The Congress has wisely provided that
we shall build at once an Isthmian canal,
if possible, at Panama. The Attorney-
General’s reports that we can undoubt-
edly acquire a good title from the
French Panama iCanal Co. Negotiations
are now pending with Colombia to se-
cure her assent to our building the
canal. The canal will be of great bene-
fit to the United States, and of import-
ance to .all the.world. It will be of ad-
vantage to wus industrially and also as
improving our military position.

After referring to the Pacific cable
and the Philippine, situation, tha Presi-
dent says there should be no halt in the
‘work of building up the navy, providing
every year additional dfighting craft.
The Monroe doctrine should be treated
as the cardinal feature of United States
foreign policy, but it would be worse
than idle to assert it unless we intended
to back it up, and it can be backed up
only by a thoroughly good navy.

‘The message urges the meed of pro-
per legislation for Alaska, and suggests
thut‘ a eongressional committee visit the
territory to investigate its needs.

LETTERS TO THE EDITOR.

THE MINING LAWS.
_Sir,—Having devoted the greater por-
tion of my time during the past six
years to the mining industry, and hav-
ing visited a large portion of this prov-
ince, investing my money in a good
many districts, I feel justified in ex-
piessing my yviews regarding the present
mining laws, which I Dbelieve for the
best interests of the country, should be
changed at the mext session of the leg-
islature. T believe that deputations will
wait on the Mining Committee with the
object in view of having the Placer
Mining Act amended, whereby ground
now held under hydraulic lease may be
Crown granted, the same as mineral
claims.

As the law now stands,y companies
only hold the ground under a 20 year
lease, aud after expending possibly a

-| million or more dollars, and having only

worked out a portion of the ground, they
may find themselves at the expiration of
the lease subservient to the mercy of
an erratic government,
Now Sir, if anything will tend to keep
capital from investing in hydraulic min-
ing in this country, it is the absence of
proper title to the ground, so for this
reason alone the law should be changed.
Of course it may be argued that it is not
advisable to permit immense fields of
alluvial ground to be tied up by Crown
grants for indefinite periods, but this
can be safeguarded by proper restric-
tions,
Another change which I claim should
be made is that individual placer claims
lying within the boundary of a lease,
when once abandoned should revert to
the lease, and not be open for re-location
as at present. This change will work
a hardship on no one. I know full well
that this will meet with certain opposi-
tion, particularly from the class of so-
called miners, who are nothing more or
less than “jumpers” looking to see who
they can get money from for mothing.
If I stake a lease today, and if the Gold
Commissioner recommends it, the gov-
ernment grants the same, reserving to
individual miners who may own claims
within the limits of the boundary of
this lease the right to work or dispose
of such claims as they see fit.

Now I do not propose to ask the gov-
ernment to take away the rights of

80 | any one, but I do think that when the

owner of such a claim finds that he
canuot work his ground so as to make
it pay and -accordingly abandons it,
that it should revert to my lease, and
not be open for relocation, possibly years
after. I consider that the pioneers of
a new mining district should receive
For this rea-
son leases should mot be granted unutil
the govermment are satisfied that the
ground could not be worked profitably
by individual miners, but once the
round is granted to a company under
ydraulic leases, them the .company
should be protected, and not be allowed
to be held up by parties who might re-
locate claims that had been abandoned
years before. .

The company which I represent owns
four leases on Pine creek, in the Atlin
district, upon which we have expended,
uj, to the present time, nearly one hun-
dred and fifty thousand dollars, and
we have suffered very severely through
this same cause, and I do think that
claims that were staked over four years
ago should not be granted further lay-
overs, but that the owners should be
compelled to work them.

If any of these claims are unwork-
able under present conditions, then they
should not be regarded as placer claims,
and the hydraulic company owning the
lease should be given an opportunity to
work the ground.

Regarding the propesed chances in tho
Hineral Act, I have little to say; but I
would like to see the act changed so
that prospectors should not be permitted
to stake more than one claim under one
license in one district, excepting with
certain restrictions. The law mow per-
mits a free miner to stake as many
claimd Im his ewn name as he chooses,
providing they are not on the same lead.
I will give an instance to show you
how this is abused and the country as a
whole suffers. I was the first man to
invest a dollar in what is mow known
as the Bridge River camp, in the Lillooet
district, and almost every claim of any
rcpute was staked by men who were

working for me during the summer of
1897. In October of that year I sent
a party in to survey the Worty Thieves
group, and these men staked claims in-
discriminately all over, without the
slightest intention of prospecting or
performing the necessary - assessment
work. Im the spring of 1898 there was
quite a stir in mining circles over the
Bridge river district, and hundreds of
legitimate prospectors from the Koo-
tenays and the country South of the
boundary went in with a view of locat-
ing ground, intending to work the same,
but tinding that the best looking ground
was staked for a distance of over ten
miles, they left in disgust, and I think
I am safe in stating that legitimate
assessment work has not been perform-
ed on one-tenth of the claims which
had been located and recorded in '97. 1
think when-a free miner stakes a claim,
having a full year in which to do the
assessment work, if he stakes a second
one in the same district, he should only
be allowed six months in which to do
sag three months. This would prevent
a few prospectors from tying up a whole
district for a year, thus preventing legi-
tmaate prospecting until the claims run
ou

Now, Sir, my object in writing this
letter is the hope that it will tend to
create discussion, so that when deputa-
tions wait on the Mining Committee
next spring, they will not be met with
a rebuff on the ground that such
changes are too radical to be made with-
out having been properly ventilated be-
fore, the publie,
. There is no question but what there
is an immense field for mining opera-
tions in British Columbia,. and every
ercouragement should be given to capi-
tal to come in, and if certain alterations
in the present mining laws will help,
then by all means let us have them.

A TRUANT OFFICER. —
Sir,—The election of school trustees wiil
soon take place and I see by the papers
that there are candidates already in the
field. I think the ‘School Board have al-
ways neglected thelr duty in not seeing
that all children of echool age, residents
of 'the city, attend school. A truant officer
should be appointed to look after such and
report to the proper authorities. Also to
see that all those that are sent do.go to
school. I have reason to believe that there
are a-great many who play truant, getting
into mischief and finally landing in the
reformatory,. The School Board loses a
considerable provincial revenue by the non-
attendance of these children, and the gov-
ernment are at an expemse with a_reform-
atory ‘that don’t seem to reform. I under-
stand that Vancouver School Board has a
truant officer, and I think that in propor-
tion 'to the population they don’t send one-
half the number of children to the reform-
atory this city does. There are people who
blame the parents for their children not
attending -school -regularly. It may be so
in some wcases, but 1 venture to say that
in the majority of cases they are not en-
tirely to blame. Take for instance, a work-
ing man with a family to provide for, who
has to be off to work before seven o’'clock

(in the morning, leaving his wife to look
after her household duties and get the
children off to school. Now, some of those
children may play truant for days at a

time, and the parents know nothing of it

The father cannot afford to leave off work
to see if the children are at school. If he
did he would soon lose his job. And how
much worse it is with a widow with fam-
ily to provide for, and look after. There
seems to be always a great deal more at-
tention given to the good children that are
quick to dearn at school than there Is to
the careless and findifferent omes.  The
teachers are to blame for this. 1 hope
whoever who is _elected as trustees for the
coming year will see to it that a trunant
officer be appointed at once. Not a broken
down policeman, but an intelligent, smart
young man, suitable for the work. )
